after the usual cer:mnony of chanting, was
passed to the bride and groom. This was em-
blamatical: the wine is a symbol of joy; the
glass, of the uncertainty of human life and
hopes. After partaking of wine as before, the
groom dashed the glass to the floor, and the
rabbi pronounced them man and wife, and with
a benediction the ceremony was completed.

Among the individuals, nineteen in number,
who will be taken to-day from this city to serve
out various terms in the penitentiary, is Joseph
Marshall,convicted of !burglary, and under sen-
tence of six years' corfinement. For the past
five or six weeks he has been feigning insanity,
with a furious pertincity quite remarkable. So
violent has he been thtlt his legs have been se-
cured with a stout chain, and his arms heavily
shackled. Day after day he has raved for
hours and rolled his eyjes as if suffering spasms
of madness. He has worked his mouth until
it frothed like a mad-tdag's. and made despe-
rate efforts to bite every one who drew near,and
has actually, in several cases succeeded in in-
'flicting painful wounds with his teeth. He has
been closely confined in a dungeon,through the
bars of which he could be seen rolling, clank-
ing his chains, gritting his teeth, and heard
howlihg horridly. He tore the clothes from his
person, refused food, and wallowed like a wild
beast in the filth. Yesterdav,finding that there
was no hope for him he gave it up, saying,that
it was of no use to rave any more, as he was
beaten, but such a course had once availed him,
and would now, he thought,ifprudence had not
"put it to him so tight."
