3. The Jurisdiction of the Courts of the United
States, embracing the original and appellate jurisdic-
tion of the District Courts as courts of revenue and as
prize and instance courts of admiralty.
Those by professor Randall Hunt will embrace
1. Commercial Law as it relates to mercantile per-

sons, mercantile property and contracts, and mercan-
tile remedies, They will treat of sole traders, partner-
ships and corporations; of principal and agent; of bills
of exchange and promissory notes and shipping; of
3 hailments and contracts with carriers, contracts of af-
freightment by charter party and for conveyance in a
general ship; of freight, jettison and average, salvage
and insurance; of sale, guaranties, liens and stoppage
in transit.

2. The Criminal Law and Practice in Courts of
F Criminal Jurisdiction.-

3. The Law of Evidence.
Those by professor Johnson will embrace
1. The Common Law and Equity, Jurisprudence

and Practice, and Pleadings in Civil Cases at Common
Law.

Those by professor Roselius will embrace
1. The Civil Code of Louisiana in connexion with

the Roman, Spanish and French laws, and a critical
analysis of the decisions of the supreme court of the
State.
