A few days since the telegraph brought us infor-
mation thataman named Davis, formerly living in
this city, and once indicted for the crime of arson,
had been arrested in New York on a similar charge.

Dobson was
arrested in New York one day last week on a charge
of arson in that city. The party who has been in-
strumental in ferreting out this stupendous schetme
of villainy is an Albanian well known. Many other
serious charges are laid at tie doorof this band, but
we are not at liberty to divulge them at present.
