The person whose life is spared
is to remain in confinement for one year. The other
will be executed in accordance with the sentence of
the court.

Two persons, Michael Dunn and Samuel Gasra-
way, have been sentenced to the penitentiary for
three years each by the United States circuit court
of Baltimore, for having sent fraudulent papers to
the pension office. Dunn also received five addi-
tional years for subornation of perjury.

During a morning rehearsal at Bates' theatre, St.
Louis, a few days since, Mrs. Connor took occasion
to vary the monotony of the scene by cowhiding Mr.
Watkins. Both parties are members of the compa-
ny. The cause of Mrs. C's rage, and consequent re-
sort to hostilities, is not mentioned.

We find it stated in the New York Morning Ex-
press that Clarke Mills, the architect, at Was ing-
ton, who erected there the bronze equestrian statue
of gen. Jackson, has been treated very singularly by
the secretary of the interior. Mr. 31. has a contract
with the city of New Orleans to furnish a copy of
the statue for $30,009. Some few days ago hisestab
lishmentnear Washington caught fire and was con-
sumed, including the model of the statue. Mr. M.
set about taking a cast of it to repair his loss, and

She was found
dead, sitting in a chair, holding a newspaper in her
hand, and looking at it as if in the act of reading.-
She had spectacles on, and her feet rested on the
stove.

A teller in one of the oldest banking houses a:
Chicago is said to have disappeared, being a defaul-
ter to an amount ranging from 40 to $70,000. It is
supposed to have been squandered in gambling.

The London Morning Herald thus explains the
mode of spiking guns and describes the spikes: 'The
spikes are about four inches long, and of the dijmen-
bsons of a tobacco pipe, the head flat; a barb at the
point acts as a spring, which is naturally pressed to
the shaft upon being forced into the toucl-hole. Up-
on reaching the chamber of the gun, it resumes its
position, and it is impossible to withdraw it. It can
only be got out by drilling-no easy task, as they
are made of the hardest steel, and being also loose in
the touch-hole, there is much difficulty in making a
drill bite as effectually as it should do. Its applica-
tion is the work of a moment, a simple tap on the
flat head with the palm ofthe hand sufficing. This
can be easily done, even if it is ever so dark.'

A nice little tea party met together in the town of
Dubury, (Mass.) a few days since comprising two
brothers and four sisters, whose united ages were
four hundred and seventy years.

A joint stock company has been formed at San
Francisco for the attempted recovery of the fifteen
millions of dollars that are said to have been buried
upon the Cocas islands, in the year 1819, by a pirati-
cal crew who obtained it from a Spanish galleon
which lei' Acapulco to carry it to Spain, The capi-
tal of the company is $550,i00, in shares of $25. It
has commenced operations, having purchased the
schooner Julius Pringle, which was despatched on
the 23d of August last, well supplied with surf-
boats, sub-marine armor, experienced divers, and all
the machinery and implements necessary to a tho-
rough search.

The rev. doct. Butler, former chaplain to the U. S.
senate, having been located at Cincinnati, the memn-
bers of his new parish have presented him with one
thousand dollars to aid him in furnishing his house,
besides various private gifts, which largely suppli-
ed his store-roomn.
