In the year of grace sixteen hundred and

eighty-ae'etin;. L-a~tiedPaie i" hott 8'A itail ̀ i
lived, in a fine :ho se in -ettt<'r'Royal at Ph-
nis, near, the Bastille. He astd his; wife lived j
in great style,keptt heir c•iage, playg 4 p l ig1h
tglked incessantly of their high birth and fanti-
ly estate, appeared to have lenty of money--
which' theytent occasionally ttjibn good securi-
ty-and on the strength of their own represen-
tations, obtained entranef.inso the society of
some of the best houses in Paris. For thebrest,
they were a worthy respectable couple, like

'hundreds of others; their only sin' behing that
they gave themselves outfor beiing much rirh-
er and grander than.tlhey actually #ere;- M.
d'Ang adeJbeing a man of low birth and very
moderate means. This wasa tihe beginning of
all the sorrows that afterwards befell them.
]3[. d'Anglade and his wife` occupied the

greater part of the house, but' as is general in
Paris, there were:;other inmates. A certain
count and cunntess de Montgommeri occupied
the ground floor and the rooms above, The
groundfloor consisted of three rooims which all
opened,:into a long ca•ridor. at one end of
which was the porte cochere ofthy ceourt-yjd,
and at 'the other a staircase leading ti the
-ro0ms pon the irst floor, whieri theret. was a
s8iiall inhkreitoset or strong robom. HFePi the

Siatrecoaneasc:kepti thes shoney and'jewels.
The abbe Francois Gagnard,: the coun',s al-
moner, a page, and a valet-de-chambre slept
in one of tihe three rooms on the ground-floorT
Another was the Salle-a -mtanger; and the one
which opened Tfrom it, seived for differentpur-
poses.

A friendly acquaintance soon sprung up be-
tween the d'Anglades and the Montgommeries.
Soon after he' entered tlhe house, the count de
Montgommeri received a large sum of mpeuy,
partly Louis-d'ors, some of which were quite
new, and others au cordon,-or old ones. The
remainder of the'money was in 'thirteen bags,
each bag containing a thousand: france;'there
was also'one bag contiaining•isle i thousand
five litidired' livres in Spttnspisrtles,
this money, together with 'sagnifi6c pear'
necklace, estimated tolbe worth four thousand
livres, was secured in a strong coffer, and the
coffer was carefully placed in the smaller inner
closet we have mentioned. The d'Anglades
knew all this, and had recommended an invest-
ment for his money to the count. One day M.
de Montgommeri and his wfle agreed to go
and spend a few days at their country house
of Ville Vousin near Mon l'Here, and invited
their neighbors, d'Anglades, to accompany
them. They accepted the invitation, but sub-
sequently made some frivolous excuse for re-
maining at home. The count and countess set
off on Monday, the twenty-second of Septem-
ber, sixten hundred and eighty seven, and gave
out that they should return the following Thurs-
day. The almoner l'abbe Gagnard and all the
servants accompanied them, except a femme-
de-chamber, named Fermenie. and one lac-
quay. Four sewing women employed to em-
broider some hangings for Madame de Mont-
gommeri, were also left in the house; but they
were lodged in another part of the building.
The key of the outer door of the room on the
first floor was confided to the femme-de-cham-
bre; the abbe Gagnard shut and double locked
the door of his room on the ground floor, and
the family departed, considering that they had
left every thing quite secure. This was show-
ing a contempt for burglars, that, under the
circumstances, amounted to rashness; and they
seemed to have thought so, for they returned
home suddenly, twenty-four hours earlier than
they had intended. The count declared that
his mind was troubled by the sight of some
drops of blood which he found upon the table-
cloth, and that he determined to quit Ville
Vousin that moment, having a presentiment
that something had happened. The abbe and
the servants did not arrive until after them.

The first thing that struck the abbe was
finding his room door ajar, although, during
the absence of the count and countess, it had
seemed to be closed, the abbe having double-.
locked it with his own hands, and the key had
never been out of his possession. All the ser-
vants remarked the fact also, but at the moment
it did not, singular to state, make much im-
pression on them.

Slaine; they :foiand a rouleau of sixty louis an
cordat, wrapped ini a printed paper, which

eth coit de Montgommeri declared as his ge-
nealo5g. He also said that part of the money
stolen finom him consisted of louis au cordon, of
the yepA 1686 and 1687.

Wh d'Anglade was questioned about the
moey•,he stammered and could give no ac-
otint '"oW hli came by it. He seemed in

despair nd Madame d'Ang!nde said that the
door ofe -apartment of the abbe Gagnard had
not•. be -cured as it ought to have been, and
she insiste that it should likewise be searched.
This was~ne. It wasfound that money had
been ''a ted from fire bags; each contain;
isig a thmsad livres. As the abbe Gagnard
haddoub ~J ed the door. before his depar-
ture, and never•arted with the key out of his
possession, thie• cident confirmed the suspi-
cion that settl~e on d'Anglade-and his w~ife.
The lieutenpt-, nal wept so far as to say
to d'Anglade:

"Either yd' gi I must have committed the
robbery."

So' convi{i he that he had secured the
guilty persoig declared, it useless to
waste time ia any. further search, espe-
cially as tlje unt _i•d he cou soswer for the
honesty of ah rvants.

Anotheriwit-
ness swore -thatLrhe knew d'Anglade: to be a
gambler, and that he heard the abb6 Bouin
call himr an old clothes' man; and this tallied
with the fact that. he lent money upon pledges.

Another witness deposed tomyaving eard
that d'Anglade had once stolen a piece of rib-
bon, and that before he canie o live in the rue
Royale .a iquantity of silver plate had'suddenfy

At last it iia hade t61eaitthetis riftid of
being, ashe:odasted, a gi tlenrafi 6P high birth
and large fortune, his origin was mean and his
income was not more than t•oe thousand livr e,
although he lived expensively, paid for every
thing n ready motney, and bad ready money
to lend out besides. This at oiee established
him as a chevalier dindustrie, and put -in end
to the sympathies .lbonett men. o Added to
all these Itots,and sausgn ins, d'Anglade and
his wife contradicted• each ither, and there
were diirepancis beth e iier estat ments..-

The case looked very blac t them; bit
as the justice of those days wou] vdnto ibunt
condemn a prisoner without giving him every
chance of confessing his doom to be well mer-
ited, d'Anglade was put to the torture. The
evidence was, after all, only circumstantial,
and it would be a satisfaction if he could be
made to confess. He was first put to torture
ordinary, and as that brought nothing, they
proceeded to the torture extraordinary, which
brought nothing either.

As d'Anglade refused to confess his guilt,
there was nothing to be done but to condemn
him without a confession, (for of course justice
never felt a moment's hesitation as to his guilt,)
and, on the 16th of February, 1688, he was
condemned to the galleys for nine years.. His
wife was banished from Paris for a like period.
Also. he was sentenced to pay a fine to the
king, to make restitution of the stolen goods,
and to pay three thousand livres to the count
by way of compensation, which required more
than lie had in the world. The five months he
had spent in prison, during which he had lived
on bread and water, with nothing but damp
and rotten straw for a bed, had entirely.shat-
tered his constitution. Nevertheless, on being
taken from the torture-chamber he was thrown
into the darkest and frightfullest dungeon of
the Montgommeri tower, from which he was
e only removed to be taken-all-broken to pieces
Y -to the chateau de la Joncelle, where he was
attached to a gang of the vilest forcats,
n He seemed to be at the point of death; he
declared that he was innocent of all knowledge
e of the robbery, received the last sacraments

with devotion, pardoned his enemies, and ex-
e pected death with composure that might arise
either from a sense of innocence or the prospect
1 of a release from intense suffering. He re-
covered, however, sufficiently to depart for the

Sj galleys with the rest, but he was obliged to
S be conveyed in a cart, and two men were em-

ployed to lift him down every evening, and lay
- him on his bed of straw, and to lift him again
into the cart the next morning. The count de
Montgommeri, who was terribly afraid that
the sufferings of d'Anglade might soften the

Sheart of justice, or that death might deprive
C him of his revenge, was earnest in his solidita-
tions for the immediate departure of d'Anglade
to the galleys, and stationed himself upon the
road by which he must pass in order to feast
his eyes upon the.spectacle of d'Anglade's
misery.

it Upon the 4th of March, 1689, d'Anglade
died in the hospital at Marseilles, four months
after his arrival at the galleys.

No sooner was d'Aeglade dead, than anony-
inous letters began to circulate in all direc-
tions, in which the writer declared that his
conscience would give him no peace until he

Sdeclared that M. d'Anglade was entirely in-
nocent of the robbery committed upon the count
de Monigommeri, and that the real criminals
were one Vincent de Belestre; and the abbe
e Gagnurd, almoner to the count. It was added

that a woman named La Combre could give
important evidence.

Here was a terrible revelation! The peni-
tent prosecutor had' become horror struck at
the possibility of having been the means of sub-

r jecting an innocent man to so terrible a fate.
He ordered a certain Degrais, (the same who
was employed to persuade the prisoner, Mad.
Brinvilliers, to leave the convent where she had
taken refuge,) to make inquiries into the life
and habits of the party now accused. , The re-
suilt was that Peter Vincent, or Belestre, the
first named, i~is discovered to be the son of a
poor tanner at Mans. He had 'enlisted as a
spldier, under the name: of Belestre, and had
risen to the rank of a. sergeant;, but had been
condemned.to the galleys for his share in the
i assassination of a miller.

This was his fiist offence. His later exploits
had, been confined- to burglary and highway
robbery. After 4*Eig very poor for a:long
time, end a vagabond besides, he had finished
by purchasing an estate in the neighborhood
of Mans, for which he i\ad paid ten thousand
livres. As to the abbe 'fkgnard, his father
was a gaoler to the prison in Mans, and :the
son had nothing: to- ;ive upon when he first
came to Paris, except the- masses lhesaid at
the Saint Esprit. ,When he entered the house-
hold of the count de Montgommeri in the qual-
ity of almoner, he was in-abject condition; but,
three months after he quitted him, he liv`d:in
something like opulence. He had never ben
suspected of any crime; but he was intimate
with Belestre.- He was, moreover, perfectly
acquainted with everything that passed in the
count's household; and, above all, he knew,
that the count had received a large sum of
money in the month of June, 1687, and he al-
so kniew where it-was kept.

The surface of the most distant planet may,
possibly, once have been the theatre of active
life--thatis. -at i period, and during such pe-
riod-as was determined by her cooling down and
remaining at a termperature suitable for such
circumstances. The gradual process of cooling
from radiation, which is going on even now, in
time will stop the wheels-of vital existence. In
course of time.our own familiar- earth becomes
s sufficiently cool; first for the lower forms of an-
imal and vegetable life, and lastly for man, the
image of his maker, and the depository of in-
tellect and feeling.

The fate of other planets will ultimately be-
come our own.

The analogy of the physical history of our

-e other than water there, we must invent a new

chemistry.
On each of the planets the life period is brief,

and it mattters little in reference to the ques-
tion of inhabitancy at what date in the history
of the universe it has commenced, endured and

n A SHaoUn or GOLD.-Hon. Thom.Ewbank,e of Washingtan, late commissioner of patents,

t communicates to the National Intelligencere some interesting information in regard to recent

e discoveries in the excavation of Peruvian tu-

mull. The information was received by Mr.
e Ewbank by W. W. Evans, esq., engineer of thee Arica and Tacua railroad in Peru. Mr. Evans

t states that in making excavations for the rail-
s road at Arica hundreds of graves are demolish-

ed, in which are nun•erous Indian relics. The
e excavations are seventy feet deep, and as thes soil is loose sand, as the work proceeds, every-

thing from the top comes sliding down-dead
Indians, pots, kettles, arrow heads, &c.-

- Among other interesting mortuary relics an In-
s dian was started out of his resting place rolleda up in a shroud of gold. Mr. Evans notices as

a remarkable fact that in hundreds of Indian
t skulls which he has examined not one has con-s tained a decayed tooth. Mr. 'Ewbank thinks

• the weight of the entire shroud must have been
I eight or nine pounds, and had it been preserv-

ed, would have been" the finest 'specimen of
sheet gold that we have heard of since the times
of the Spanish conquest. In some eloquent re-

t marks upon the preservation of souvenirs of the

The "mumnmies of Egypt are qtarried for fuel,
and, whether those of the Pharaohs,"theiir
wives, theif priests or their slaves, 'are split open
and chopped up with the same indifference as
so many pine logs.

So it is when the materials of coffins have a
high marked value, they are then seized as con-
cealed treasure, arid their contents cast out as
rubbish. Like' heroes in the eastern hemis-
phere, the descenidants of Manco Capec were
sometimnies, if nobialways, entombed in such,
anrd with considerable treasure besides in ves-
sels of gold and silver; hence we learn how the
Spanish conquerors sought for, often found, and
as often plundered rich Indian seputihres.-

Y A VIRGINIA ADVENTU•ER.-The followingd sketch of a remarkable man which has not be-

t fore appeared in print, we take, says the Rich-

mond Dispatch, from advanced sheets of "The
Men and Times of the Revolution," a vo'ume
now in press. The writer says:-

During my residence at Nantes, in 1781, I
r became intimately acquainted with one of the
t most remarkable characters of the age. Louis
Littlepage was the reputed illegimate son of a
gentleman of Virginia. He arrived at Nantes
in the winter of 1779-'80, on his way to Mad-
rid, under the peculiar patronage of Mr. Jay,
our stern and able ambassador at the court of
Spain. He was a mere youth, of a fine manly
e figure, with a dark, penetrating, black eye, and

a physiognomy peculiar and striking. At that
early period he was esteemed a prodigy of ge-
nius and acquirements. When I again heard of
him, he had separated from M. Jay's family,
and entered as a volunteer aid to due de Ciellou,
at the siege of Minorka. At the attack of Gi-
braltar he was on board of one of the floating
batteries, and was blown up, but saved. Young
Littlepage participated in a conspicuous manner
in the thrilling incidents of that siege.

While at Gibraltar I held a familiar corres-
pondence with him. After this catastrophe in
the floating battery, he contrived to obtain a sit-
uation on board of the Spanish admiral's ship,
and in one of the engagements occupied him-
self, upon the quarter deck, during the battle,
in sketching the various positions of both fleets.
On the return of the Spanish fleet to Cadiz, he
was sent with an officer to Madrid, bearing the
dispatches. He exhibited to the minisrer .n
ingenious and scientific view of the battle, and
was received with great applause and distine-
tion at the court of Madrid.

In the April following, the close of the war,
I dined with him at Dr. Franklin's, in Passy,
to-whom he stated the above fact, and exhibi-
ted the sketch. At Paris and Versailles he
moved in the first circles, and attracted mark-
ed attention.

In the following June he made a visit at my
bachelor's hall, in Berkley square, London. I
never saw him again. He subsequently made
the tour of Europe. He established himself at
Warsaw, became, in effect, prime minister; went
to St. Petersburg as ambassador from Poland,

i acquitted himself with distinguished ability, and
became one of the favorites of the empress
Oatharine. After the dismemberment of Po-
land Littlepage returned to America, and died in
Fredericksburg, Virginia.

There is a sect in Russia called M'alalkai ,or
Millenarians. Their, leader and founder:was
Terenti, who pretended that he was sent, from
God, and was the prophet Elias. He announc-
ed in 1833, that the Lord would appear in two
years and a half, and fixed the day, when he
himself, like Elijah, should be carried upto
heaven in a chariot of fire. The moment ar-
rived, and thousands of his followers came
from all parts of Russia to witness the miracle.
Terenti appeared, majestically seated upon a
chariot; ordered the multitude to- prostrate
themselves, and then, opening-his arms like an
eagle spreading his wings, he leapt into the air.
iThe poorl prophet fell heavily, .and bruised anr
old woman who was near his car. he Malak-

[ani. irritated at having been duped, seized Ter-
_renti and' delivered him to the police, who cast
him into prison, where he persisted in declar-
ing himself the prophet of God. :ge died aon
after, but many still believein his divine mission.
