TE• FRUITS OF WAR.-The Albany Evening
of Journal publishes a list of the battles fought

f during the year 1855, with the number of peo-
ple killed at each, beginning with the bom-at bardment of Shanghai by the French, at which

th one hundred fell, and ending with the fall of
>n Kars, at which 2,600 fell; by which it appears
:e that seventy-three battles have occurred during

ts the year, or more than one for each week, with
an average loss of over a thousand men killed
in each. The list does not-include those who
have fallen by disease or in skirmishes, nor the
wounded, disabled, those who died in the hos-

1l pital or the ambulance, or were irreparably

maimed, or missing, or prisoners. The num-
ber left dead on the field usually comprises on-
ly about one-fourth the entire loss in a battle.

By thisrate the entire number swept outof ex-
istence by the wars of 1855 must have reached
over 300,000 men. No year, says the Journal,i has presented so bloody record since Waterloo.

saw it.
The close ranks of the procession continued

to deploy out of Chartres street, when at half
past twelve, ex-mayor Crossman introduced
o the orator, and an oration was delivered which

s consumed a half an hour. At the conclusion,
Mr. Clark Mills, the artist who designed and
cast the statue, was brought forward by Mr.
Crossman, and he made a few remarks; con-
fined chiefly to explaining the position of the
statue. Gen. Jackson is represented as mount-
ed upon a fiery charger, as he appeared in the
same square in life, forty-one years ago, in the
act of reviewing the troops who had stood so
firm in the hour of battle but a short time
before. The line is supposed to be at a pre-
sent, and the commander has his chapeau in
hand in acknowledgement of the salute, while
his steed is rearing as if in anticipation of a!
new movement. At the instant Mr. Mills re-
tired from the stand, the covering which had
heretofore veiled the triumph of the artist, and
the likeness of him who was loved so well by
a nation, was withdrawn, and amidst the en-
thusiastic shouts of assembled thousands, the
roar of cannon, and the crash of music, the t
statue of the hero of New Orleans stood re-
vealed to the admiring gaze of those whose thearts throbbed with pride that their city and t
State had paid so handsome a tribute to the s
memory of the hero and statesman. It has h
never been our fortune to witness a more thrill- 8
ing scene, and we feel assured that its im-
pression will linger in the memories of all who t4
witnessed it, as long as memory lives.
