urpose of embarking ou board the John L. Stephens,
tor Ualifornia. Owing to the state of the tide, they
were detained on shore until a late hoar. A little
before dark, whilst most of the passengers were
around the railroad station waiting to get their tick-
vt regisiered, others were at the Ocean hotel, and
in the other hotels and eating houses in the Cienega.

Whilst Messrs. McLane, Center and Nelson were
standing on the wharf, they perceived a commotion
among the passengers, many of whom commenced
ruunivg towards the town. Sending a messenger
tninquira what was the matter, they were informed
that & native had tried to steal a watermelon, a pistol
had been discharged, and a man slightly wounded.
Almost at the same time, and before the party left
the wharf, the bells of the church of Santa Anna
commenced toring the alarm of fire, and hmmediate-
ly after the natives were seen running along the
beach and through the Cienega, and then followed
the attack on the Ocean hotel, McAllaster’s store, and
the Pacific house, situated more to the left.

From the time the first diffienlty arose until the
attack on the houses, not awre than fifteen minutes
elapsed. During this time a few shots were fired. —
Capt. McLane immediately sent a messenger to town
for Garride, aud the police, and then all three pro-
ceeded to the station. i

Many of the passengers ran down to the wharf to
embark, and others at the depot were anxivus to go
oul to rescue the women and children in the hotcﬁs,
and a few went, the rest erowding into the office ask-
ing for arms and ammunition,  All the arms in the
office were a double barreled gun, a pair of pistols, a
sabre, and fourteen old flint muskets, all private
praperty, which, after some delay, (believing there
would be no attack) were given ouy and loaded for
defence, but a sentry was placed at the door to pre-
vent any ove from going out and joining in the fight.
