SILKS, BRANDY AND CIGARS.-To those who
have not examined the statistical returns pub-
lished annually by the government, the amount
paid every year for luxuries will appear fabulous;
but the figures do not lie,, no matter who may
doubt.

We boast of our ability to feed the world,
and of the business we are doing in that way
now, and few suppose that the silks--piece goods,
including ribbons, but not buttons and orna-
ments chiefly manufactured of silks-brought
here for the adornment of republicans and their
wives and daughters excceed in value by eight
millions of dollars all the flour that we send I
abroad. Yet such is the case. In the year
ending June 30, 1855, we exported $14,783,394 1
in flour, and imported $22,370,911 in silks,
leaving the balance we have above stated to be t
charged to the difference between the pride of
Americans and the appetite of all the world be-
sides.

Our corn fields, particularly in the west, are f
the occasion of much national boasting. We J
measure them singly by miles square, and esti- r
mate their aggregate value in hundreds of mil- r
lions; but the amount of this, our national sta- w
ple, which we send abroad, is overshadowed I
by the cost of cigars with which we poison breath
and ruin health. In the period we have named I
corn worth $1,374,077 left our ports, and ci-
gars valued at $3,311,935 were brought in.
The herds of cattle and resulting barrels of

beef pepple never tire talking of. They see in f
them a large part of the material with which Re
can fill the maw of all civilised mankind. Our v
merchants who are in that line watch the for- a
cign markets with great solicitude, and guage
their prices by signals fiom the other side of j
the water. But of beef, tallow, hides and "horn- r
cattle" was sold for all other countries only p
$2,214,554 in the last commercial year, and d
during that time we bought brandy to the ti
amount of $3,241,408.

We deal largely in tobacco, raise it in quan- o
itlics, chew and smoke it without limit. It con- t

stitutes the third in value in the list ofcommod- y
ities, which this country has to spare. Yet, we ,.
export only $11,319,519 in value of this arti- hi
le yearly, and last year we received in return n
tea and coffee amounting in round numbers to

214,000,000. Even in narcotics the balance t1of trade is largely against us. i

Bacon, lard and live hogs are not unimpor- b
tant items in our commerce; yet we send abroad fI
only enough of these to buy the linen we wear. t

But "cotton is king." That wipres out the ]pecuniary effect of the follies and extravagances c
wvich all have conspired to commit. Of that d
we sent out last year shiploads enough to swell
the ,•ggregate value of the export to the amount t<
of $106,456,000, a sum greater than the value t'
of all other exports, specie included.

WAR WITH ENGLAND.-The reflecting portion aof the English press are employing themselves o
in calculating the cost and consequences of a
war with this country. The expenditures of h
pounds, shillings and pence would of itself be no h
trifling itemn; and with the sequence of addition- o
Il taxation upon a people who are already strain-
dt to the very verge of forbearance, the expec- i
ation of a rupture with their best customer issufficient to excite the fears and arouse the in-

crest and anxiety of all classes of her majesty's e,
ubjects. i

The consequences of a war between the two
countries are duly appreciated by the commer-
cial interest of both countries. Which' of the
two would suffer most from such a calamity
could only be determined when a balance should
be struck at the termination of the controversy;
the loss of life and the moral effects of such a
strife between kindred nations being left out of
the account.

A leading English paper, which properly'
comprehends the value of the preservation of
peace with the United States, furnishes a table
of the exported products of Great Britain to for-eign countries, from which we learn that the U.

States consume 21,127,631 of the industrialproducts of that kingdom, while the other fur-
eign countries designated take only the amount

of 30,150,500.
The declared value of the raw cotton import-ed in the United Kingdom in 1854 amounted to

20,173,393. The declatied value of the cot-

ton goods exported during the same year, in-cluding cotton twist, was 31,745,851. 'his
shows that the people of England, after supply-

ng themselves and their colonies with the man-ufactures proceeding from this cotton, were en-
ablcrd to furnish the rest of the World with a'

surplus to the amount of 1 1,470,464.

These figures of themselves will be sufficient,we think,-to satisfy our friends across the wa-

cer that their true policy will be to abstain from Ill interference, directly or indirectly, in the af-
Fairs of their American brethren.

PRIVATEEIIN.--A distinct proposition made
in the recent conventions adopted at the peace
conference by the contracting powers, was the
abolition of privateering. It has been suggest-
ed, and with some show of reason, taking into
consideration the existing complication of af-
fairs, that this proposition was especially aimed
at the United States. Unlike the rest of the
nations of the world, we have neither large
standing armies nor powerful navies, sustained
at enormous expense, and outlays of money
wrung from the sweat and toil of the people, in
the shape of oppressive taxes. When a war
does come, if come it must, we rely upon our
citizen soldiery, our volunteers, led by officers
who have learnt the art and science of war in
our national military school at West Point, or
in service in our gallant little army, to defend
the country from invasion, and protect our homes
and firesides. Our navy is also small, merely
large enough, and we need it no larger, to pro-
tect our extended commerce; and should we be
brought into hostile collision with other nations,
our resources are, to convert our merchantmen
into ships of war, and to depend as auxiliaries
upon armed and commissioned vessels belong-
ing to individuals. Such being our policy, it is
not expected that the United States will accede
to any proposition that may be made by the
peace conference, having in view the relinquish-
ment of an established right to employ our com-
mercial marine as a part of our warlike re-
sources.

Much has been said and written of the mo-
rale of employing private armed ships to molest
an enemy and cripple and injure his com-
merce. Our cotemporary of the Charleston
Mercury, in a few words, disposes of the ques-
tion logically, and to our mipd, most satisfac-
torily:

"i'f the proposition had been, that peaceful
commerce on the sea should be put on the same
footing as peaceful industry on the land, and
that no ships should be liable to capture and
confiscation but such as were engaged in con-
ducting the operations of war, we could under-
stand its justice, and would second its policy.
It would, indeed, be a most humane modifica-
tion of the laws of war.

"'But as long as national ships are allowed to
act as depredators upon trade, and to make
prize money dut of the capture of unresisting
merchant vessels, on what national ground can
any nation urge the abolition of privateering?
The privateers are armed vessels commission-
ed to make war on the commerce of the enemy.
They do what every national vessel has the
right, and is considered bound to do. They
capture merchant vessels, and take possession
of them-no more. If this is robbery or un-
fair dealing, why do the governments practice
it without scruple? And if a government can
honestly commission one class of its subjects to
commit these depredations,: by what rule of
reason is it forbidden to commission another
class? The assumption that privateering, as
distinct from naval operations, is an aggrava-
tion of the cruelties of war, is utterly unfounded.
It is simply a part, and the least rexolting part,
of maritime' strife."

CRIME IN GREAT BRITAIN.-Itis complained
that crime is generally on the increase in Great
Britain. On a recent occasion in the house of
parliament, Mr. Scott moved for a select com-n-
inittee, to inquire how far, and in what direc-
tion, recent ligislation, and the substitution•of
other punishments for transportation, had id;
fluenced the existing amount of crime. Some-
thing, he contended, should be done. He said
the "ticket-of-leave system had failed to in-
duce the convict to return to habits of honest
industry." According to the latest returns,
one in every one hundred and forty-four of the
population of England was confined in prison,
either convicted, or undercharge for some seri-
ous offence. The peace of 1813, which led to
the disbanding of a large number of soldiers,
caused a large increase in crime; and it might
reasonably be apprehended that the same re-sult would rise from the cessation of the Rus-
sian war. This afforded a strong argumentin
favor of a full and searching inquiry. dMr. Scott
expressed his regret that transportation to Aus-
tralia had nearly ceased, The course must have
been adopted by the government under mista.
ken views as to the opinions -of the colonists.
Some other gentlemen seconded his views, and
admitted the extraordinary increase of crime.
The motion was then adopted.

A RELIC OF OLDEN TIMFS.-A church archi-
tecture, recently published in London, contains
the first methodist meeting house in America,
was a log hut; but subsequently, through the
interest of- captain Webb, a piece of ground
was procured upon Golden hill, arising ground
near the borders of New York, now named
John street, Materials were purchased and
contracts entered into, in the names of those
persons who joined with captain Webb in the
undertaking. The building was 60 feet long
by 42 feet wide. It was opened on the 30th
of October, 1768, by Mr. Embry, who, being
by trade a carpenter, had himself constructed
the pulpit from which he preached. It had
an area in front of about 90 feet square, se-
parated from the street by a wooden fence.-
There were three square headed windows sur-
mounted by a circular one near the roof, be-
low which was an arched door, and subse-
quently side entrances by steps to the galle-
ries, In order to reach the galleries when
first erected, it was necessary to mount by a
ladder anl then sit upon the platforms, and for
a long time benches only without backs were
provided below. Such was the construction of
the first methodist church in the great western
world,

A MECHANICAL CtRIOSITY.-W-ith a great
deal of wonder, says the editor of the New
Haven Patriot, we the other day saw, at the
store of Mr. Cannon, a couple of bottles, each
of which would not hold over a quart, and in
one of which was a saw mill in operation, and
in the other a flour mill also in operation.-
Both mills were moved by a crank in the neck
of each bottle. The bottlesand machinery are
in the possession of Myr. A. IH.Parkingham,
who is now in the employ of Mr. Cannon. Mr,
Parkingham says the machinery was built
within their coveripg thirty-five years ago by aperson who was then a resident of New York,
but now deceased. He did it on a-wager of

$5,000, which he won in less than three years,the time allowed for the work. It has been
suggested that the glass must have been blown
over the machinery, but it is also said it was

impossible with such kind of bottles, They
are filled full of machinery, which is braced
and otherwise made strong. The neck of each
bottle is filled with a plug which is keyed close
to the neck. The mystery of getting in the

key, when there is hardly room to get in a tool
as big as a shingle nail, is as great as any othermystery about the ingenious affair.
