Tge examiners of candidates for admission
to the New York bar recently made a long re-
port to the general term of the supreme court,
recommending that in future the examination
of candidates for admission to practise as coun-
selors be of tie most thorough character, and
that none hereafter be admitted who have not
the "learniog and ability" and the extensive le-
gal knowledge requisite to fit them for retlect-
ing credit on the legal profession. It is some-
what remarkable, thinks the Express, that a
majority of the examiners who make the report
should recommend a large batch of applicants
for admission, while they evidently are of opin-
ion that some of the candidates do not possess
the requisite qualifications. Indeed.'one of th
examiners adds to his concurrence in the re-
port that he "is satisfied by the examination
that the requisite qualifications of learning and
ability are possessed by some of the candidates,
but not by all of them." This is evidently the
forerunner of a movement to stop the increase,
of lawyers, by the imposition of a sort of "pro-
tective tariff," which will exclude all who do
not serve a regular apprenticeship and go
through a prolonged course of routine study.-
This is bjeccted to by the Express, as being
unjust, as well as in contravention of the spirit
of the constitution of 1846, by imposing new
rules now after the profession has been flooded

witlh incapables, and which would give a mo-
nepoly to those already admitted and slut out

- THE PRESBYTERIANS AND SLAVERY QUESTION.
- The subject of slavery has been brought before

the New School Presbyterian assembly, now in
session in New York, by two reports emanating
-from a committee appointed at the last annual
session of the assembly to "report on the con-
stitutional power of the assembly over the sub-
I ject of slaveholding in the church." The ma-
1 jority report declares that the constitutional pow-
,er of the general assembly on the subject of
slavery does not extend beyond the limitations
prescribed at length in the book of discipline,
as endorsed by the assembly of 1850. The book
of discipltine gives 'advisory' and 'authoritative'
power in the premises. The advisory power is
purely of a moral'charac.ter; it only gives ad-
vice, and does not bind or command. The au-
thoritative power of the assembly is best left to
the discretion of the assembly itself. But if
slavery can be constitutionally dealt with, the

Sinitiatory action must originate, not in 'the as-
sembly, but in the lower courts-so to o speak-
that is to say, in the synods and presbrter es.
