histoly of the immigration to the Uited State,.
firom the 30th September, 1819, to the 31st
December, 1855, a period of thiriv-six vears
Sand a quarter. His figures are derived en:ire-
ly froin oficiial data, on file in tie depariner.t,
and accoring to his sta:ement the total num-
ber of arrivals in the United States during the
time mentioned above amounted to 4,481,837
persons; of whom 4,212,642 were of foreign
birth. Of this last mentioned number,207,492
were born in England, 747,930 in Ireland,
34,559 in Scotland, 4782 were born in \Viales,
and 1,d"J,G82 others were born in Great Bri-
tain and Ireland, the division not de,'ignated.
To the 4,212,6l24 passengers of foreign birth
arriving in the United States sinlce Septemnber
30, 1819, may be added, according to tir.
Bromwell, 250,000 as the number of imnii-
grants who arrived prior to that date, making
the total foreign arrivals from the close of the
revolutionary war to the 31st of December last,
5,462,024. These figures are the most com-
plete and reliable which have been made pub-
lic from official documents.

Theodore Olshausen, of St. Louis, Mo., has
published in the German language, a history
of the "Mormons, or Latter Day Saints, in N.
America." Hle asserts that the United States
now contain 68,700 of that licentious, unprin-
cipled sect of fanatics, of whom 38,000 ale in
Utah, 5000 in New York, 4000 in California.
There are 5000 in Nova Scotia and Canada;
and 2000 in South America and the islands in'
the Pacific. Europe contains 39,000, of whom
32,000 are in Great Britain, 5000 in Scardina-
via, 1000 in Germany and Switzerland, 500 in
France, and 500 in the rest of Europe. In Asia
there are said to be. 1000, in Africa 100, in
Australia and Polynesia 2400, on travel 1800.
There are besides, 8500 schismatics, including
Strangites, Rigdonites and Wightites. The
numbers amount in the aggregate to 116,590,
and it is supposed that the whole sect does not
exceed 120,000. As the mormons are by no
means celebrated for veracity, the above esti-
mates are to be received wi'h great caution.-
They undoubtedly exaggerate their numbers
and strength.

"T'HE SCIrnOtL ('o BecuI.xx."-N-On tie 11th
daty oft May, 1855, the Wasislmgton Union, in
an editorialt a: icle concerning the redoubtable
,rovern.or A. 11. Reeder, of Kansas, termed
him "'a northern citizen, of Pennsylvania, af-
ter the school of Buchanan and Dallas"--"for
thirty years a leading and consisttnt member
of the democratic party."

Time Lns srole:l on since then. Reeder has
become thi. hIead of the Kansas freesoil move-
ment. This pupil "'of the B.i.haunan school"
ha- turred out so badly. that the people of the
south are "l'-incing very little confidence in the
scelool or its conductor. Tiey certainly can
hardly be prepared to endorse t :o head of the
scthool, w'hich graduates, after thirty years'
lpupii e, so hereliei: a politician as Reeder.

At the :.te great rally of the friends of Fill-
more in Mtobile, the honorable A. J. Ienshlw,
oi Clark county, was introiduced to the audi-
ence. anid was received whit great favor.

IIenshaw made a very forcible r d telling
speech, and was frequently interrupted by en-
thusiastic applause.

e sayings. One of Patrick Henry's last philip-

- pics was directed against James Madison, in
- the Virginia assembly, opposing his ele'ction to

-the United States senate. Although generale Washington's election as president was unani-

- mous, there were eleven candidates voted as
- vice president by the electoral colleges. The
i debates of the first session of congress were
very spiri:ed and warm. Anti-slavery memo-
srials and petitions for 'abolition' poured in-B.
a Franklin headed one, as president of a Phila-
delphia society.. These, of course, excited
most acrimonious debate, and the papers of tie
day show us that the recent personalities in the
senate were more than eclipsed by those of the
first coogress; and what is very astonishing to
e us now-a-days, the majority of the representa-

tives from Maryland and Virginia decidedly
leaned toward anti-slavery views. A yearor

r so later Jeff, rson had an idea that Adams and
lHamilton were engaged in a conspiracy to over-

turn republican institutions; and the latter en-
tertaine-d views that he was a Joacobin, quite
as dangerous to t:he country.

So, from that time to the present, the par-
ties of the United States have been at one an-
other, wrestling and snowbaliling-sometimes
blackballing-talking and wiiting, and con-
ducting the country through all sorts of immi-
nent dangers and 'crisises;' and so it will be
unti the world comes to an end, and with it
thi< government. @

Upon the eve, then. of another presidential
campaign, let us remember, on all sides, that
tnimosity of debate and persontal conflict have

been a part of politics from the time the Ibra-
elites quarreled about Saul and Samuel down
to thie last hour of the Kansas discussion. Let
us keep cool and save the Union in our own
way; for it is always des.irable to look back and
gather a little light from the great lantern of
experience which Patrick Henry. in revolu-;
tionary time- so eloquently eulogize d.

In 1W794, w ;.ist general W ashingtion was car-
rying out hlis second term of office, the whis-
key insurrection of western Pennsyivania oc-
curred. Very shortly after congress adjourn-
ed in tii: year, steps were taken, under a new
act on thai subject, to enforce ti e collection of
the excise duty in the western counties of Penn-
sylvania.
