The hocus-pocus of "expediency" commenc-
ed, a game of "blind man's butf" was played,
and the democracy, warned off from the true
southern candidates, groped its way into the
Kentucky corner where Mr. Breckenridge was
seated, and clapping its brawny hand on his
shoulder, declared him to be its choice. Under
the circumstances, with a sectional northern par-
ty in the field, it appeai's to a casual observer
that the selection was scarcely judicious as farl
as the vote of the south was concerned, and that
the delegates were the victims of a caucus rath-
er than the intelligent representatives ofa party.
