Mr. Wm. IL. Prince, of Flushing, N. York, has
raised a quantity of them and thinks the root
will become one of great importance in this
countrv. He asserts:

1st. That the dioscorca batatos of Decai,-nc
is perfectly hardy during our severest winters.
2nd. That it is more nutricious than any other
esculent we cultivate. 3rd. That its culture is
so easily and simple, and its product so great,
that it can be afforded incomparably cheaper
than any other nutritious vegetable, it having
produced in France at the rate of above GOti
bushels per acre. 4th. Tle, t the comnbinati n
of every useful property renders it the great-
est vegetable boon ever granted by God to man,
and that its introduction to our count:y is even
more importanit than that of cotton, and that in
twenty years our national statistics will report
the value of the annual crop as greater than
the cotton crop.

Such reliance is placed upon this root in the
Chinese empire, that according to Mr. Prince,
one half the population would perish from the
effects of famine if suddenly deprived of it.-
According to the same authority, it will super-
cede every other potato, and in a measure be
substituted for Indian corn and wheat. It is
said to make good bread, and the roots propa-
gate easily and rapidly. The Revue Ilorti-
cole, published under the direction of the
Frenchl institu:e, devotes twenty pages to this
subject, concluding as follows: "This esculent
hias now been tested in every department of
France, even to its more northern limits-the
shores of the Rhine, and it is to be deemed
henceforth incorporated into the agriculture of
France."

"Sri WATSON'S B1oO"K.''-On the plantation
of James Watson, near Port Gibson, Mississip-
pi, may be witnessed an exhibition of memory
that is truly. remarkable. An African girl,
about fourteen years of age, answers to the
same name which heads this article. It is the
custom of Watson to give rewards for over-
work, and during the cotton picking season the
amount each hand picks is weighed twice per
day, noon and night. The girl stands by the
overseer, and listens to the number of pounds
announced to each hand, and at night the re-
sult is reported with the utmost accuracy. Her
correctness is repeatedly put to the test by Mr,
Watson, and others, who keep memoranda
during the weighing and a day or two after-
wards she iscatechised, and her memory found

perfect. Mr. Watson works from 60 to 70
hands.
