The first or loweri floors of the jail' or prson
part of the building are f# be of squared post oak
timber 8 by 12 inches laid close, the ends to extend
and rest on at least ti inchesof the foundation wall.

Inside of the jail part of the brick walls are to be
built.four pens (two below and two above) of post-
oak, white oak or overcup timber, 8 by 12 inciees
square, six inches from the brick wall, neatly ahd
closely dove-tailed and well chinked atthe corners to
prevent much settling. The space between the pens
and the brick wall is to be filled in with squared posit
oak timbers 5 by 10 inches set upon their ends close
to each other, but not fastened, and the inside of the
pens are to be liued with post oak plank, 2 inchs
thick,set up endwviseand fastened to th-timberaeritit 1
five inch spike nails, one to every six inchesqa, e,
and one ten penny nail to every inch square. :'

The second floor •f the jai to be of ' ost
oak 10 by -ose, and to o06i ut to
the .1?ic *a Both the T-lowe.aot4 per floors of
the jail are to be laid with post oak plank 2 by 8
inches, spiked to the timbers with 5 inch spikes three
inches apart, and 10 penny nails between, so as to
have one nail to every square inch; and the joist or
top of the upper rooms are to be covered with squared
post oak timber 10 by 10.inches; the ends of which
are also to extend to the brick wall and to be firmly
fastened down to the inner wall timbers, and to be
ceiled with inch post oak plank, nailed to the joist
timbers with one 20 penny nail to every six inches
square, and one 10 penny nail to every inch. The
partitions between the jail or prison rooms are to be
of white or post orovercup oak timber 8 by 12, the
same as oin the inside of the brick wall, closely dove-
tailed at the ends, without anyspace between them;
but tobe lined inside with 2 inch post oak plank, as
the other sides.
Each room of the jail is to have one door and two

windows. The doors to have two shutters. The
outer shutter to be made of 2 inch post oak plank
crossed and lined with thick sheet iron on the out-
side, well spiked on. The inside shutter to be made
with iron bars, half inch thick and two inches wide,
crossed and well rivetted together three inches apart.
The hinges and locks to be strong and substantial,
with strong bolts. The windows to be 10 feet long
by 10 inches deep, with three sets of grates, to be
made of l3 inch square barred iron, riveted into two
axe-bars. The bars forning the grates tobe set into
the window sills on caps at suitable places, so that
nothing will show but the grates, and to extend six
inches beyond the sides. The lower floor of the hall
and the floor in the east lower room of the jailor's
part of the building are to be laid with hard and well
burnt brick, putdown edgewise, and the other rooms
in that part of the building to be laid with flooring
plank, planed, tongued and groved.

The jailor's part of the building is to be built like
other dweliiig houses, with strong joists and base
boards around the walls in each room. The rooms to
be separated by a partition of wood, lathed and plas-
tered. There are to be two from• doors opening on
Milam street, and one in the middle wall of the east
room opening into the hall, and one in the wall sepa-
rating the two lower rooms, and three doors in the
second story of the jailor's residence;one opening from
the hall into each room above and one in the wall sep-
arating the two rooms. The doors opening from the
hall into the jailor's rooms are to be placed where
they will not front those opening into the prison
rooms. All the doors are to be 3 by 7 feet in size;
those to the jailor's rooms are to made of the stuff
cormnrioly used for making doors, two panels each,
bead and butt.

There are tobe three windows in each room (two in
front and one in the end) and two in the hall above
and two below, with strong iron bars across thoseb
in the hall. The windows to have 12 lights, 12 by
18 inches; one chimney to theeast jailor's room with
two flues and fire-places, one below and one above,
with two good mantel pieces over each. The wall of
the four jailor's rsoos to be well plastered and white
washed. The jailor's part of the house is to have
twogood coats of paint inside and out, including
doors and windows. All the doors to have good
hinges and locks.

There is tobe a neat stair case in the hall running
from the lower to the upper hall floor on the side
next to the jailor's rooms.
'I:le roof of the building is tobe hipped and cover-

ed with rulvanised iron, with tin gutters all around
it, so inclined as to conrrey the water from the front
tothe rear part of the building, where it can be con-
ducted inlto tihe cistern.

The resolution in ques-
tion says:

Resolved, That this committee pledge them-
selves to search, whip and drive off all gipsies,
peddlers, sellers ol spirits to slaves without
license and permission from their owners, and
all suspicious itinerants traversing our section
of the country.

We have no doubt the committee will be as
good as their word, and the gipsies will either
have to give up their had habits, or be scourg-
ed and expelled from the State. The "suspi-
ous itinerants" may be made to include al-
most any body, and travelers through Louisa,
Orange and Spottsylvania, will do well tokeep
their eyes wide open, or they may find them-
selvls riding on a rail, or trussed up to a whip-
ping post, with a committee of citizens encir-
cling them with.vhips in their hands. As to
the Virginia gipsies, we- do not know where
they came from nor how they got there. If
there is any southern Lavengro who knows
anything about them, their origin and their
habits, we hope he will let all the rest of the
world share with him in his secrets respecting
these mysterious people.

We were present, on the :7th instant, at the
disinterment of the remains'of Mrs. Mary Jane
Tompkins, first consort of honorable P. W.
Tompkins, former member of congress for this
district, and sister of ex-governor Helm, of Ken-
tucky. She had been interred 17 years on the
14th instant, enclosed in a zinc coffin filled with
alcohol, which was enclosed in a wooden cof-
tin, and the top of the zinc one was somewhat
decayed, but the corpse itself was in a perfect
state of preservation, features natural, and hair
as flexible as in life.
