suitable, and a good firm,solid, substantial and suf-
ficient foundation is to be laid in lieu thoreof.

The foundation walls are to be built tup three feet
above the surface of the ground and laid in good
strong mortar, then coated over with good hydraulic
cement half an inch thick, before the floor is laid,
leaving air-holes in the wall under the floor, one on
each side.

The outerbrick walls from the foundation or lower
floor to the 

t
op of the building to be 18 inches thick,

and to be run uppone and a half feet above the eaves
all around the roof; and the partition walls between
the jail proper and the jailor's. room to be also of
brick, 13 inches thick.

There are to be eight apartments in the building:
four on the lower and four on- the iupper floor; with a
hall or passage eight feet wide between them on both
floors. Four of which rooms on one side of the hall
are for the prison rooms, and the other four for the
jailor's residence. Size of prison rooms 155. by 15
feet, and the jailor's rooms 18, by 18 feet in the
clear. The first or lower floors of the jail or prison
part of the building are to be'of squared post oak
timber 8 by 12 inches laid close, the ends to extend
and rest on at least 6 inches of the fitundation wall.

Inside of the jail part of the brick walls are to be
built four pens (two below and two above) of post-
oak, white oak or overcup timber, 8 by 12 inches
square, six inches from the brick wall, neatly and
closely dove-tailed and well chinked at the corners to
prevent much settling. The space betwcen the pens
annd the brick wall is to be filled in with squared post
oak timbers 5 by 10 inches set upon their ends close
to each other, but not fastened, and the inside of the
pens are to be lined with post oak plank, 2 inches
thick,set up end wise and fastened to the timbers with.
five inch spike nails, one to every six inches square,.
and one ten penny nail to every inch square. ":

The second floor of the jail to be of squaritd post
oak 10 by4nl0l esR laidelos , and- to e~etnd out to
the b-hrek wall. Both the lower and-upper floors of
tlhe jail are to le laid with post oak plank 2 by 8
itchds, spiked to the timbers with 5 inch spikes three
inches apart, and 10 penny nails between, so as to
have one inail to every square inch; and the joist or
top of the upper roomns are to be covered with squared
post oak timber 10 by 10 incites; the ends of which
are also to extend to the brick wall and to be firmily
fastened down to the inner wall timbers, and to be
celled with inch post oak plank, nailed to the joist
timbers with one 20 penny nail to every six inch•es
square, and one 10 penny nail to every inch. The
partitions between the jail or prisoni rooms are to be
of white or post or overlup oak timber 8 by 12, the
same as ont the inside of the brick wall, closely dove-
tailed at the ends, without any space between them;
but tobe lined isidle with 2 inch post oak plank, as
the other sides.

Each room of the jail is to have one door and two
windows. The doors to have two shutters. The
outer shutter to be) mtade of 2 inch, post oak plank
crossed and lined with thick sheet iron oil the ouit-
side, well spiked on. The inside shutter to be made
with iron bars, half inch thick and two inches wide,
crossed and well rivetted together three inches apart.
The hinges and locks to tbe strong and substantial,
with strong bolts. The windows to be 10 feet long
by 10 inches deep, with three sets of grates, to be
made of 1t/4 inch square barred iron, riveted into two
axe-bars. TPe bars forming the grates to be set into
the window sills on caps at suitable places, so that
nothing will show but the grates, and to extend six
inches beyond the sides. The lower floor of the hall
aand tihe floor in the east lower room of the jailor's
part of the building are to be laid with hard anid well
burnt brick, put down edgewise, and the other roomts
in that part of the building to be laid with flooring
plank, planed, tongued and groved.

The jailor's part of the building is to be built like
other odwelling houses, with strong joists and base
boards around the walls in each room. The rooms to
be separated by a partition of wood, lathed and plas-
tered. There are to be two front doors opening on
Milam street, and one in the middle wall of the east
rotom opening into the hall, and one in thtejall sepa.
rating the two lower rooms, and three doors in the
second Story of t hejailer's residence:;one opening from
thet hail into each room above and one iln t he wall sep-
arati g the two rooms. The doors opening from the
hall into the jailor's rooms are to be placed where
they will not froint those openiig into the prison
roomtl. All the doors are to be 3 by 7 feet in size;
those to the jailor's rootis are to made of the stuff
cotmronily used for msaking doors, two palnels each,
bead and butt.

There ire tobe three windows in each room (two in
front and onein the end) and two in the hall above
anid two below, with strong irotn bars across those
in the hall. The windows to have 12 lights, 12 by
18 imcthes; one chimney to the east jailor's room with
two flues and fire-places, one below and one above,
with two good mantel pieces over each. The wall of
the four jailor's roors to be well plastered and white
washed. The jailor's part of the house is to have
two good coats of paint inside and omut, including
doors and window's. All the doors to have good
hinges and locks.

There is tobe a neat stair case in the hall running
fromt the lower to the upper hall floor on the side
next to the jailor's roomrs.

iThe roof of the building is to be hipped and cover-
ed with galvanised iron, with tin gutters all around
it, so inclined as to covery the water fromu the frollt
to thie rear part of the buildintg, where it can be con-
ducted into the cistern.

The contractor or contractors to furnish the mate-
rials which is to bie of the best kinid, anid to do arid
complete the work in a good,substautial and work-
rniatlike mannearrr by the first of November niext, and
to give bond with two gotd and solvent securities fr
thie faithful performnance of the contract. The propo-
sals will be opened at 12 o'clock, xa., of the first Sat-
urday in April next. arid the contract let to thle lowest
bidder, and should the two lowest proposals be equal
in aiimoiunt the contract will be at the samtie timne let
out to the lowest bidder at public auction in front of
the Market House, Shlreveport. Payrments to be made
as the work progresses, at the discretion of tihe build-
ing cotmiiittee.

ROMANCE AND REVOLVERS.-The Emperor
of Russia has lately performed an act of jus-
tice to a much injured and honorable Amer-
ican family, which reflects the highest credit
on his government. The facts were given me
by Mr. Sala, the principal writer for Dicken's
Household Words, with whom I had the pleas-
ore to dine at London, and who was an actor in
the history I am going to give you:

About eighteen months ago, a Miss Ward,
from one of the southern States, was married
at Florance, after a short courtship, to a Pol-
ish Count, whose unpronouncable name escapes
me at this moment. They were married be-
fore the American consul I believe. After
living with Miss Ward maritally for three
weeks, the Count took French leave one fine
morning, carrying off his wife's jewelry as
booty. A letter left behind informed Miss
Ward of a fact of which she had been till that
moment entirely ignorant, to-wit: that any
Russian subject not married according to the
service recognized by the Gireek church, and
the Russian Government,. was invalid and not
binding, and that the service which had united
them resembling in no wise the one required
they were as free as if no service had been per-
formed. The consternation of Miss Ward and
her family at this delectable piece of villainy,
may well be imagined; for on inquiry they
found that the Count's statement was but too
true.

Miss Ward and her mother remained a short
time in Italy, endeavoring to obtain some kind
of redress for the base imposition which had
been practiced on them, but their efforts were
fruitless. They then came to Paris and spent
the winter here, where they were generally
known to the American residents in the place.

At the period of the coronation of the em-
peror of Russia, they went to St. Petersburg.
It was here that Mr. Sala made the acquaint-
ance of the family, by a letter of introduction
from Paris. The family were going to demand
justice of the emperor of Russia against his
scoundrelly subject. Mr. Sala drew bty the
petition to the Russian Minister, andifm this
petition Miss Ward demanded of the Russian
government " the re-habitation of her honor
by a lawful marriage with the Count." The
document was handed to Mr. Seymour, the
American minister, whohanded it to the Rus-
sian Minister of State.

The moment the case was laid before the
emperor, an order was issued to the Russian
minister at Naples (where the count was then
living) to confer with the Neapoliean govern-
ment, with a view to his arrest. The Neapol-
itan government, which was then in grieat fa-
vor with Russia, yielded at once to the request.
The count` was seized by the Neapolitan po-
lice, and at Russia's expense was bonductedu
to the Russian frontier; there he was received
by the Russian police, and carried to Warsaw.
The Wards were already there awaiting his
arrival. The count was marched into the
church by a posse of policemen, and was com-
pelled to stand up before the altar and marry
Miss Ward in due form. When the ceremony
was concluded, his wife, now legally the count-
ess of - , made him a formal bow, and bade
him adue forever. And Sala, who was pres-
ent exclaimed. "young America forever!"-
The Count,- who was an exile, was sent to Si-
beria, his property was confiscated, the count-
ess retaining by law one-third. The family
immediately left again for Italy, where they
are spending the winter. The father and
brother of Miss Ward were present at the mar-
riage at Warsaw, with revolvers in their pock-
ets, determined, if there was any flinching on
the part of the count, to blow his brains out ;
for in view of the fact that he was destined for
Siberia under any circumstances, it was feared
that he might not at the last moment pro-
nounce the necessary word.

And thus was a high act, of justice perform-
ed'by the Russian government in a bold and
i•apid ininer, and an eact which does her the
reatest lonor: [N. Y..

for the encouragement of sylvyculture and hor-
ticulture; $14,000 to the American Philosoph-
ical Society, and $8000 to the Massachusetts
Agricultural Society. It is now more than half
a century since Michaux's first labors in this
country, and there are at present growing on
the Ashley river, South Carolina, says the MSlr-
cury, Camelia Japonica trees planted by hiso
own hands, over thirty feet in height, branch-
ing from the very roots, and crowned every year
with the glory of their magnificent b

oom.

The letter press of the entire edition of Mi-
chaux's great work on trees, our reader's will
remember, was destroyed by fire some months
since. The engraved plates, however, were
fortunately saved, and a new and greatly im-
proved edition, consisting of five royal octavo
volumes, is nearly ready. A sixth may here-
after be added, containing the newly discover-
ed California trees.
