The alarm which has been aroused by the
prevalence of the black tongue among the cat-
tle throughout the country east of us-the di-
sease being as near as the other side of the lake
-has had a most serious effect upon many of
our consumers of meat. The ignorant and su-
perstitious classes of the community, who have
not sense enough to know that all the beef, pork
anti mutton sold in the New Orleans markets,
comes from tlhe north and west of us, that is
friom Kentucky, Illinois and Missouri, and from
Texas and the Attakapas country--slun fresh
meat as they would a poisoned sausage. lor
a few days this had the eflfect of making beef,
especially, cheaper than usual; but as the alarm
continued, many of the butchers stopped bring-
ing beef to market, and now there is almost a
beef famine Yesterday morning, in the French
market-the chief market of the city-some 20
or 30 of the prominent stalls were vacant, and
many of the others had beefin such small quan-
titles that the unterrified beef-eaters had to
scramble for it and pay the most ridiculously
iigh prices. A state of affairs like this is to be
lamented, but it can't be helped. It has had
the effect of raising the price of all kinds of salt
meat and salt fish, at retail;- and as for the fresh
fish-there being no black tongue reported as
yet among the finny tribes-they are grabbed
up daily, at the highest prices. Redfish, cut in-
to steaks, brings in twice as much as its own
weight of beef would in ordinary seasons; little
bits of croakers, not nmore than two mouthfuls
each, are offered four or five on a string for a
quarter; and even the smallest sized crabs are
considered cheap at a picayune apiece. Poul-
try is corlrespondingly high; chickens ranging
$s high as a doliar apiece, and eggs as high as
half a dollar a dozen.

braska City and tihe second 25,000 bushels on

the 18th June, at the same place: It was stip-

ulated in the contract that the corn must be at

Nebraska City a few days prior to the time ap-

pointed so as to undergo inspection. An officer
of the army, detailed for the purpose, was at

Nebraska City on the 10th June, ready to re-

ceive the corn, but no grain was there, nor any
likelihood of its arrival; which facts he reported
to the quarter-master general, at Washington.

In the meantime the contractor had financiered

around until he had secured from the depart-

I ment drafts to the amount of the contract, to

enable him, as he represented, to buy up the

corn in western Pennsylvania and Ohio. Up-
on receipt of the officer's report the quarter-

master general immediately instituted inquiries

of ex-governor Porter, of Pennsylvania, who

was the security of the contractor, as to the
causes of the failure. An answer was returned
that hie did not know where the contractor was,

and the ex-governor shortly after visited Wash-

ington, expressing great surprise at the conduct
of his friend, whom he declared he had not seen

since the da7 on which they signed the con-
tract--the 15th May. Anothler report was re-

ceived from the officer, dated Nebraska City,
June 18, 1353; the day on which the delivery
of the entire 50,000 bushels was to have been
completed; instead of which the war depart-

Sment was informed that not a sack of corn had
been received. The war department then des-
patched an agent to chase up the delinquent
contractor. After several weeks' absence, dur-
ing which he visited every section of Pennsylva-

nia and Ohio, and proceeded as far as Nlebraska

City, the agent a few days ago returned to
Washington and informed the department that
he had been unable to ascertain anything what-

ever of its favorite contractor. As a matter of
course the quarter-master at St. Louis was im-
mediate;ly ordered to fill the requisition for the

corn needed by the troops in Utah. The ex-

governor again visited the federal city, and re-
mained nearly a week, enjoying himself, fully
convinced tbhat the general government will not
hold such :a prominent potentate ef democracy
as himself responsible for so small a matter as
the miscarriage of a speculation in corn.

THE COURT OF CLAIMS.--We are gratified to
learn that there is no doubt the court of claims
will be prepared, ,at its meeting on the first
Monday of November, to determine all the
cases heretofore submitted to it. The cases
ordered to be reargued, in consequence of the
death of judge Gilchrist, will then be heard in
order, after which those on the regular per-
fected trial docket are, we understand, to be
taken up in their order and promptly disposed
of. When the proofs in cases are closed and
the record printed, it rests with the claimant's
counsel to determine whether the cause shall
be placed early upon the trial docket. When
he files his brief containing his statement of
the facts and law, the only delay will be in pre-
paring the solicitor's brief in reply; and this
delay will be short, as we understand that this
portion of the solicitor's duty is brought up to
the present time, so that every cause in his
hands is now ready for argument. when the
necessary steps on the part of the claimant
have been taken to do so. The present indi-
cations authorise the conclusion that the busi-
ness in the court of claims will hereafter be as
thoroughly considered and promptly despatch-
ed as in any other tribunal where causes of the
same complexity and magnitude are consider-
ed and determined. [Washington Union.

SWhen Mr. Buchanan was elected and the
offices came to be distributed, we of the hard
shell wing received two in this city and vicin-
ity-the collector and the naval officer. The
softs received the following offices: Three post-
masters, (New York, Brooklyn and Williams-
burg,) surveyor, superintendent of the assay
office, marshal,navy agent, navy yard engineer,
district attorney. We made no complaint,how-
ever, being satisfied that Mr. Schell's and Mr.
Birdsall's subordinate offices would be mainly
filled with our sort of people.

It now appears that the collector's and the
naval officer's appointments are refused confir-
mation by Mr. Cobb; while the appointments
made by the soft office-holders, of subordinates
under them, are unhesitatingly ratified. Evi-
dently, there is something wrong in all this.

I suggest that the hard shell delegates from
this State, who had seats in the Cincinnati
convention, unite in a remonstrance to the

president on this subject. HARD SHELL.

It is stated that between one and two hun-
dred of collector Schell's appointments are re-
fused confirmation by secretary Cobb, and the
refusal will probably lead to a revival of the
ancient feud and separate organization of the.
hards and softs.

Our prediction is that the secretary will 'cave'
or compromise by some sort of English stroke.
That the collector will give way we do not be-
lieve-the tone of his party friends gives no
indication of yielding. Another indignant cor-
respondent of the News, calling himself "a
national democrat," writes:

"Every democrat must regret this circum-
stance, the more when he remembers that it
was precisely such a difficulty between the then
collector and secretary of the treasury that led
to the great schism in the democratic party in
this State in 1853, which drove into oblivion
an administration and all connected with it that
otherwise might now have been in power, and
led to the hard and soft war of factions-a war
only now suspended by a truce."

WAR IN AFRICA.-At the present moment
occurrences are taking place in north Africa
which, though they are highly important, seem
to have escaped the attention of Europeans.-
It has alreadybeen mentioned that the em-
peror of Morocco undertook a warlike expedi-
tion against the Semmurs. On the the 21st of
May he set out from McKinez at the head of
5000 men of the black guards, 4000 men of;
the regular infantry,-and 9000 horsemen, to
attack the Semmurs in their own territory,
while his son, Sidi Mohammed, advanced with
1 8,000 men from Rabat for the same purpose.
The rebels hastily retreated into the interior of
the country, leaving their tents and baggage to
the mercy of the invaders. The emperor, de-.
ceived by Arab guides whom he considered
trustworthy, was suddenly, after reaching the
mountainous regions, surrounded by the Sem-
nmurs, and sustained a disastrous defeat, effect-
ing his return to Fez only by a series of almost
miraculous escapes.

The emperor Maley Abdarrhaman is now
eighty-two years old, and a campaign like that
he has just now entered upon must, besides in-
volving the most serious consequences, be ar-
duous and harrassing to him personally. The
insurrection, too, is said to be extending to
neighboring tribes. The Amiazirgs, who were
subjugated in 1725, after years of terrible
warfare, are said to be making common cause
with the rebels. The government of the em-
peror of Morocco has hitherto enjoyed the re-
putation, among its tributary tribes, of posses-
sing immense power; but this belief once sha-
ken, the bonds of fear, which alone-unite them
to its throne, will soon be riven, and the great
.and mighty empire, perhaps, in turn, be sub-

jugated by those who so long unwillingly con-
tributed to its greatness and renown.

THE ISLE OF PERIM.-Among the'items by
the Niagara, is one to the effect that the porte
had addressed to sir H. L. Bulwer, the new
English minister to Turkey, a remonstrance
against the continued occupation of the island
of Perim. This, say the New York Evening
Post, is "significant. When the French press-
es were clamoring two months ago for Eng-
land's release of the island, the Times saucily
replied, This is none of your business. When
Turkey complains it will be time enough for us
to consider the subject;' and the English have
gone on strengthening their position there,
commanding the Red sea, and preventing the
construction of the Suez canal. 'It seems that
the influence of France and Russia has at last
succeeded in inducing Turkey to resent the oc-
cupation. What reply England will make re-
mains to be seen. It is not impossible or im-
piobable that she will deny Turkey's owner-
ship of the island. The te.aper of Turkey in
the matter may be inferred from the present
iemonstrance, and the manner in which the
Turkish ambassador at London resented the
quiet assumption by lord Malmesbury, that the
porte would not act in the matter without the
consent of England. M. Musurus informed
the English minis•er that the porte never in-
tended to fetter its freedom of action, or to
make the question as to the piercingof the Isth-
mus of Suez, dependent on the consent of any
English cabinet. It is not impossible, now that
lord Palmerston is removed from power, whose
violent opposition has hitherto prevented the
trial of any Suez canal project, that the sultan
may grant the necessary firman foriM. Lessep's
scheme."

THE Ar1ITHMOMETER.-A Paris paper states
that M. Thomas has entirely completed his
calculating machine, called the arithmometer.
It may be used without the least trouble or
possibility of error, not only for addition,sub-
traction, multiplication and division, but also
for much more 'omplex operations, such as the
extraction of the square root, involution, the
resolution of triangles, &c. A multiplication
of eight figures by eight others is made in
eighteen seconds; a division of sixteen figures
by eight figures in twenty-four seconds; and in
one minute and a quarter one can extract the
square root of sixteen figures, and also prove
the accuracy of the calculation. The arith-
mometer adapts itself to every sort of combi-
nation. An evidence of the wonderful extent
of its powers is, that it can furnish in a very
few seconds products amounting to 999,999,
999,999,999,999,999,999,999,999-a marvel-
ous number comparable to the infinite multi-
tude of stars which stud the firmament, or the
particles of dust which float in the atmosphere.

After
many speeches, a com ittee reported sundry
resolutions--to the effe t that a good currency
must be substituted for lorence money; that
the loss sustained by th money falls most
heavily on the laboring cla ses; that Cook &
Sargant be required forthw h, to redeem in
good moMney the small acco nts of Florence
money now in the hands of lab ring men; and
that they shall 6x to redeem it alto eher. Judge
Grant and others were appointe to wait' on
Cook & Sargent with these resoluti s. They
agreed to 'put funds in the hands\of judge
Grant, to pay the laborers, but de ined to
name a day when the Florence paper hould
be redeemed; they did not recognize the right
of any person to make such a demand. Bur-
rows & Prettyman replied:

"We cannot redeem our checks at present;
but we will:give good notes of farmers indebted
to us, for our checks. We will sell anything
we have in payment, at as low rates as can be
had in town; and that as soon as we get enough
wheat to grind one day, we will grind it upand
let the laborers have it in payment of the
checks. We will return every dollar of our
checks as soon as po~sible between now and
next spring. We must collect the debts due us
before we •an pay what we owe. We shall,
of course, issue no more checks, and we will
pay our checks if we pay no other debts."

A committee was then appointed to wait upon
Cook & Sargent, and demand of them a written
pledge that they would pay out no more Flor-
ence money. The meeting adjourned, judge
Grant having given notice that he would be at
his office between certain hours to redeem the
Florence money under Cook & Sargent's pro-
position.

Next day there was great excitement, and
the city artillery was called out to suppress any
rioting.

On Friday, a great number of laborers, men
and womeni, called on judge Grant with sums
of Florence money, varying from $2 to $150
dollars, for redemption. Some lie paid infull,
and others. in part. The, whole amount ex
changed during the day was $8,000 and he was
to sit-nextday for a like purpose.
