ARTIFICTAL FISH BREEDING-Mr. Robert L.
Pell, who resides about seven miles from Ron
dart. on the Hudson, has devoted much time
to the subjectof artificial fish breeding. A cor-
respondent of the Newark Daily Advertiser
gives an interesting description of Mr. Pell's
fish-ponds. He says:

From the pavilion we visited the fish-ponds,
which was by far the most interesting to us of
anything we saw. There are eight of these on
the place, all artificial and fed by springs, con-
taining forty-five varieties of fresh and stilt
water fish, the principal of which are trout,carp,
gold-tish, sun-fish, pike or pickerel. I ellow
perch. striped bass, altd shad. S ooping from
the bank of one, of the ponds, our host rang ga
little bell; soon a few large gold-fish malde their
appearance, followed by pearl-tfish and black
carp; thin a lot of young shad, eager for the
bread which was now thrown to them. Still
the bell kept tinkling and more fish came, to-

gether with two or three lazy little turtles; then
a large snapping turtle came, muddying the
water as le approached; and last of all came
a school of shad, late to dinner, dashing up in
fine style. They swept the board, and then
fought, among themselves for the crumbs like
perfect little slhas. Thlis passion for bread or
meal on the par!t of the shad is an aicquired
taste; since, in a state Bf nature, t:.'y subsist
solely on arrimalculae.

The researclhes of Mr. Pell as connected with
fish are exct-edingly interesting, and justly en-
ti;le him to tile thantks of the public. Among
other things, hlie Ihas tldemonstrated lthat ihe sIhad
live but a single year. After being hatched in
the summer it finds its way to the ocean makes
its circuit, returns ful grown to its native river
the succeedtling spring. spawns, buries itself in
Ithe mud, and dies. Those we saw in ti!le potd,
hlie said, would grow by next spning to weigh,
unine pnntis. Under his culture the shad has
become fresh water fish. T'he pickerel are in
a pond by themselves, as they desiroy all oltheri
fish; tltey also are of rapid growth, but will
aittain grea:t age and inmmense size. . They are i
fi-d on young shad. The trout are also in a
separate pond, and are very abundant, larget
tind tame. The ponds are of medium size arid
about 14 feet deep. It would seem that there
is no difficulty whatever in the cultivation of
fish, and as to p-ofit, Mr. Pcll has stated his
belief to be, that more pirofit can be derived i
from a pond of a single acre devoted to picke-
rel, than-from ten acres employed in any other
way. The time no doubt is'near at handt, when
tisli will be cultivated in this country for market
quite as systematicatly as berries or potaitoes
now tire. . I

CANNIBALISM IN FRANCE.-One of the Paris
newspapers has entered upon a long argument,
to show that if the societies for the acclimation
of animals and plants be encouraged, they will
infallibly lead to cannibalism in France! The
argument is somewhat as follows: No religion
forbids man to eat man, wide nearly all of
them do forbid the eating of certain animals;
therefore the list of forbidden animals is ex-
hausted; for the objection, that man was not
included among the unclean beasts, because no
human being would ever think of eating a hu-
man being, is removed by the cannibalism
which pervades a good many barbarous re-
gions. It asserts that no animal equals man in
the delicacy of flavor, beauty of roast, tender-
ness and juiceness of its flesh, mat's flesh ex-
ceeding all game in flavor as far as in intelli-
gence. It denies that, if man's flesh weie in-
troduced on restaurants' tables, the species
woukl diminish and deteriorate, but, on the
contrary, asserts that statistiics prove the more.
a species is consumed., the more abundant it
becomes, since supply and consumption invaria-
bly balance each other; that if nobody- eat beef,
in twenty years from now, beeves would be as
rare as zebras, and beefsteak would retire from
gridirons and take refuge in the mythological
flanks of the Cretan Minotaur, as became the
case with the peacocks. In the middle ages
peacocks were served on every table, until
some master spirit of the kitchten declared them
execrable food, and people ceased to eat them,
whereupon the peacocit became a mythologiras
bird, and quitted the larde:r for Juno's side_-'-
So the world oeme.

CovnosITrs or CoMMEcE.-0Turning over
the pages of the Cycledia of Commerce, just
published: a few matters attracted our attentioe
as curiosities, which we propose to transcribe
for our readers. We were looking for the
small things in commerce,-matters that, in
taking a magnificent, broad, and comprehen-
sii:e view, would be overlooked--just as the in-
vention of the greatest importance for domestic

purposes would be overlooked and unnoticed
in its homely attire, when placed in exhibition
and surrounded by works of polished art,costly
machinery, and gorgeous firniture. An hum-
ble inventor once placed in such an exhibition
a few bunches of friction matches. They were
unnoticed. Visitors went there looking for some
great thiiig, not realizing that the despised pack-
age of splints, tipped with chemical fire, was
the greatest thing in that proud collection, des-
tined to work a revolution in the means of pro-
curing artificial light, and to. become a univer-
sal necessity, to be deprived of which would
be one of .he greatest inconveniences that could
happen.

At this rate, if continued, two tnousanu mri-
lions of gold will be thrown into the monetary
circulation of the world during the next ten
years. The mind is almost staggered at the
idea of so stupendous an accumulation of spe-
cie or its equivalent. It. was thought as won-
derful as it was unprecedented, that California
and Australia should have yielded 8800.000,-
000 for the seven years subsequent to 1849;
but if we take the vield or 1857 as the basis
fir an estimate for trhe future. we shall see that
the average annual increase of those years is
to be doubled hereafter, without taking into
account the Frazer river mines. which now
promise so abundantly.

It is evident that we are fast approaching a
point when gold, having performed all tile
functions of money demanded of it by the
business world, will be subjject to the same law
of supply and demand that regulates the value
of all other commodities in tile market; that is
to say, it will sink in value in proportion to its
abundance, or what is the same thing, the arti-
cles whose value it measures will appreciate in
a corresponding ratio. Something of this was
exhibited in the three or four remarkably buoy-
ant years that preceded the revulsion; but the
advance in prices then through the stimulus of
gold was trifling compared, to what we may ex-
pect it to be, if the influx should continue for
the next ten years according to the present
indications.
