The seeluded aod little known, bat rich min-
eral deposit of “Ducktown” lies i lhe ex-
treme southeastern corner of, Tennessee, and
the part of Georgia adjoining, it being divided
pearly equally between the two States, It con-
sists of an elliptical valley, about seven miles
long by three wide, almost closed in by lofty
mountrins, and diagonally cut across by the
Ocoee Tiver, a dashing tributary of the ITiwas-
see and Tennessee. ' Within this ellipse, six
bold and distinct veins of copper have been
upheaved by some mighty convulsion, which
has tilted the onee horizontal strata to an angle
of 80 degrees, and foreed wp the metal be-
tween the layers of rock.

The veins approach to within 25 to 100 feet
of the surface, and are marked by an out crop
of porus oxide of iron called gossau, all the
copper from which has disappeared under the
action of the elements.  Along the tops of the
veins are found the bluck and grey oxides, the
sillicate and earbonate of copper, or malachite,
contsining 20 to 60 percent. of metal; and be-
neath lies the yeilow sulphuret or copper pyrites,
not so rich as the others, but far more valued
by the miner, from ils being inexhaustible:
Several large companies are at work in this
soluled valley, some belonging to England,
some to New York and one to Mobile, and with
capilals varying from $400,000 to $2,250,000.
Thousands of lons of ore and regulus or smel-
ted copper, are annually shipped by the Geor-
aia roads to Baltimore and New York and even
'to Eneland, to be re-smelted and refined for
commerce and the arts.

Now as this deposit lies near the East Ten-
ssee and Virginia railroad, might not some
effurt on the part ef our transportation compa-
nies deaw a part or the whole of these products
| to the sea-coust through our territory.  And,
Ei‘m'lhcr, congidering our abundant coal and
| water power, far exceeding that of any other
| city near the voast, might not Richmond share
in the profits of smelting and refining the ores,
i now enjoyed entirely by northern cities and by
| England.

| These remarks have been suggested by the
[ perusal of a report made by ecaptain M. F.
i Maury, of the navy, and professor Currey,

~of these has sent to market, in less than 18
months, ores worth nearly $300,000, averaging
231 per cent, of pure metal, This mine is on
the Tennessee side.  Tle other is in Georgia,
at the southwestern extremity of the property,
