Struck with this exhibition
of extreme hunger on the part of the children,
she asked them if they would like to have some
bread, to which they eagerly replied in the
affirmative, at the time intimating that they
would be glad to take anything that would

1 keep them from starving. She then took them
into the kitchen and gave to each a portion ofl
a loaf. When the children left, she watched i
them, and saw them enter an old and quite

Sdilapidated stable on the opposite side of the
alley. The servant girl informed Mr. McGrew
of what had happened, and that gentleman, in
company with a neighbor, visited the stable,
and there witnessed a scene which almost beg-
gars description. Stretched upon the floor on
some damp and mouldy straw were a number t
of children huddled together, seeking warmth
by contact with each olther, and some clothed
with but a single garment, and that of the
thinnest textqre. In a corner was seated a
woman, "'clothed in unwomanly rags," hud-
dling to her bosom a child apparently about
two months old, and vainly endeavoring to
give it sustenance, but instead it drew nothing ti
but blood from her exhausted breasts.

The woman was apparently not more than
thirty-five years old, although the mother of b
seven children, all of whom were with her in
the miserable hove! where she was found.

touching the dura mater the man instantly ex-n pressed the most acute sensitiveness. Had this.
membrane been uninjured the man would prob-
ably have svrvived the accident.

We doubt if another case of such extfaordi-
nary tenacity of life can be found in the records
of accidents, but the actual occurrence of the
above circumstances is Youched for by comp
tent authorities, and is beyond a doubt.
