I am driven
on by a destiny I ha\e no power to control.
Don't say to me, "it is your fault-you could
act differently." It is untrue. I always wished
to act differently-- have prayed to act differ-
entlyv--1 have prsayed God to help me to act
differently. Hie knows my wish and purpose
I was to be a good man. This 1 have prayed for i
from boyhood; and yet 1 have not been a good
man. "There is a divinity that shapes our
ends."

Sentinel has
it been traveling, recently, in the neighborhood

- of Scottsville, and from what ie heard of it,
I was induced to visit what he calls this thriving
d manufacturing little village.

e Scottsville was originally known as Tusca-

loosa Manufactu1ing Co. It was incorporated
y by the Alabama legislature in 1837, with a:
d capital stock of $36,000, which sum was quick-.
v ly subscribed by a number of capitalists in

Tuscaloosa.
r I In May, 1837, the mills got to work, making

coarse cotton cloths, but for some years they
made no money. The company and the lo-

d cality soon changed names and management;

r the latter coming into the hands of Mr. Sco:t
as principal owner and director, and the place
- self fok-t,he name of Scottsville. He imme-

d diat went tdwork making improvements

and ddditions to)the buildings and machinery,
. and tie mills soon paid dividends. The first
h $2?00, realised in 1841, was expended in a

ri family of negroes to work in the factory.--
This family has so increased that the company

o values them at 810,000, and most of them are
now working in the factory, and are very use-

I ful. The company have made several pur-
chases of negroes with the profits of the facto-

e ry, and negro labo• is much employed by them.
,, The principal mill is a large brick building

of three stories, with two wings, filled with the

I best machinery and employing over one hun-
d dred hands, of whom three-fourths are females.

is A large over-shot ,wheel, driven by water, is

work.y Wool and cotton are both spun. The con

novel, entitled "The Rivals, a tale of the times
of Aaron Burr and Alexander Hamilton"-
now being published in the Huntsville Inde-
pendent--Jere. Clement gives the following
graphic picture of thie celebrated Alexander;
Hamilton. This presentation of Hlamilton's
character will no doubt cause a war of words I
in the circle of our small historians. The
author, after speaking of the slanders circula-
ted concerning Burr and Miss Adelaide Clifton
thus pictures his secret enemy:

"Jf he (Burr) had known who was his enemy
-who was the life and soul of the conspiracy,
it might have been different, sifice it is certain
that he could have no excuse for a contempte-
ous disregard of assaults from such a quarter.
The name of that enemy-that riva) has be-
come inseparably blended with the history of a
continlent.c A West Indian by birth-a soldier
by nature-possessing talents of the highest
order-a commanding person, and a most
agreeable address, there waspo station to which
he might not aspire, as there was unquestiona-
blv pone to which his attainments were not
equal. Happy would it be for his own fame,
and happier still for others with whom he was
associated, if the pen of history could rest here.
But with that b ilJiant intellect and manly bear-
ing was blended a moral baseness that charity
has po ma~ntle broad enough to cover. With
him, every aim, every object, every aspiration
in life, centered in self. A soldier of liberty,
lie fought not to establish human rights, but to
gather laurels for his own insatiate brow. The
intimate friend of Gen. Charles Lee, he desert-
ed and betrayed him, upon the first appearance
of a cloud above above his horizon. Indebted !
to George Washington'for a thousand favors,
he complained in private of the asperities of
his temper, and questioned his justice. The
avowed partizan of John Adams during his;
presidency, lie yet denounced him in his private I
correspondence as "unfit and incapable," and
habitually spoke of him to leading federalists
in terms of harsh injustice. Boasting of his
chivalry, lie did not hesitate to pollute the mar-
riage bed, and add to the crime of debauchery
the despicable infamy of betraying the woPman
who had trusted him. Whatever might have
been her guilt,

"Her treachery was truth to him."

And when lie rewarded her erring affection by,
pointing her out as a mark for the public scorn,
lie became himself an object too low fur scorn
itself to reach. Jealous, vindictive, unscrupu-
lous; ready to employ any means, however vile,
or resort to any artifice. however disreputable,
Alexander Hamilton was a man whose enmity
it was dangerous to excite, and whose friend-
ship it was dangerous to trust."

The Richmond Enquirer has always b~etare-
garded as the organ of Virginia deqpocraiy,
and consequently, of the democracy of the
entire south. It has recently given the most
convincing testimony of the genuinenessof its
democracy, by yielding its support to a candir
date for the office of governor of Virginia, after
having proved conclusively that "he was un-
worthy of that office. It opposed the nomina-
tion of John Letcher, and day after day its
colums were filled with earnest denunatjtions
of that, distinguished,.individual, and its read-
ers were convinced that he was utterly unfit
for the position to which heaspired. But not-
withstanding those earnest denunciations
Mr. Letcher, the state convention nomin._
him, and the Enquirer at once declared tht
would support the nominee as earnestly as it
had resisted the aspirant. After this signal
surrender of its independence the demnperacy
of the Enquirer cannot be questioned. For
that reason its views of the president's message
are important. Of pourse, if the recommenda-
tions of the president were adopted by the
party, the Enquirer would adopt them too,bu6
from the following extract it will be seen that
it dares to differ from the president, at present.
It says:

"We have carefully considered the contents
of this document, (the message,) and before
entering into a written discussion of its separate
features, must premise by avowing that, in our
opinion, its departures from the rule of politi-
cal faith, laid down in the platform of the demo-
cratic republican party, are too marked d top
frequent, to admit of its endorsement by thb
democracy of Virginia."

sas, and is'in favor of admitting it with or with-
out the requisite population, whenever applicar
tion is made with a constitution legitimately
approved by the inhabitants of the territory.
Our Richmond cotemporary goes even further
than this, and asserts the right and duty of
congress to interfere for the protection of per-
sons and property in the territoriss. .

The Enquirer liles the aspect of our eig
tions with Japan, China and Brazil, and is. not
very explicit as to Mexico Cuba and Central
American affairs.

The recommendation in regard to a b
law is thus met:

"The proposition for a federal bankrupt act,
which is to give the general government imme-
diate and paramount control over State corpo-
rations, we are obliged to say, is as unconsti-
tutional and as dangerous to State sovereignty
as rr.
