The Central Organ, published in Avoyciles
parish, gives some cogent reasons why the leg-
islature of Louisiana should exercise a little

economy. The indebtedness of the State falls

but little short of eleven million of dollars, and

is hourly increasing. Such is the impovished
condition of the public money clhest that the
treasurer is forced to inform the legislature
"the State would have been protested for the

interest due on the public debt in July, August.

September, October and November, had not
the State Bank voluntarily paid it!" In other

words, that the State of Louisiana would have

been dishonored and her credit ruined but for'

the liberality of the directory of the State Bank,
who are more solicitous for the character of the

commonwealth than the members of the legis-
lature appear to be. Who is to be held respon-
sible for this deplorable condition of public af-

fairs? Surely, the political party who now and

for many years past have managed the State

just as suited their pleasure or caprice. Can-
not something even now be done to mitigate
the evils? It is apparent that the legislature
must inaugurate a system of"retrenchlment and
reform," otherwise our citizens must submit to
an increase of taxation. The latter alternative

would not prove very palatable. The people
of Louisiana are more heavily taxed than those

of any other State-nearly 50 per cent. greater

than any of their neighbors bordering on the
Mississippi river. Then let the expenlitures
be curtailed and kept within the limits of the
annual revenue-let our legislators be just be-

fore they are generous. The governor esti-

mates the ex penses of the State this year at

8746,000; but many of the items can be cut

down, and not a few dispensed with. He puts

down for public printin:g $43,000, when to our
personal knowledge for many years the public

printing of Louisiana never exceeded 88000.

In South Carolina, Alabama, Mississippi and

Tennessee, States more thickly settled and with

greater populations than Louisiana, conseqtuent-
ly requiring larger expenditure for a general

diffusion of governmental affairs, the annual

expenditures for public printing, including bind-

ing, etc., never exceed .$15,000; whil . in Ma-

ryland they average $9000, and in North Ca-
rolina .7000. Last year strenuous efforts were
made to abate this scandalous waste of public

money, but they were successfully met and de-
feated by the ,plea set up by an enthusiastic de-
mocratic member of the house of the necessity t
of keeping up "a central organ" in thie southern Ii
parishes. We are at a loss to discover why the
people at large should be taxed froim $25,000,

to $30,000 per annum to maintain a 'central

organ" of democracy. The expenses of the
legislature might also be considerably reduced, ,
$90,000 being more than the labor is worth.-
A few years ago, when the legislature compris-
ed a larger number of members than at this
time, $70,000 per annum proved suflicilnt to
I meet all demands; but then the present race ofl
hungry hangers-on and cxpectants wxer not

c fed out of the public crib. In 1057, our gen

erous legislators voted 816,400 to pay off the
t clerks of the senate alone, when the work could

- readily have been executed for 860;)0, and
i money been made by the job. The same thing
- occurred with the clerks of the house, only they
cost a little more. As it was in 1857, so it was
in 1858. Vast amounts were thrown away,

e without benefit to the State, her citizens, or any i
Sone save the particular friends of those in plce i
.and power. Every year thousands of dollars
i are donated for useless purposes, and, the em-
barrassed condition of the State demandls that
lhenceforth its means shoaul be husbanded, at

d least until we are out of debt.
