Thie idea of benefiting the State and serving
thelir constiturnts faithfully and disinterestedly,
seems never once to have entered the brains of
ourI representatites, whose every step. every
word, every action, aye every thought seems
prompted only by some sinister motive, some

plan for personal interest and self-ag'grandise-
ment. Absorbed in themselves and by them-
selves, they are utterly incapable of legislating
for any one but themselves. Actuated, then,
by such motives, how is it possible for any
sound, judicious and sensible legislation to
characterise the efforts of such a body? Is not

a the h uth fulness of our remarks a self ei dent

fact? aye, the most obtuse will readily admitit.

The boldness and audacity of this class has
Scat led them to such lengths, that it is now a
difficult matter to bridle their ambition, which
soon will overleap itself. Casting aside all de-

r licacy and modest sense of restraint, they pro-

ions, their purposes, and boldly avow theirin-

ADDRESS TO THE PEOPLE OF LOUISIANA.-

Fellow citizens: Existing circumstances in our

poli:ical afflairs. render it necessary, in the opin-
ion of the undersigned memnbers of the general t

assembly, to address you on the subject-giv-

ing you frankly our sentiments in the matter,

and inviting al free expression of yo ur opinion.

We lay this dttiwn as :a fund lmentnal proposi-

tion: that, among a free people, different par-

ties, in a political sense, must exist, or else gen-

eral stagnation, fatal to our interests, would en-
sue; or worse still, a discleditable squabble for

the spoils of office, and hence a lower standard

of public virtue. Assuming this to be true, we

ask, under what form, and what banner, shall

we enlist for the future?-This was thie subject

of frequent consultation among us, and the pre-
vailing opinion was, that we would revive, and

assume the honored name of the W\'I•o PARITe'.

If we look at the condition of the national

Idemocratic Lacrtl. (if indeed such an orga'ni-sa-

tion can pc said to exist,) what do we see? Is
there any unity of sentimeint amongst them, on

the leading questions of the day? What are
tihe sentimeints ofda great inajou tv of northeint

democrats on the subject of slavery?--adverse
to the institution, and opposed to its extension.
