rywhere else, as in Kansas, the exclusion of
southern men from the territories of the Union.
We shall therefore, hereafter, distinguish them
as the States rights democracy 'of the north,'
an d the States rights democracy 'of the south';

for we iwould not for a moment think of re-
proaching our pure States rights democracy of
the sou th by the intimation that they are one
and the same party with the Pennsylvania fac-
tionists of the same name. Certainly not! for
have they tit Letcher, Toombs, Stephens and
Hilliard for captains? and are they not, even
now, nervously excited, lest the southern op-
position should coalesce with politicians of the
north of fieesoil sentiments?

But we are digressing from the proceedings
of the "'Siates rights democracy of the north."

WiHITE SLAVERY.-The English have for the

last half century, been harping upon the sub-

ject and misery of black slavery, at the same
time overlooking the evils and sinfulness of

white slavery! The following picture of the

white laborers in England ought to shut for-

ever every Englishman's mouth about the hor-

rors of negro servitude: "It is notorious that

most English colliers become asthmatic at the

age of thirty years. And as hard as their life
is, there are 480,000 able bodied men in Enog-

land alone who cannot get employment in coal

mines or anywhere else. The commissioners

appointed by the British parliament often men-
tion such facts as these. The seams are so
thin in some colleries that several of them have

only two feet hieadway to all the working -

They are worked altogether by boys from 8 to

12 years of age, on all fours, with a dog belt
and chain. Fire, damp, wildfire, sulphur and

water at all times menace instant death tothe

laborers in these mines. In calico printing it

is by no means uncommon, in all the districts,
for children five or six years old to be kept at

work from fourteen to sixteen hours consecu-
tively."

"'Four thousand persons in Liverpool and at
least 15,000 in Manchester, live in cellars. Ii
England 22,000 persons pass the night in old
barns, tents, or the open air. There have
been found such occurences as seven, eight
ten persons in one cottage for whole days at a
time without a morsel of food." We wish
that those in England who manifest so much
sympathy for tile black slaves of this counttry.
could see their comfortable houses, wholesome
food, and warm clothing. We think their
sympathy had better be bestowed upon their
own miserable and depraved poor.
