Better still than ice water is the ice itself,
melted upon the naked person when the system
is strong enough to bear it. He goes so far as
to say "that ice well used would prove not ex-
actly the physical regeneration or restoration
of the world, yet it would come very near it."

The writer is, beyond question, a man of
ability, a literary mai;, but no mere scribbler,
a man of the world, a mighty hunter and fish-
erman, a practical man who bases his conclu-
sion not upon closet speculations, but upon his
own personal, long continued experience. At-
tacked with pneumonia, salivated, broken down
in constitution,subject to hemorrhages from the
lungs, digestion totally deranged, rheumatic
and neuralgic, lie tried in vain the remedies
prescribed by American physicians, the effects
of foreign travel, tile tmost rigid diet and the
most careful and systematic habits of life.-
l'he most learned physicians of London, Paris,
Genoa, Milan, Florence, Pisa and Rome could
do hitm no good. Ils first step towards resto-
ration began with the use of the sponge bath
of cold water immediately after getting out of
bed. After trying this for some time with on-
ly a moderate degree of benefit,he became con-
vinced by a close chemical analysis of ice that
tt contained within itself a power of imparting
physical vitality possessed by nothingelse. Be
ginning with a lump of ice the size of a wal-
nut in a bowl of water, lie increased the quan-
tity until at length Ihe melted five or six pounds
of ice upon his body every morning.

He
not only gained 65 pounds of flesh, was restored
to perfect health, and to a state of vigorous en-
ergy, physical strength, vital power, unwasting
glow of feeling and an ability to endure any
amount of fatigue and exposure with apparent
impunity. His description of his present con-
dition is ravishing. Unbroken sleep, perfect
control of his nervuus svy temt. mind always se-
rene and cheerful, mu-cies tirm and hard, no
consciousness of the existence of his internal or-
r;gns, ability to do with half the 'rep he for
merty required, apptitue nl.Ways j.ud, lges-
tion perfect, no taste wht:tever for unhealthy
;ood, in short, a supernatural state of mind and
body in which "every moment of his waking
existence seems to be consciousness of physical,
intellectual, moral and social happiness." And
all this is due, under Providence, not to cold
water, but to ice mainly and chiefly.

Of course, the writer has his theory about
the chemical nature of ice, a theory which we
ire frank to say we do not understand. He
talks about the ice containing "electric heat,"
laughs at the chemists who will laugh at.him,
and discusses the Aurora Borealis as dependent
upon the electric heat confined in and emana-
uing from the vast ice fields of the Arctic zone.

With all this we have nothing to do; it may be
Jr may not be so. The important fact is that
there seems to be some extraordinary curative

property in ice when applied to the human skin,
illustrated not only in the writer's case, but in
the case of many friends to whom he gave the
advice, "try the( ice."

Especially is the case adapted to "nervous
pale, lean, sallow, dysptptic, tobacco using, ex-
cess tndul;ging authors, writers, teachers and
intellectual men of all qualities. To these the
writer promise• tite the use of ice, first melted
in water, and then applied in the solid cake to
the person, will bring unwonted powerof mind
and body, constant cheeriulness, a power of
moral control, ': blessed clearness of thlought,
absence of all nervousness. in fine, an ability
to "'walk farther, stand up longer, work harder-
snd do everything better that they could do it
before." ExistenCe will grow brighter, and the
flame of life will burn with more calmne-s, se
curity, glow and splendor, than you Ltye
dreamed of."

This may be all enthusiasm; Lte writer's case
may be exceptional, the ice cure may not suit
everybody, but the experiment may be rmade
without iniur. -"Try the ice."

\VILLS.--We ae told that the legislative
council of Canada have taken a firm stand

against death bed bequests, enacting that no
bequest will be valid if made within six months
of the testator's death. There is much con
mon sense in this enactment. A very great pro-
portion of all widows and orphans have the first
shock of bereavement sadly embittered, and
are often embarassed for months and years, no
to say impoverished, because the deceased did
not make a will. or neglected making it till on
his death bed, when, with impaired mind, and

probably under undue influences, he was in-
duced to commit great wrongs and act as he
would never have (lone when master of himself.

Keep your affairs straight and your will made,

if you own only a trifle. The habit of doing
so. of being methodical, is valuable of itself.-

Many old fogies and weak-minded creatures
are afraid to make a will, through superstitiou-
fear of dying soon! We have heard of such in-
stances. as we have heard of those who believe
in witches, and regret their existence. Let ev-

ery man celebrate his birthday or tile new year

by making a will, or at least such a disposition
of his property as ,will hold good in law. As
a mere business habit, and taking account of
stock, as seriously reckoning up with life, it is

a good and regular practice. [Phila. Bulletin.

THE CAsE OF MRS. HA~t.., _. -. 'J . . ,
of the third judicial district, New York, on the
25th ult.. granted a stay of proceedings in the
case of Mrs. Hartung, who was to have been
executed in Albany on the 27th. This appli-
cation for a new trial will be argued at the gen-
eral term in the third district,which commences
this week. It is doubtful, however, whether
counsel will be ready before several days of the
term have elapsed. It is probable that if the
supreme court should decide adversely to the
application, that an appeal may be then taken
to the court of last resort, in which case the final
decision may be postponed several month. At
all events it appears likely that the Hartung
case will not be disposed of before the trial of
Rhineman, indicted as an accomplice of Mrs.
Hartung.

The grounds of application made by the coun
sel of Mrs. Hartung, were as follows:
"1. The statement made by the prisoner to

sheriff Brayton was not a voluntary statement,
and should have been excluded. It was made
to the sheriff of the county, and after she had
been arrested, atnd while she was in custody;
that she was laboring under the influence of fear,
is manifest from the inquiry she put to the , ter-
iff, 'What do you think they will do with tme?'

"2. The court erred in permitting the letter,
said to have been written by the prisoner, to
be read in evidence, because there was not suf-
ficient evidence of her handwriting.

3. The court erred in permitting this ques-
tion to be put to the witness, professor Porter:
'In your opinion can a physician, from a mere
post mortem examination of the exterior surface
and of the indications of inflammation which he
discovers determine with any degree of cer-
tainty the precise period of time when such an
inflammation was caused?'

It is submitted that the defendant is entitled
to a new trial for the irregularities and improper
conduct of the jury: 1. In procuring a copy of
the revised statutes and in examining for them-
selves what the law of this case was; 2. In hold-
ing a written communication with the judge
without the knowledge of the defendant and her
counsel.'

The district attorney. Mr. Courtney, in his
argument said, 'if there had been anything il-
legal in the case, or if there was any reasonable
doubt of the legality of any of the proceedings,
lie hoped the judge would grant the writ of
error. [N. Y. Commercial Advertiser.

The following is from an srticle by a well
informed correspondent of the National Intel-
ligencer:

According to late Liverpool statistics, "it
will require only a slight increase in the con-
sumption to absorb the probable excess in the
supply for the remainder of 1859. The chances
-eem very favorable that the stocks on the Ist
of January, 1860, will be reduced below the
very small stocks on the 1st of January, 1859.
The stock in Great Britain March 24, 1859, was
380,000 bales, against 450,000 same date in
1858; at sea, same date, 286.000," making
the visible supply for Great Britain "1,616,000
bales." On the 24th of iast March it was esti-
mated there was remaining in the interior of
our cotton growing State:, supposing the crop
to be 3,600,000, (generally the present esti-
mate,) 656,000 bales; which would leave an
excess over the actual and estimated receipts
of only 25,000 bales. At the same time the
manufacturing interesrs of Great Britain "con-
tinue most encouraging. The exports of goods
and yarns for February (officially) were 819,-
000,000 against 813,800,000 in 1858, and
$14,600,000 for the same moith in 1857."

Besides the above c:uses, the reduced stocks
every where, the general and great falling off
of the receipts at the ports, the inferiorority of
the last picking, and the apparent inadequacy
of the supply to the deimand, there are other
causes now operating for the encouragement of
the belief in higher prices during the next three
months.

In the foreground we place the solution of
the difficulties between France and Austria by
a congress which may to lead to the continu-
ance of peace in Europe; and, next, that all
the cotton made last year is now needed for the
manufacturers at honie and abroad, but chiefly
in Europe; and, lastly, the unpromising state
of preparation for the next crop: the season
not only being backward, at least a fortnight,
but the planting of cotton prevented by frosts,
rains, and freshets overflowing the low grounds;
and the height of the water in the Mississippi
and its tributaries tl;hete:Iing inundations, as
the last year. For these reas;os an extraor-
dinary fine autumn, lilke the last, will be re-
quired to mnature a crop- a large as the present
oe. Such good fortutne is sci-rce to be ex-
pete,].
