I gation are reciprocal," says doctor Paley. He
ihere enunciates an axiom which is applicable
alike to morals and to every system of consist-
ent legislation. If one man has an admitted

moral or legal right, every other man is under
a moral or legal obligation to abstain irom in-
terference therewith. If we have a right to
the hat or clothes we wear, no one else can
rightfully take them from us. Under our fed-
deral constitution, a citizen of the.U. States

has a right to the free exercise of his religious

faith. It would be a palpable absurdity to

hold that a right existed elsewhere to control

or restrain him therein. Not to multiply illus-

trations, therefore, the affirmance of a right, is
necessarily, the negation of a right to obstruct

or molest its enjoyment. To assert, then, that
I the slave-holder can enter the common domain
with his slave property and there enjoy it, is
to deny to the territorial legislature or any oth-

er power the right of hindrance either by di-

rect or indirect legislation. The two rights

cannot coiexist either in logic or in practice.-

i There is another fact in this connection which

applies to legal and not to moral rights, to-wit:

the duty which government assumes to protect
its citizens in the enijoymerit of the former.-
\W hen we enter the social compact we, neces-
sarily, surrcnder a portion of our rights to the
governing power. Protection to the remain-

der by rihe collective forceof the whole society

is the consideration for this transfer. Now,
but fr the existeince of our present govern-
ment, each State would be entitled to its pro-
portion of the public domain. Louisian-a would
have her portion and could regulate its inter-
nal affairs as site pleasel-could colonize it
with slaves and hang every free-soiler within

its limits. In en;tering into the federal com-

pact sihe parted with her authority over the

publi, domain and transferred it to cngress

upon the condition, necessarily, that congress

would protect her citizenr in the enjoment of

any porton of it with their property. To d,,

this, therefore, there is a binding obligation

upon congress-an obligatiotna which it cannot

discharge, but by fulfilment, and which to ne-

glect w•,ulI make the g,.ernmrent a dtle•pt

i-im.

passengers; and so if a number of men foiur a

political community and vet the general au-

thority in a certain body for the better protec- t
tion of the ilits of each, aned for promoting
the general welfare and security, that govern-
ment may, rightfunly, go to work to trample

on these tights and make slates of i:s subjects.
T'he pioposition is too monstrous to be serious- t

ly aigued. It will not abide the test of the
Smost commonplace analysis. It is satisfactori- t

ly answered when we say that the end and t
function of government is to protect and not to i
destr-y property. We affirm, tlhetre:re, in
conclusion, that it is the duly of tile territorila
legislature to pass laws protectiing slave as well
as oth;er proprty in the territory, and that, in
de fault oif ti:is, such duty devolves upon con-
(gress. In no other way can the south be pro-

tected in the enjoyment of her constitutional I
rights.
