THE GOLD CoIN SWINDLE.-It has been dis-

covered in New York, that gold coins are being
extensively mutilated. The process is described
as follows:

The coin is placed on a lathe and revolves.
A keen narrow chisel is set against the edge,
and as the coin revolves, the chisel turns out the
inside of it and penetrates nearly to the centre
-leaving bdt two thin shells, as it were, con-
nected at the centre. The cavity is then tilled
up with base metal, the coin is milled over
again, and the edge galvanised, showing as base
a specimen of fraud, as was ever conceived or
executed.

The mutilated coin weighs some nineteen
grains less than the good coin. It is estimated
that each five dcllar piece so Ntilated, is de-
creased in value to 83 75.

CENSUS OF NASHVILLE.-A census of the city
of Nashville, lately taken, gives the following
results: The population of the city proper is
25.113, of which 19,728 are whites, 10,757
males and 8,971 females; 5,385 blacks, of whom

i1,758 are free. The population of the suburbs
is 6,760, making a total of 31.813. The manu-
factures of the city reach 82,374,700; the total
trade,exclusive of mlanufactures,is$22,475,812.
About one hundred steamboats visit the port
during the year, with an average tonnage of
108,000. There are sixteen protestantchurc lies,
with a membership of 2,835, besides five Afri-
can churches, with 600 members. The catho-
lic membership is 2,000.
