When installed as function and functiona-
ries, the present administration, as a w hole and
as individuals, receive.d- an impression of its
mission which was founded in error, vital and
disastrous to its popularity and efficiency as a
government in proportion as its leading princi-
pie of action became developed. The mistake
it made, and which i. the prime cause of all
its trouble, for it might have been weak and

frivolous without being very offensive, was
that its mission elect was to govern the demo-
cratic party merely, not the country at large.
In spirit confessing nothing national, but be-
ing entirely partisan, one consequence has been
an astounding development of the comprehen-
sion and acceptation of the old democratic
shibboleth "'patronage and plunder." The
treasury has been and is bleeding at a thousand
wounds, and the purses of the prime plunder-
ers are tapped in turn by a second rank of para-
sites, who thus make thewn the agencies of
their depleting operations.

pose was suggested. In the general post office
department, the lists were carried around by
thie heads of tile several divisions of the de-

partment. and in thie state department by-the
disbursing clerk of tht ldeplriment. Many
of thie plundered asked if the subscription levy
was compulsory, and were answe-red writhli a
very signiliceant wink and nod lwhichli g:ve themni
a clear understanding ais to whiichl was the
most discreet course to Eursue--forfeit their
situations or submit to tlhItontentmpible robbe-
ry committed through the agency of those Iwho

could contrul tlheir fortunes. In the state de-

partment but one clerk challenged thIe rppres-
sors to dtlo their worst by obstiniately refusing to;

I am every
where assured that he is really a gentleman,
gallant to ladies, severe to men, and more se-
vere to himself, sober to excess, animated and
cold at. the same time. He inspires in his lit-
tle army a confidence only equaled by the ter-
ror he inspires in his enemies. Ever foremost
in the fight, urging his charger to battle, next
dismounting to seize a musket, shari ng with
the common soldier."

The Agricultural Bureau is engaged in pro-
curing from Minnesota, wild rice for the agri-
chltural society of Prussia. It flourishes in
marshy or fenny countries, unfit for ordinary
tillage, and, it is believed, will add largely to-
the support of the European peasantry.

ANOTHER SOUR'cE OF V' EALT.--The utiliza-

tion of almost worthless substances, is one of

the grand results of the inventions of the pres-
ent day. The man of true genius comes, and
seizing upon some isolated fact, elaborates in

his mind and the principles of a wonderful
machine, and after it has been wrought out in

wood and iron, so as to perform the labor for

which it was designed. refuse substances are

suddenly transmuted into almost inexhaustible
treasures of wealth.

While the labors of the northert inventor
have aimed to substitute machinery for men,
those of the southern machinist add new values
to the raw products of its fields.

We doubt whether any invention promises a

greater harvest to the country than that which
gives a commercial value to cotton seed.

A few years since cotton seed was almost
entirely valueless. Except when used ap a
fertilizer, it was suffered to go to waste. Al-
though known to contain a large proportion of
oil, the difficulty of extracting it and preparing I
it for use, prevented any considerable results
from the efforts made to convert it into a pro-
duct of value.

A machine has, however, lately been invent-
ed, which perfectly hulls the seed, leaving the
kernel, whole and enabling it to be exported
without injury from fermentation or other
c',emical changes. This has suddenly placed
cotton seed among the most valuable products ;
of the cotton field, and added new and unex-
pected profits to cotton culture.

A demand has sprung up in England, France
and Belgium for hulled cotton seed, which
cannot with present means be supplied. This
article commands the money in our markets
upon the bill of lading as readily as cotton
itself. In Europe it is used in the manufacture
of the finer oils, being more profitable for this
purpose thlan lard oil or tte cxuli•ct f um rape

seed, or any other of the oil-bearing products.
A new field of enterprise and profit is thus I

opened to the cotton planters who have easy
intercourse with our markets. Nor will it be
long before the new machinery will be domes-
ticated in the interior of the country, and the
resources of the south will be again improved
by this great invention as they were by that
more important one which has immortalised the
name of Whitney.

The south has reason for congratulation that
every effort to create new machinery tends so
wonderfully to add to its vast resources, crea-
ting values where none existed and developing"
mines of wealth in the very refuge of her
valuable products. [Picayune.

The St. Louis Republican, gives full details
of the terrible accident on the southern Michi-
gan railroad, near Mishawaka, eighty miles
from Chicago:

A little before midnight, tlie 28th ult., the
night express train from Chicago to Toledo,
when between South Bend and Mishawaka,
passing over an embankment spanning a ravine,
at the base of which is a culvert, the embank-
ment suddenly gave way, and the whole traini
was pre-cipitated into the ravine, which was
followed with a perfect torrent of water.

The engine was literally buried in the oppo-
site side of the ravine in qtucksand and mud,
and the tender, baggage and express car, and
two second class cars were shattered almost
into kindling wood, and piled on the top of the
engine. The two first class passenger cars
followed, ant were torn to pieces and carried
down the stream, while the sleeping car, al-
though making the leap with the rest, was less
injured.

The stream is naturally but a rivulet, but
was swollen by the extraordinary rains of the
previous afternoon and evening. Flood wood
probably checked the culvert, converting the
embankment into a dam, and the great weight
of water, with the concussion of the crossing
train, caused the sad calamity.

About 15') persons wetre on the train; of
these. 50 have been taken from the ruins dead,
and 50 or 60 more are wounded or escaped
unlhui; the rest not heard from, as many of
the Iead were drowned in the ravire. It is
feared that others not heard from have lost
their lives in the same manner.

The names of the killed and wounded are
given, but no one from the south is among the
number found in the Republican.

At the spot where the disaster happened, a
small stream or branch is crossed by the road,
on an embankment twenty-five to thirty feet in
height. Here, for the passage of the water, is
a good stone culvert, which has heret."-ore
proved of sufficient capacity to carry through
all that descended the creek. In the afternoon
andtevening before the accident, that locality
was visitedt by a rain-storm of extraordinary
severity. The water fell in torrents,raising all
the smaller strenams after the lapse of a few
hours to an unprecedented height. It is sup-
Iosedl that the dtlrift-wood carried down by the
little branch of which we speak accumulated
on the upper side of the culvert and caused
an obstruction that every chip, leaf and floating
limb made more serious, until the passage of
the water was almost entirely stopped. The
water tihus dammed up. attacked the embank-
iment which was of sandy loatm, more sand

than loam, and soon dissolved it andt carried it
off, or made it sb soft and yielding that as soon
as thie weight of the train came upon it, it gave
way.-

l-ormerly trestle work occupiedtl the place of
the culvert and embankment; but it was re-
moved for a more permanent structure, which
was supposed to be equal to the purpose for
which it was made. T''he culvert has been
built several years, and up to this time no one
doubted its sufficiency.

ELOPEMENT EXTRAORDINARY.-An occurrence
which has given rise to a good deal of excite-
ment took place a few days sinpe in Oxford
township, Chester county, Pa. A young lady,
(a white woman, respectably connected,) was
living in a farmer's family as a domestic. A
mulatto was employed on the farm as a laborer.
The two became enamored of each other, and
-resolved to marry. The party to whom they
applied to perform the ceremony, however, de-
clined. Before the marriage was effected the
girl's parents were informed of the condition
of things. They were horror-stricken and
overwhelmed with shame. No time was lost,
and every effort was made by them to dissuade
the deluded girl to forego her purpose. Her
brother also remonstrated with her, as only a
brother can. All efforts, however, to induce
her to give up her svart.hy lover, were una-

vailing. They only made her cling to him the
closer. The matter became noised abqyt the
neighborhood, and a disposition was manifested
to lynch the black fellow. This came to the
ears of the infatuated girl. She met the dusky
fellow. Their purpose was at once taken.
They determined to elope together, and did so.
They disappeared from the neighborhood about
ten days ago, and have not since been heard
from. It is supposed they have gone west. The
girl's parents are almost distracted.
