Permit me, on the present occasion, to render unto
you my sincere thanks for the distinguished favorcon-
ferred upon me, in being conjointly and unanimously
called to address you on an occasion fraught with so
much interest to this institution and to the community
at large in which each of us claims an abiding resi-
dence.

No! in tones of
thunder, would be the impulsive response of every
breast: Henry has never had an equal, or Clay a su-
perior in thought, in diction, or address.

The material on which the ancient orator had to op
erate, was rough. uncouth and untutored: the mind of
the masses had formed noidea of itp wn, an •I
and rank idolatry were shrines at'whiihtihe`
and paid their adoration-they looked up to theigreat
expoauder as the embodiment of worib, and as he
thought, they thought-as Ihe spoke, they spoke, and
as he led, they followed to infamy and destruction, or
to conquestand victory.

What a change conies over the spirit of our dream
to day: we are ushered from the dark dungeons of the
past into the brilliant atmosphere of the present, where
light, with all the refulgence of the noonday's splen-
dor, bursts upon us, and we stand to-night in the very
centre of civilisation. where the arts and sciences mark
a higher scale towards human happiness, where wo-
man's rights are respected, and she,the standard bearer
of our future good and our present greatness, moves
in her appropriate sphere, the brightest jewel, o'er
earth's vast wilderness, and last, hut not the least,
where the son of righteousness, the great invisible es-
senee of the eternal "I am" dwells in the heart of his
chosen followers.

And now can we othlerwise conclude than that man
hath a progressive intellect, which, from want of -ul-
tivation, can satgnate, like the waters of the Dead Sea,
or press forward with energy and grasp the hidden
treasure, which has lain for ages imbedded in the
secret cloisters of futurity. Nor has man lain dormant,
or proved recreant to his trust. He has advanced by
degrees fromn little to much, from volume to volume,
from age to age, uiil by his own exertion and aided
by the inspiration ofa divine first cause, he hIsacquir-
ied that fund of knowledge which makes him but a little

lower than the angels. Surrounded lhen as we are
with every species of knowledge, whichs not confin-
ed to the learned few, but is diffused among all classes,
castes and characters of the human family: it comes
cheap, and swift as the lightning's wing-is accessi-
ble to all, from the very plough boy to the lord of the
manor.

Encircled with these advantages, the people of our
day form and mature their own opinions; they build
the tower of their thought by culling here, inserting
and appropriating that and rejecting this notion until
the human intellect becomes an emporium of strength:
therefore the siren song of oratory ceases to allure us
to destruction, and the hackneyed theme, robbed of
half its chartms, no longer holds us spell bound, and
-with a due regard for self and our own preconceived
ideas, we as ert our independence of thought and ac-
tion; not that we apprl ciate oratory or true eloquence
less, but because we revere and cherish ounrown opin
ions imre, and tbrbid any to attack that citadel with
inmpuni y.

Kossuth, on his return to Europe, declared that near-
ly every man in the United Stites was a public speak-
er, and truly a mania has taken po-session of the minds
of the American peile which seems not to he con-
fined particularly to any order age er sex: and since it
b-hooves me to quit the even tenor of my course, you
behold to night another devotee who is willing to pay
tribute at the shrine of oratory.

With tie above remarks I shall now touch upon a
sulj~ctmorecongenial with my feeling, and nmore apt-
ly befittinig my purpose on the present occasion.

In tracing the records of the past, and studying the
different phases in which mankind has presented it-
self, what a strange hIistory do we sumn up to the mind's
eye for our most serious contemplation! Mankind,
the roughest of the rough, antid the fairest of the fair, is
a nmystery which man himself can never -olve.

Read his folly on the plains of Shinah, where the
assembled wisdom of earth in grand council sat and
hatche4 up that scheme, the tower of Babel, whose
lofty height should touch the vaults of heaven, and
whose colossal proportions should tell to unborn myr-
lads the vanity of all earthly lehsievements. Study
his characterin a national point of view: is he capable
of self government-can he frame his own laws and
conform to the very ru:es which he erects as a stan-
dard for thie regulation of his own allftirs? Let the
annals of the past reveal unto us the facts in the case.
Had Rome a rival in all the expanse of earth, proud
Rome. which in our boyhood we were taught to re-
gard without an eq ual--yet Cat thage poured her arm-
ed legion, in the very bosmt of the Roman esmpire, in
the ialmiest days of her spleidtir, and the Cart hageni-
an hero in that struggle for supremacy wreathed fir
his own brow a chaplet of fame which the great Napo-
leon could never excel. And Palmyra, no, mean com-
petitor of hers. enjoying the commerce of the world,
diffused the splenaior of her wealtlh, with the growing
strength of her prosperity, amid all the nations of the
east-and yet, tihe lone traveler can scarcely point to
the place where stood those mighty structures of art:
all, all have vanished, and are iuring monuments to-
day of ear. i's perishable wisdom
It would be idle for me to tehearse before you the

ri-e and progress of nation after nation, whose learn
ing in all its varied braches, for that age, was carried
to a supposed perfection, and lic,-nse and luxury rev-
eled promiscuously in the lap of pleasure, where gov-
ernments seemed to be established on a basis as im;-
movable as earth itself---vet we all know that the
thunders of the Vatican have long since ceased to ter
rify. Kings that ruled have passed from their thrones,
and laws that were framed to protect and enhance the
interest and happiness of the people, have become a
source of terror and cruelty. And freedom's champi-
oils in the hour of poverty and distress sre loyal ser-
vants, but in the day of victory and tower become
changed into tyrants and oppressors: such is man in
a national sense,and such is man the wide world over.
Does he know his own species? then why take his face
as an index to his hear '? why reconstruct and remodel
that which is symmetrical in proportion and bears on
its countenance the stamp of pterfetion? Why undo
to-day that which was completed on yesterday, and
revise and alter statutes to-morrow, stad pull'down
and demo!ish those noble structures of art and of hu-
man intellect wlhich are reared and in full force to day
Man is a stranger to himsself in an individnual sense and
an enemy to his fairest hopes and his dearest interests.

Did you ever contemplate him in the garb of re-
ligious fanaticism, with all his foils and foibles laid
bare and open to investigation? A cauldron of fer-
menting liquids whose poisonous vapor, like the ex-
halation 4 the deadly upas tree, diffuses itself into
every pore and puncture of the human soul. Ire has
but one ehannel in which his thoughts run, and like
the freighted car under a head of steam, moves along
the accustmed track, turning neither to the right hand
nor to the left, until some formidable barrier hurls
Iim to destruction. Luther felt the keen-edged thorn
in his side and knew whatpersecution meant,and that
martyred throng, faithful to their trs .t, paid the last
penalty of nature at the stake, and who, Penix like,
arise from the expiring embers and attest to the world
at this late period the unrelentingand intolerable per-
secutions of their fellow-worshilpers. Have we forgot-
ten the tortures of the inquisition when all the'pow-
era of hell combined to exterminate the last vestige of
christianity, to blot out the last hope of man and clothe
the world in the habiliments of despair. In their fren-
zied work of destruction, the wife, the cherished boon
of heaven to man, fell a victim to his rage, and chil-
dren forgot, the natural affection for their parents, and
dragged them pleading as suppliants, and sacrificed
them on the altar of their unholy passions. The ties
of friendship and of love became ropes of sand which
the first wave beeaks asunder--the bloodiest picture
in the book of time.

We leave this dark spot in thie daguerreotype of our
nature, to contemplate mankind under the more favor
able, yet unenviable, aspect of Iolitical fanaticism,
based upon the higher standard of human commisera-
tion. Is he wiser in this sphere-more politic in his
measures, and less overbearing in his ends? Go ask
dismembered Poland who lies bleeding at this very
moment beneath the talons of her proud oppressors!
Go ask the queen of Albions isle

"Rich in the getns of India's gaudy saope,
And plunder piled from kingdoas r•habl rwn."

And Erin's sea-girt shore coaldtellti of sourw
which would. blanch the cbeek of the lt honest,
and makethemuscles of the mieguided -saSthropist
tremble as the aspen leaf

Let us come nearer home and read.the signs of the
times in'our own favored land. Do you not hear a
confused murmur from the north which forebodes no
good? And not the cries of dissatisfaction and the
whispered murmur, ab, the open avowal of treason
brought daily to our ears, as though an impending
storm wee about to break over our devoted country?
Have not the ties of kindred ceased to bind us in one
common brotherhood? Has not that mutual interest
which is alike beneficial to our present peace and our
future prosperity, been overlooked, in the mad career
of the unscrupulous partizan? How long before the
constitution, that great miracle of modern wisdom,
which "knows no east, no west, no north, no south,"
how long before this palladium of our liberties shall
be trampled under the foot of a powerful adversary?
Is not that ominous handwriting now visible on the
wall? And are we not told that the day of our desti-
ny is fixed, when the blood hounds of war shall be
turned loose, and make desolate the fair fields of the

STEAM ON COMMaON ROADS.-The success at-
tending the undertaking of Messrs. Lee & Lar-
nard, in running their self propelling steam fire
engine from Jersey City to Philadelphia, af-
fords a reasonable presumption that it will not
be many years before steam carriages upon com-
mon roads will supersede those drawn by horses.
It was the intention to run this engine all the
distance to Philadelphia, but the condition of the
bridges upon the ordinary roads was too untrust-
worthy for so great a weight, (1 •,000 pounds,)
with all the furl, water, and passengers which
accompanied it. At Bristol, however, the en-
gine was put upon its own resources, and with
inine passengers it commenced its journey, the
only doubt being in reltrence to its endurance
and speed on long pulls, and its power of over-
coming high grades were yet to be proved.-
-The first half hour on the road notonly settled

all these questions, but developed a reserved
power far beyond the requirements of any or-
dinary duty. It had been the intention to kreep
tihe carriage which preceded the engine with
other passengers ahead, but it was soon appar-
ent that this could not be done. The engine
in a very few minutes overtook it, held up to
it, got antothler start, camn up again, and finally
p;ssed it, and arrived at Neshamony bridge a
half a mile or more ahead, having made the
distance, 3 miles, in exactly sixteen minutes,
running time. The road was smooth, with a
hard bed and light grades, covered all the way,
however, with more or less of loose material,
with occasional stretches of pretty deep sand.
On examination the engine was found to be all
right.right.

With the steam at 180 lbs.. the engine was
driven at high speed over a bridge which was
not considered strong enough to bear a long con-
tinued weight, and then up a hill, with an in-
clination ot one tfoot in teln. With every valve
wide open, and all steam on, it whirled along
the slope, apparently at the highest locomotive
speed, and, approaching the steep pitch, sur-
mounted it with unlaltering tread, hurried far
on along the level summit, and stopped, in ex-
actly one minute from the time of starting, hav-
ing traversed in that short interval a distance
iol ully one thousand feet. The next mile was
made in five minutes, the next following, which
included the ascent of another long hill, in six.
The result of the experiment throughout was
that is was found to be perfectly easy to main-
tain, on fair grades, a motion at the rate of 12
miles per hour; that when there was any occa-
sion for it this rate could be increased one-fourth I
or one-hall; that the steepest and longest hills
could be ascended at the rate of ten miles per

I hour. The whole time occupied on the trip
was five hours thirty-four minutes, while the
actual running time was but a minute or two
over two hours. The last four miles of the
way, lying through the streets of the city, was
necessarily made at less speed, but, even in-
eluding this, it will be seen the actual running
time gave an average rate of ten miles per hour.
If this can be accomplished by steam fire en-
gines, how much easier will it be to make equal,
it not better time, with carriages especially
adapted to travel. [Philadelphia Ledger.
