There is too much at stake to alldv pride or passion

to influence your decision. Never fir a moment believe
that the great body of the citizens of any State or States
can deliberately intend todo wrong. They may, under
the influence of temporary excii.eent or misguided
opinions, commit mistakes; they may be misled for a
time by sugeestions of self-interest; but in a community
so enlighte:ned and patriotic as the people of the United
States, argument will soon make them sensible of their
errors; and when convinced, they will be ready to repair
them. If they have no higher or better motives to
govern them, they will at least perceive that their own
interest requires them to be just to others, as they hope
to receive justice at their hands.

But in order to maintain the Utnion unimpaired, it is
absolutely necessary that the laws passed by the conu-
stituted authorities should be faithfully executed in
every part of the country, and that every good citizen
should, at all times, stand ready to put down, with the
combined force of the nation, every attempt at unlaw-
ful resistance, under whatever pretext it may be made,
or whatever shape it may assume. Unconstitutional or

oppressive laws may no doubt be passed by congress,
either from erroneous views or the want of due consid-

eration. If they are within the reach of juditcial

authority, the remedy is easy and peaceful; and if from
the character of the law, it is an abuse of 1)poer not
within the control of the judiciary, then free discussion
and canlm appeals to reason and to the justice of the

people, will not fail to redress the wrong. But until
the law shall be declared void by the courts, or repealed
by congres s,no individual,or colbimrtion of iutividuals,
can be justified in forcibly resisting its execution. It
is impossible that any governnment can continue to exist
upon any other principles. It would cease to be a
government, and be unworthy of the name, if it had
not the power to enforce the execution of its own laws
within the sphere of its own action.

It is true that cases may be imagined disclosing such
a settled purpose of usurpation and oppression, on the

part of the government, as would justily an appeal to
armns. These, however, are extreme cases, which we
have no reason to apprehend in a government where
the power is in the hands of a patriotic ,eople; and no
citizen who loves his country, would in any case what-
ever resort to forcible resistance, unless he clearly saw
that the time had conme when a freeman should prefer
death tosubmission; for if such a struggle is one,. begun,
and the citizens of one sectioa of the country irrayed
in arms against those of another, in doubtful conflict,
let the battle result as it may, there will be an end of
the Union, and with it an end of the hopes of freedom.
The victory of the injured would not secure to them the
blessings of liberty; it would avenge their wrongs, but
they would themselves share in the common ruin.

But the constitution cannot be maintained, nor the
Union preserved, in opposition to public feeling, by the
mere exertion of the coercive powers confided to the
general government. The foundations must be laid in
the affections of the people: in the security it gives to
life, liberty, character, and property, in every quarter
of the country; and in the fraternal attachments which
the titizes Of the several States'bear te one another,

as members of one political flntily, mutually contribu-
ting to promote the happiness of each other. Hence
the citizens of every State should studiously avoid every-
thing calculated to wound the sensibility or offend the

just pride of the people of other States; and they should
.frown upon any proceedings within their own borders
likely to disturb the tranquility of their political breth-
ren in other portions of the Union. Inl a country so
extensive as the United States, and with pursuits so
varied, the internal regulations of the several States
must frequently differ fromi one another in important
particulars; and this ditlerence is unavoidably increased
by the varying pirinciples upon which the American
colonies were originally planted; priuniples which had
taken deep root in their social relations before the
revolution, and therefore, of necessity, influencing
their policy since they becamite free and independent
States. But each State has the unquestionable right to
reguhlate its own internal concerns according to its own
pleasure; and while it does not interfere with the rights
of the people of other States, or the rights of the
Union, every State must be the sole judge of that
ntileasure proper to secure the safety of its citizens, and

promote their happiness; and all etllorts oil the part of
the peoplle of other States to cast odium upon their in-
stitutions, and all measures calculdated to disturb their
rights of property, or to put in jeopardy their peace
and internal tranquiiity, are in direct opposition to the

spirit in which the Union was formled, and must endan-
ger its safety. Motives of philanthropy may be assigned
for this unwarrantable interference; and weak men
may persuade themselves for a momicnt that they are
laboring in the cause of humanity, and asserting the
rights of the ihuIan race; but tvery one, Ihupon tober
reflection, will see that nothing but mischief cait come
friomi these imnproper assaults upon the feelingi and
rights of others. Rest assured, that the men ftound
busy in this work of discord are not worthy of your
cuntidence, and deserve your strougest reprobation."

The Meteor and its Origin.
The most distinguished stranger that has visited this

part of the world for many years, not excepting the
Japanese princes or the Great Eastern, was the meteor 'I
seen traveling across our tirmament on Friday evening t
last. It was seen by thousands of people, and over at
range of the earth's surface of at least one thousand i
miles of longitude: how much further remains yet to be I

Where it came from, where it went to, what it was I
made of, what damage it did, if any, and if not why r
not, and whether there are more members of the same c
family to be expected, and when; these and a thousand a
other questions are in evterybvud's mouth, and in due t
time we may reasonably expect answers, more or less t
worthy of respect, to themi all. In order that the an-
swers or theories which may be adopted to explain the r
phenomena should possess value, the first thing to be c
done is to ascertain with scientific precision which was I
tie phenomena. For this purpo.-e we have been favor- t
ed by Pro. Bartlett, of the Military Academiy at West
