JoHt BrLL Ar Ho•wr.-.The Hon. John Bell, the
Union constitutional candidate for the presidency, re,
sides with his wife at the house of his step-sons Ha:ry
Yeatman, Esq., in Sumner street, Nashville. lHefaua-

ely had quarters in the City Hotel, in rooms where
these lines are written, but left a short time amice toen-
joy the quietude of a more secluded home. Hilpresbnt
residence is a pretty house, with verandaand shrubbeoy,
situated a few yards from the side-walk in one of the
pleasantest streets in Nashville.

Mr. Bell has been married twice. His first wife wag
the daughter of a wealthy Tennessean, named Dickin-
son, residing in Rutherford county. By her he had
several children, most of whom are still living in good
circumstances, their grand-father being bountiful to-
ward them, giving them each $10,000 on his death.
One of his sons, John Bell, jr., was recently a munici-
pal candidite for clerk of Rutherford county. His see-
olid wife, who still lives in the enjoyment of excellent
health, was formerly a widow lady of wealth-Mrs.
Yeatman-belonging to one of the best families in
Tennessee. Three daughters have blessed this happy
union.

Mr. Bell and his wife are members of Dr. Edgar's
presbyterian church. Mrs. Bell attends service quite
regularly, but Mr. Bell diversifies his religious devo-
tions at the presbytery by occasionally dropping in at
the baptist church, where he hears good preaching and
sees a good many of his influential constituentsi His
habits are those of temperance. He lives easily and
comfortably, indulges in a little wine occasionally, but
not to any greater extent than Daniel Webster, or Ber-
rien, or judge Phelps, or any other of his former sena-
torial colleagues. So far as drinking is concerned, he
is therefore justly esteemed a marvelously proper man.
Although for many years a resident of Washington, he
has never been known to "buck the tiger;" and tur-
thermore, although he may have seen a small elephant
in his young days, lie is now the embodiment of stern
and inflexible morality-like Sam Houston, furinstance.
That heis a religious, temperate, moral and benevolent
man i- conceded on every side.

Mr. Bell iha a third interest in about four hundred
slaves, the balance belonging to his second wife. They
are employed in M.r. Bell's iron-works on the Cumber-
land river, and inl his coal-banks in Kentucky. The
system by which tills large body of slaves are governed
is admirable and humane. They are all prqperly cloth-
ed, fed, their religious instruction attended to, and they
are required not to work an hour beyond the usual
standard of a day's labor, unless they receive pay
therefoir.

respondent of the San Francisco Alta California, in an
account of an expedition against the Indians of Honey
Lake Valley, by Col. Lander, of the wagon road expe-
dition, narrates the particulars of the chase and capture,
after a gallant resistance, of an Indian chief, who had
ventured away from his companions. lie says:

At a given signal, two of cur most skillful riders
started in full chase after the Indian, and in open view
of the enemy upon the hill. The fuigitive no sooner
saw our men in pursuit, than he threw hi.a soldier cloak
otf and with the speed of an antelope made for the hills;
but he was too late. The race was a hard one; his
comtra.esrl on the hill saw his peril, but could not come
to hit reliefl We counted 31 mounted Indians emerge
from the canon but they were afraid to advance, beyond
its mouth. Just at this time the fugitive turned and
tired! upon the foremost of his p trsuers, who saw his
olbject, atd threw himself dexterously over on the op-
po<ite side of his horse, (as the Spaniards) tile ball
pa-sing htrmiessly over the horse. The rider then
raised and fired, bringing the Indian to his knees with
a ball fr'om his re.volver. As he rode tup the savage
clutched at the roe ips hsungintg flion the horse's neck;
the ride' awain d:ew his pistol andt fired. The ball en-
tere•,t the neck of the Indian, who held his grip, andt
with hisi dying gasp gave the war-whoop, which wa,
answered b ha Iis comrades firom the hill, who dared nhot
cotme to his relitef.
