T'- as, addressed the Breckinridge and Lane club
r 'h,, tgaiety theatre on Saturday night. The first
i,'i-:r f his speech was foreign to his usual abusive
. t : •i.:rg a dignified argument to show that ours is

nout a nati-vnal but a State rights government. He
labored for an hour or more by an abstruse, metaphys-
ical, fine spun, hair-splitting process of reason to estab-
lish this point. While we concede to him the credit
of presenting facts in a plausible manner, and being at
timles perspicuous and forcible, he was not always
sustained in his assumptions by candor and truth; was
frequently incomprehensible in extreme nice distinctions
which he attempted to make; was often illogical in his
conclusions, and more than once refilted himself by
glaring inconsistencies and incongruities. We think he

selected the wrong time and place and vastly mistook his

audience in commenting upon the prine:ples and genius

of government, and delivering a homily upon political
philosophy. He wandered too farl into tie labyrinths

of metaphysics; was entirely too ratified in his dis-

crintinations, and too sublimated ge:icreally in kis
ratiocination to prevent the Simon-pure, unwashed
deimocracy frion being mystified and lost in a political
fog.

Iut, if the distinguished senator plunged his auditors

into menltal perplexities, and bewihlered them by a
seemingly learned but pedantic discussion upon govern-

ment, he made ample atonement and was freely forgiven,
if we are to judge from the hideous shouts, allt stick

and heel applause that greeted the ranmpant, blood and
thunder declamation that followed.

The subject of protection to property in the territo-
ries next commanded his attention. lie rung the

changes upon the violated rights of the south, yet lihe
told us ill no instance how the south had lost a right,
or sulftred an injury. The special advocate of this
new plank in the lireckinridge platform, which denmands
that it is the duty of tle federal governlment in all of its
departments to protect the rights of persons and property
in the territories when Ieeessary--he failed to tell the

people that at the last session of congress iuhen seniat or
Brown, of Mifsissippi, introsduced a bill to protec: slave-
ry in tIhe territories, that the conmmittet upon territories
cruilhed the hill in the colnnittee-room and never mall;de
any ii'.lrt to the senate upon, it. The Texas senator,
likewise failed to tell the prcpleh,, lhat when Jetf. Davis
introsduced his notorinous resolutiois iand "ilr. B]rown
olliered an amendmentll , dec!aring that it was ftlhe
~,eics.•it'i to protect slavery in the iterritoris, that the
demlocratic senate voted it down. W\hit did tnot Col.
Wigtfah, while lie dwelt with such peculiar emphllllasis
uponi this new plank, anid held it tli a. ; tlihe palladill
of soutllhiern rights; while hle so cordially endorsed it
as the only s(crlity and salvationto the south, whily lidi
lie int tell his auidittnce the reason of entering his protest

inl the IU. S. senute againlst the :utniclndnact of :Mr.
lrl-own? If protection was of such absolute and vital
lnecesity when the Breeckinridge platformln was adopted

-a tiule be it reaIllclleberel wheln no one demnanded it

-why was it not neceo-ary a few mionths before when it
was denitinatalded by Brown's alt mduent. The speaker
knew full trl that lie coutl not re.concile this patent
inconsistency of his party. Helnce, lie ignored it and
darud Inot meet it with his char..eteristic boldness. lie
niay now shrick into the cars of the ollluthern pteople the

discordant cry of wiolf ' wolfl till he is hoarse. They
know it is t falsce alarnm, and it will die away witt the
echo it creates.

To doubllt that )M. Bell is sound to the core
upon the slavery que--tion, that lie is a profoundl and
reliable statesman, eminently qualified by his exprience
alnd capacityr o ad tiinitter this government with honor
to Ilimnself, credit to the counttlry and jul.-ice to both
sec-tions-to doubt these thin-gs we ,ay, a.rgues all igno-
rance or prejudice that ill bicomtsc one who occupies
the distinguished l.osition of U. S..-c ator. But Col.
W\igflail is ain impiul-ive mian. Ie permlits his passion-

to mastlert c his ju dgincit. his p)rejudices to overcome his
reason andi hil zeal to runiaway with his discretion.

lieshles this, he hlas the comnmon desire to llease autnd
hie applauded, the amtbition to bie cosiderlced a bohl,
darinlg Iian upon the stump.

General Walker's Expedition.
W\e copy the following inieresting correspondence

from the Picayune of the I I th inst.:
Tn'uxui.lo, Ho.'rwt;nAs, Aug. 22, 1860,

General Walker and his followers retired last night

from the fort'end town of Truxillo, after thavring occu-

piied thlem since the sixth ult. This sudden movemelnt

on Walker's part was in conseqeuence of a correspondence

between him and conmmander Salmon, of her majest.•'

steamti sloop-of-war Icarus, the subject being certain

British intere..• in Honduras said to have been infritiged

by Walker in the occupation of Truxillo. Commanader

S•llmon informed Mr. Walker that the British govern-

ment held a imortgate on all duties and port charges

received by the collector of customs at the port of

Truxillo; and that he demanded of Mr.. Walker all

moneys reoeived by him from these sources since lie

took forcible possession of the plate. As Gen. Walker

had made Truxillo a free port from the day of his en-

trance therein, and as no collections had been made,

of course lie could only reply to this etcret, and that

therefore there was no funds on hand to answer the

denmind.
Commander Salmon's response to this explanation

from the general was thaFhe must lay down his arlms

and abandon the fort. Ill the event of his so doing,

the British flag would protect him and his men until

they could embark on some vessel and leave the coast

of lHolduras. In case; however, he refused to lay down

his arms and accept the terms offered, the guns of the

Icarus would be opened upon him, and he would be

taken by force. The Icarus arrived in the harbor on

the morning of the 20th ult., and the correspondence,
of which I have given a brief synopsis, took place dtr-

ing yesterday. The last coimunication from commander

Sanlmon was received by Gen. Walker at about 5 o'clock

I. •t., and the officer delivering it arranged to return from

the war sloop for a final reply at ten o'clock this morn-

itg. It was not long after the receipt of this last and

rather peremptory letter before movements were visible
inside the fort indicating that something unusual was

on the tapis, although no one outside would have noticed

the change, so quiet was everything done.

Several of the principal officers were summoned to

the presence of the general and orders given as to the

various duties to be performed by them with dispatch.

Additional rounds of cartridges was carefully put out to

the men, and a iquantity of powder and balls for the

manufaeture of more cartridges was carefully put in

small bags for the men to pack with them on the un-

certain march that was before them. In the ordnance

department were 66 of Walker's Minlie muskets, which

must remain behind; and as these miust necessarily fall
into the hands of the enemy, the stocks were broken
and the barrels bent in such a manner as to render tlhem

useless. A large quautity of powderand some eartrirdges

were thrown into the water-closets, and casks of water

emptied upon them. Thus in one service or another

the officers and men were busiIr employed until between
10x and 11 o'clock P. at., when the two companies were

rapidly formed in ceder and the march commenced.
Everycthing counectesl with the evacuation of the fort

was conducted so orderly antd silently that no one kuew

of it inl the town oron board of any of the several vessels

ill the harbor. It seemed as if even the dogs of the

pllace, usually so noisy, refused to b:ark on an occasion
of such interest to the parties concerned.

ThI whole number of men ulnd'r Walker, and leaving
with him, was about 80, including officers. The names
of some of tlhem follow:

General William Walker, general-in-chief; col. A. R.
udller, colonel commanding; major John V. Hooff,

actint captain of co. A.; major Thomas Dolan, acting
captain of co. B.; capt. J. S. West, chief of commissary
department; capt. Small, chief of ordnance department;
lieut. John Ryan, chief of quartermaster's department;
Noah J. Parsolls, first lientenant co. A.

Gen. Walker left behind him in the fort the entire
hospital. This is composed of eight persons, as fol-
lows, viz: I)r. E. II. Newton, surgeon in charge; It.
Johnson, hospital steward; col. Thomas Henry, wounded
by a pistol eshot in the face; Charles Allen, secretary to

geneiral-i-chief, sick of fever; \alter Stanley, private,
wounded in the arnm; Henry Cooper, private, wounded
in the leg;: E. F. Conway, private, fever; and A. Lowe,
private, fever. These persons felt rather queer when
they found themselves the solita:ry inmates of this old
fort and the solemn hour of midnight upon them. Few,
if any, of themt closed their eyes in slumber, and every

noise, especially the bark of a dog, was itnagiled to be
tihe announcecnmint of the rapid approach of an armed
and blood-thirsty enemy, intent upon our destruction.
Hlowever, all was well, and after a long watch daylight

broke upon us, and not a person, either friend or ene-
my, had entered the fort during the night.

At an early hour this morning Dr. Newton and Mr.
Allen went with some haste to the acting British consul,
Mr. Wm. MIulhado, and in behalf of the entire party
made application for lBritish protection. As there was
a man-of-war in port, the contnander of which was Mr.
Mulhado's oticial superior, he could not give us a positive
answer until t consultation was had. lie, however,
promised to do all in his power for our welftre. In
the tmeantime the boatmen of the Icarus carne into the
fort with a few marines and took possessiont of it, plac-
ing sentinels and interdicting all ingress or egress. At
about ten o'clock this morning commander Sahlon came
ashore to the fort, and was received by Dr. Newton and
Mr. Allen.

Commnander S. called the secretary aside and ques-
tioned him closely as to Walker's plans and the direc-
tion of his march, but the secretary could give no
satisf.tctry replies. The commander seemed particularly
anxious to know whether Walker had gone into the
interior or had taken to the coast for tile purpose of
embarking. He remarked that he regretted very tmuch
that Mr. Walker had not accepted his termu, as lie
feared it would go very hard with him and his men if h-
attempted to make his way through thle enemy's coun-
try. The commander then remarked that those that
h:;t been left need alpprelhnd no danger, as British

protection should be entended to us. We were to libe
pernitted to leave Truxillo whenever opportunity pre-

isented, and would be dlowed to take our pije bag-
gage with us, but all tarms or papers r•tirg Gen.

Walker's expedition must be retained in the fort as
public property.

'I'The evening edition of tile Picayune says:
Tile British brig Kate which brought us the above

interesting correspondence, arrived at this port last
evening, from Ruatan island the 2d inst. She reports
that tile brig Favorita arrived at Port McDonald on tihe
,lst, from Truxillo the same day, whence she bIrings the

very latest intelligence from the mainland. It is to the
following effect:

Afte:" leaving Truxillo, Walker retireddown the coast
in the direction of Cape Gracias. He had at that time
(thle 21st) 80 men, all well armed and in good spirits.
On thle 23d the enemy started out in puursuit, and the
same day an enigag mInent took place at a locality called
"Cotton Tree," on thie Roman river.

Ini this engagemnent one man (private Pomeroy) was
killed andtfive men wouutlded, but none of them severely

Among them was Maj. Itoff, who was very badly dis-
figured with buck-shot; and private James J. Hogg, of
this city, who received a gun shot in the arm. The
wouInd, however, was not severe.
ean. W alker was also personally assailed in the con-

flict, and received a slight wound in the face. The as-
sailant was, however, shot down onl the spot.

After this engagement, Walker continued to retire
till the 25th, when he arrived at a place called Limas,
abandoned mahogany works, where the inhabitants at
first took to flight in great alarm, but were induced to
return by the favorable representations of one of their
number, under the advice of Walker.
From a careful comparison of the date, we are con-

vinced the very latest news of the party is of Sunday,
the 26th ult., on which day two of Walker's officers
left the main-land for Ruatan island for provisions.
They came over in a barge and experienced rough
weather, but did not reach the island till the 2:th, and
then were compelled to land on an uninhabited shore,
whence they made their way to fort McDonald next day.
These officersteft Walker and his party,Sunday the 26 th,

at a place called Limas, abandoned mahogany works, on
a river of the same name, some thirty or forty miles
from Truxillo, in the direction of Cape Gracias. Up to
this time the losses had been only two, private Pomeroy,
killed, as before stated, in an engagement with the ene-
my, and private Coleman, who fell a victim to the pre-
vailing fever of the country.

In the engagement above mentioned there were also
five wounded, as before stated-Maj. HIoofl; of Virginia;
private James J. logg, of this city, and private Samuel
Coffin, of Natchez.. The names of the other two have
not reached us. The remaining seventy-six were all in
excellent health, and amply provided with arms and
ammunition. Each man had a Minic musket, a hundred
rounnds, and many of them the latest improved revolvers
Of clothing, they had only one suit each, but that good.
Tents, blankets, or other canp equipage, they had none.
The nights, however, in that country, at this season of
the year, are not uncomfortably cold. They would ab-
solutely stand in need of them only in case of rain.

It being a cattle raising country, they bad of course,
abundance of good fresh beef. They were only in want
of vegetables, for which theparty mentioned had been
sent to the neighboring island.

Soon after the news reached Port McDonald, a small
vessel was chartered by Walker's friends'there, to pro-
ceed to the main-land with these provisions, additional
clothing and other assistance.

As to the report brought by the Oseila, that the
party were seeking a return to the islands, we are assured
it has ga foundation in fact. It is believed by our
informant that they would either proceed down the'
coast to Cape Gracias, to embark for inome port in
Nicaragua, or strike directly across thecountry, with
thesamne destination in view. Their neat movement
would be to a Carib village, about twenty-five miles from
Limas, where signals were to be erected as guides for
the returning otficers.

In addition to the above, we learn tiat there is no
probability of the. party being further jrnsued in that
direction by natives. Capt. Salmon opec declared it
to be his intention to get possession of Walkea, if hlie
could. But it is not probable he would 'end his ma-
rines, with which he was not very abund ay supplied,
far inland.

Gasaor IRALLY IN NEW ORLE.AN.-We extract the foil-

lowing account of the great Union meeting held in
New Orleans, from the Commnereitl Bulletin:

"The mass meeting last night (5th inst.) at the place
d'armes, of the friends of ]ell and Everett, was by far
the largest political gathering that we ever saw in New
Orleans. It was, in truth, a glorious rally of the con-
stitution Union men, and will have a powerful moral
effect, not only here in New Orleans, but throughout
the whole south. But two or thr-c wee weeks since we had
occasion to speak proudly of the first of the series of
mass meetings, announced by the executive committee
of the constitutional Union party of this State, to take
place in New Orleans. Some people thought that the
Bell arid Everett leaders were treading upon somewhat
dangerous ground, for no action preceded the day of
election, would test thle strength of the party so muich
as to call for gatherings such as were called for. As
we anticipated, it has turned out far differently from
the idea of those parties. The principles of tirhe party
"have touched the popular heart," as IIon. C. C.
Langdon said last night.

When we saw the nmeeting in the lower part of the
city, in Wa-hington square, we were satisfied beyond
all shadow of doubt, that the Queen city of the south
was safe for our Union candidates, John Bell and Ed-
ward Everett, both saris pear et sans reproche upon
their political and moral record. On that-occasion we
looked for a district gathering, with a fair delegation
from thei other sections of the city-we saw instead a
grand asseimblage. Last night we looked for a noble
turn out of tile good and true men of New Orleans,
and our hopes were agreeably grati5fid. We can say
in all sincerity that we had no anticipation of the bril-
liant procession and multitudinous meeting that took
Splace last night. The procession was gay, gallant.,
splendid, and the meeting was a grand one beyond all
question, both surpassing every thing of the kind we
have beheld in New Orleans. And not unworthy of
remark, too, that this took place notwithstanding yes-
terday was one of the hottest days, and last evening
one of the sultriest of the season.

About the hourappointed by the grand marshal, the
clubs from all parts of the city commenced to assem-
ble in Lafayette square. We have never seen a prettier
sight than was presented inthis square just previous to
the order being given for marching. The e!ubs, form-
ed in concentric circles, with their wreath of banners,
transparencies and torches, made up a scene well calcu-
lated to dazzle and delight. When everything was
ready the order to proceed to tile meeting was given,
and the procession proceeded down Camp. rip Canal and
down Rampart to the Place d'Armes.

For some time before the head of tihe procession
reached the Place d'Armes the meeting had been or-
ga It was called to order by Mr. Salomon, and
Ho1 . M. Lapeyre appointed president, assisted by at
least fifty vice-presidents; F. N. Barbot, II. DeBuys,
and F. Percy, jr., were appointed secretaries.

The Crescent says, the president, first making a few
appropriate remarks, in response to the compliment
paid to him, introduced the orator of the night, Hon
C. C. Langdon, of Alabama, late mayor of Mobile, and
for many years the editor of the Mobile Register. He
was heartily welcomed, and his speech ilore than met
the anticipation of the nlultitude.
