How TO CULTIVATE THE GArnEs.-It is conceded bythe best agriculturalists that the atmosphere is the great
fertiliser; that there are ever agents at work in nature's
great labratorv, whose operations malt has not yet been
able to imitate by all the resources of science; the most
important of these is the conversion of a portion of the
coustitvents of the air into food for plants, and the re-
newal of some of the elements carried off in the annual

crops.
The more liptrfect the aration of the soil, therefore,

the more rapidly do--s tile process go on, and the greater
the amnount food furnished in a given time to the
plant either growing, or to be grown; this can only b.
lccomplished by pulvelisatiou of thei soil so as to per
nit the access of air to it, in all directions; and the more
thoroughly it is pulv rised the greater the surface ex-
posed to it. action, and the greater the benefit to be do
rived.

Rapid grtv th is esein ial to the perfection of garden
vegetable- t:,erefore their food must be supplied in
large quantitiet-s and rapidly. This ciunot be dtone with
out freqlueit s:tirring of the soil. Many persons think
because chetir garde is t fte romn grass and weeds it doe-s
not need orkiing, and this opinion often prevents a sup
ply of temle"', wOll-faavored vegetables. Whenever a
