Vhat occurrence could he productive of deeper in-
ierest than the return of an only daughter, sinful andt
penitent, to an aged and doubtlessly heart-broken father!
Here wars a poor, timple-minded, deluded girl, crushed
with the full conviction of her cruelty toward an only
parent, whlose whole existenee had been wrapped up in
the warmeat love for his child; whose very birth had
brought desolation to his hears, and deprived him of
the solace and comfort of a wife, just when he had begun
to need it most. Was he yet alive? would he consent
to pardon and forgive such desertion? For the world
she took no thought; her whole heart was bent on re-
gaining the hearth and home of.her childhood; anid to
iimplo•e, the foregiveitess which she well knew slihe had
forfeited; to )ide her shalnie and repentance under the
pal''sali roof. andl devote her entire futu-e existence to

the innocent babe which lay smiling and looking up into
the face of the heart-broken mother, wholly unconscious
of the hot tears which flowed down her cheeks, more
than once dropping on its face.

I offered her all the consolation which in the state of
her mind, I could veniture to express. Rather sensitive
myself, and easily affectedl by the sight of so much grief,
I will not attempt to explain what my own feelings were.
They form one of those f.tded leaves which I treasure
up in the storehouse of my memory of the "long, long-
a-go."

FEELING ON ToE BATTLE FIEcLD.-lThe following is
the experienre of a wounded Frenchmen, in the Crim-
ean war, in regard to the ftelings of a soldier in con-
flict:

"Before the battle begins it is usual to feel no little
tremor, and , anv cheeks whitjh are knofn to be in
communication with stout hearts, blanche visibly. As
the conflict becomes imminent, courage returns, and
with the first flow of bloodan enthusiasm is raised which
constantly increases, and very seldom flags in the least
until the last shyt is fired. The effect of seeing a com-
rade shot down is generally to excite an unappeasable
thirst for vengeance against the foe, though in the end
one gets used to it."

"When wounded less than mortally, it is rot usual
for the soldier to be immediately aware of the fact, un-
less bones are broken. . sabre may be run through
any fleshy part of the body, and even a bullet rpay
lodge in dangerous proximity to the vitals, and he for
some ltime be totally unconscious of even a scratch.
When life is taken hy a single blow, the effcet is varied
with the nature of the wound, as well as with the tem-
perament of the man. Some times the poor fellow will
leap h;gh in the air, giving a piereeing scream, and
again he will lie down quietly. Oftener, however hesim-
ply falls dead without a struggle. In most cases the
features of the killed remain unchanged for along time
after death-eyes open and brilliant, and perchance, a
smile illuminating the face. To see such a ope it is
difficult to realise the presence of the grim nibnister,
death." '
