better treatment at our hands than they would if the
fortunes of war had not thrown tthem into our power.-
We are glad to be able to state that the people of the
city all alontg their ie to the prison entirely refrained
from anyL demonstr of contenmpt or disrespect and
althioug• exhtibiting a little too much curio .ity, perhaps,
stowed tlhemselves far above insulring the powerless
foe. This was as it should be. [Bulletin.
