'The Disturbed Condition of the Freedmen.
: We alluded, in vesterdatv's issue, to tile apprehensions

existing among'st many of the citizens of northwestern
Loiti-lana, in regard to a contemplated insurrection
amon•-t the nero population. We cannot justly ap-
preci tie. in the city, the feelings of insecurity existing
amiongst the people in the country. The white popula-
tiol are almist w\holl- anarmed. Acknowledging, In

sood faith, their allegiance to the United States gov-
ermntent, and desirioas, by their acts, to impress its
sentes with an evidence of submnissiotn to its author-

ity, the citizens have very generally complied with all
the retul.rtions which these agents have established

amongst them. The result is, that the white population
are disarmed; ano can ot. without a violation of exist-
ing regulations, provide any meansof resistitg violence

t hit iay be offeredto t them tby any portion of the
topulation which may be incited to insurrection.

In reference to the nero population, on the contrary,
our information ie that they are generally well provided
with the best revolvers, aild, in many cases, with other
armts. A gentleman recently from one of the northern
pari.hes, reports that the negroes in that section go
constantly armend. anld occasion great uneasiness and
dread to the white population.

If the negroes had been left to themselves, the kindly
relations existing between them and their former mas-
ters would p,robably have never been disturbed. The
new system of labor wiu!ld have been inaugurated with
a feeling on the part of the citizen that lie miust yield
to the inevitable necessity of emanciplatiotn, and with a
disposition on the part of tile ne ro to receive employ-
tnent from his former mtaster, between whlom and hin-
self existed a bond of attaclihment which can only be

appreciated by those who have grown up in the south,

and witnessed its exi-tence. But mischievous people
fromt other sections have sedulously inculcated in the
nei't--s minid a feeling of dietru nt and dioiike for south-

eri men.
