,Wh-'n we reached the shore of the )Dead sea we all

--azed in silence o the scene before us. 1\Vit were our
iiit impressions'? Putting aide the associations of
Go's o:'u-cr and riglteo!s judgmen t, which are irresis-
t:bly -- c .ted by all wev kne•w of those degraded races
wh d.:: it smeIn-here on the borders, or on spots w here
iti- woters rest, the scene was decidedly pleasing.
