Hi s first work was to change the programme, which

was, in his own language, as follows:
"In me administration of freedmen's affairs in Lou-

isiana, I acted upon the broad, democratic idea that r
there should be the sane code of laws for all; that c
every exceptional law or regulation for the black elan t
is but a recognition of the spirit of slavery. The
steps that I took were necessary to annihilate the dis-
tinction of that ca-te which sprang from slavery. d
Laws of the State made to govern the white man, h
while the freedman was in a state of slavery, surely
could not he too hard for him when admitted to the
benefits and penalties of the same. But there were r
men who had such a tender regard for the freedmen
that, while they were willing that they should accept I
the benefits of State laws, cried down as an outrage
any attempt to render him liable to the penalties of
the same. Thus, when I attempted to show oflicially I
that the freedmen could be arrested as vagrants, or
apprenticed in accordance with the laws that were
equally binding upon all free persons, these men were
ready to express great indignation at the wickedness
and enormity of such proceedings. The idea was
constantly held out to the freedmen that they were a
privileged people, to be pampered and petted by tie
govertntett. The effect was most pernicious. It not I
only gave them expectations that could ntt be re-
alised, but prevente

d 
them front securing civil rights

that the laws of the State conferred upon thetm."

The lack of Itrmony a Ie found existing between

labor and capital, ire ascribes to the conduct of a few

local agents of the bureau, whose acts were such as to

destroy that confidence which should exist between

those planters who were endeavoring to give free
labor a fair trial and the freedmen who worked their

fields. These acts, he says, are done through mui-taken

notions of kindness to the freedmen.

h'robatly the most important action taken by Gen.

Fullerton while coimiissioner, and one that gave the

itost satisfaction to our citizens, was the bursting up of

those special tribunals-the freedments court. His
reasons for so doing we give in his own words:

"The next step taken by me was to direct that no

more arrests be made by the officers of the bureau,
and to abolish thote tribunals of special jurisdiction
knowtit as freedmen's courts. I thought it better that,
in cases where tir eats were necessary, the olteers of

the bureau should call onthe military- oflicers in the
vicinity to take cogutitance of the matter. By doing
so, justice would be equally obtained, and a diragreea-
ble feature removed from the bureau. There are men
in the bureau whose prejudice in favor of the black
race go so ftr that they can hear only one side of a
complaint, mnd whose zeal leads them, in many in-
stances, to use the power of arrest that has been coo-
nitted to them to the great detriment not only of the
white mtat, but also of the black. Wherever a wrong
is done the white man, the result is to create in ii
breast it proportionate hatred of, or enitnitv towardt
the blacks. These oflicers escaped all ill effects of
such action except personal abuse, but the black man
suflers othertise.

"itv virtue of the law's of tile State of Louisiana,
both under the new constittuloti and the old code, all
free per-ons, w ithout regard to color, are admitted tic
the State courts. Tie black man has the wilne right
in these courts as the white. lie can sue and be -e
and his own testimony cati be taken ill all eas r
whether the parties to the suit are white or black.

Loosi Corros.-The cotton factors of New Orleans
t have signed an obligation, pledging themselves not to

employ any samplers, cotton presses or markers, who
gobble up the loose cotton as perquisites. This is a

imove in the right direction, and, if successful, will
stop a leak through which manuv a pound of cotton has

disappeared. But it seems that the cotton factors are

not to have it all their own way without meeting with

strong opposition. The "cotton brokers' clerk asso-

ciation" have passed a resolution demanding one

pound per bale as a perquisite, and say that they will

not class, sample or mark cotton, when it is denied

them. The young gentlemen are certainly very mod-

est in their demand for only one pound, when they

could, with the same propriety, have demanded the

whole bale. But they are too sharp for that. All they

ask is the pound known to their arithmetic-the devil
himself only knows how much that is, avoirdupois.
They have had this privilege of cabbaging cotton from
the planter so long, that they have come to look upon
it as an inherent right, and they appear determined to
hold on to it. They have no more rigt to the loose
cotton than we have. It properly belongs to the
owner of the bale from which it was taken, and not to
the man who was paid to sample it. They have just
as much right to all the loose change in their em-
ployers pockets as they have for this cotton, and
would no doubt " perquisite a little if they had the
privilege of sampling them.

I tit urged to ask this, iiasmneh as the article to
which I refer has caused much annoyance and trouble
to bott the shipper and otlicerstof the department, and
also because under the law, articles upon which duties
are imposed by provision of the law when removed in
ftaud of the law, are subjet t to seizure by and fork it-
ire to the United States. While I have no disposition

to obstruct or restrict the shipment of cotton by any
planter in nay collection district, it must be understood
that I am personally responsible for the amoni t of
assessed duties, and that every means possible and
proper under the law, must be taken to collect the samte.

BRITISH COERCION OF THE COLONIES.

The history of political parties in the colonies, and
the result of the recent war in the United States, has
at last opened the eyes of the British government to
the fact that if she would retain her hold upon the north

American colonies she must consolidate her power, and
build up a government that will rival the United States,
under a monarchial form of government. Here we find

it now her declared policy to bring about this consolida-
tion of interests in spite of all opposition. With this

end in view, she proposes to sell to Canada the Hudson
bay territory, and add it to the consolidated power. In
this she displays her cunning, for she sees that unless
something of this kind is done that the United States
is destined to absorb Canada first, and then her other
north American colonies one by one, until she will not
have a foothold left upon this hemisphere.

THE INTERESTS WORKING AGAINST THIS SCHEME.

This declared policy of England has at last fully
aroused the colonists, and the lower provinces are
manfully battling for their rights. Nova Scotia, New
Brunswick and prince Edward's island have emphati-
cally condemned this scheme as oppressive and tyran-
nical, and now we find the seeds of revolt raising up in
lower Canada. The French people, who in 1837 re-

belled, are fully aroused. The order of the "Sons of

Liberty" is extending all over the province. They are

contributing their means and establi1ling their organs,
which wage a fierce war upon British domination and

coercion. Already the order numbers about 50,000

good men and true, who, if forced into confederation,
will rebel as certain as they did in IS87 against Brit-

ish oppression and wrong. This order is rapidly revo-

lltionising lower Canada to annexation to the United
States i1s the only safeguard against confederation with

upper Canada and a certain ruin to themselves.

As soon as Col. Gaw, the post commandant, heard
of this outrage, the gallant soldier immediately issued
an order for the arrest of all idle negroes and depriving
them of all fire arms that might he in their possession.

reside nec, and hint iide owned ty the dnebtr, havit
a faitly, or melther, or father, or person or pur'iou
dependent on him for support: also one work ho- a!,
one wagon or cart, one yoke of oxen, two rows and
calves, twenty'-five heatl of hotg. or one thotsattd
pounds of bacon, or equitale'nt ii pot l, and if a farmer,
the nec-ssary quantity of corn and fodder for the cur-
rent ver ;.provided, that the property herein declared
to be exemtpt from seizure and sale, dols not eCeeed
in value, two thousand dullirs; and in case of excess,
any sale thereof under execuueitn shall be talt e from
the lot of ground and buildings herein mentionedt 'ny
not from the other property herein mentioned as bai
exempt from seizure and sie; and, proeidtd furth!t
that no lubtor shall he entitled to the exemption pry
vided for in this section, wttose wile shall own in ili

own right, and be in the actual etjo-mett of pripert
worth more than one tloutand dollars.

shall, by virtue of this tet, be exempt from sale frI
non-payint iit of taxes or as-eisments levied pursuntt

to law, nor for debt contracted for the pur'hale pne
of said exempted proptrty, nor for montier lie f
rents, -earing a privilege on said property under cx
ietingP laws.
