In answer to the resolution of the house of repre-
Or- sentatives of the 20th of December, 1865, directing

the superintendent of the freedmen's bureau to inform
the house whether any real estate seized under the act
of 17th July, 1862, as enemy's property, aind the title
of which by that act was vested in the United States,
had been assigned or allotted to freedmen for a resi-
dence and homestead by order of any department of
the government, and if so, whether the same has been
restored to the rebel owners and the people of color

ly ordered off, and by whose authority; and, also, whether
Sthe abandoned plantations had been occupied and thusrill restored, and if known to the said superintendent of

the bureau, to state under what pretence of authority
m property once vested in the United States under the

confiscation of enemy's, not as traitor's property, was
taken from the United States, but owned or conqueredrt. enemies. I have the honor to submit the following
information of the number of pieces of property seized
and condemned under the act of January 17, 1864, and
occupied by freedmen, under the supervision of this
bureau.

"' The records of this office do not show, however, that
only such property has been actually allotted to them
for homesteads. No property of this character occu-
pied by freedmen has been restored to former owners.
A large number of abandoned plantations have been
occupied by freedmen, and in the States of South Caro-

.d lina and Georgia few plantations of this character have
been actually allotted to freedmen as homesteads under
provisions of Gen. Sherman's field order No. 15. The
records of this office show that no plantations so allot-
ted have been restored to former owners. Many aban-
doned plantations occupied by, but not allotted to freed-
m, ien, have been restored to former owners, but in such
cases care has always been taken to prevent suffering
resulting from such action.

No property vested in the United States, under the
confiscation of the enemy's property, has been taken
from the United States and bestowed on conquered
enemies. Evidence that property has not been libeled
under the act of July 17, 1864, or if libeled, that the
proceedings against it have been dismissed by the
United States courts, is always required before property
in the hands of the bureau is restored to the former
owners.

It is proper, however, to state that the amount of
roperty held as enemies' property, and the amount

Tactually allotted to the freedmen as homesteads, is a
very small proportion of the entire amount in the
hands of this bureau.

The real property turned over to it at its organisation
Swas seized for most part as abandoned, and it was in-
tended not only to allot this to freedmen, but also to
use it as a means of revenue for the latter purpose. It

. had already become exceedingly useful and valuable to
the burcea, and measures had been initiated to use
portions of it for the former purpose, when, on the
16th of August, instructions were received to the effect

' that abandoned property should be restored to former
1 owners, when pardoned under those instructions. The
: bureau has parted with the greater part of this pro-

" perty. Its tenure upon it has been rendered so uncer-
tain that the steps taken to allot it to freedmen have
been countermanded in moat instances, and its revenue
has been so curtailed that it is not a self-supporting
institution.

Crawford mnarched in command of this battery with oj
IBuruside's coluimn of thearmyof Ohio. a hen the latter
entered eact Tennessee, in the summer of 18:13. After

SrevgNS AND JcDGE TANax.--"Mack" theL Washington correspondent of the Cincinnati Commer-
cial gives the radical Stevens a good drubbing for his
remarks in relation to judge Taney:

The concluding sentence of Thad. Stevens's speech,
wherein he snatches the sceptre of eternal justice from
the Almighty, and passes sentence of everlasting death
upon the late chief justice of the United States, is one
of the most disgraceful utterances that ever fell from
the lips of an American statesman. L would be hard
to find in the United States, to-day, an apologist for or
defender of the Dred Scott decision, but I do not be-
d lieve the American people have become so lost to all
sense of decency and propriety as to applaud the man
who would, like some wild beast of prey, desecrate tihe
sepulchre of its dead author, or drag forth his crumb-
ling remains to curse and damn them, and that, too, in
the presence of those who had known judge Tancy as
a kind and loving father, of whom two were in the
gallery of the house of representatives when the vile
words were uttered.

Mr. Stevens remarked that "the doctrine that this is a
white man's government is as atrocious as that infamous
sentence which damned the late chief justice to ever-
lasting fire." Now, apart fi'om all considerations of
propriety, there is a historical lie in this. Mr. Stevens
seeks to put judge Taney forth as the author of the
sentiment that "negroes have no right which white men
are bound to respect"-an infamous expression of
course. A man of the age and experience of the gen-
tleman from Lancaster, must know that judge Taney
never said any such thing as his own opinion, but in
the course of Irhis decision, after citing a numnber of
facts on the subject, stated that such was the prevailing
opinion in Europe a hundred years before the forma- s
tion of the American government. As this fact is
often furnished for unworthy purposes, it may be well
to quote the exact language of the court, as delivered
by judge Taney. It is as follows:
"It is dilficult at this day, to realise the state of plub-

lie opinion in relation to that unfortunate race which
prevailed in the civilised and enlightened portions of
the world at the time of the declaration of independ-
ence, and when the constitution of the United States
wAs framed and adopted. But the public hii-tory of
every European nation displays it in it manner too plain
to be mistaken. They had for more than a century
before been regarded as beings of an inferior order,
and altogether unflit to associate with the white race,
either in social or political relations, and so far inferior
that they had no rights which the white man was bound
to respect; anrod that the negro might justly and law-
fully be reduced to slavery for his benefit."

Tihe perversion of historical truth for political pur-
poses is a thing of altogether too frequent occurrence
in this country, and ought to be discountenanced by
right minded men of all parties. A parallel case to
that cited above will readily recur to the reader in the
history of the late Thomas Corwin, whose politicalt
opponents published him to the world as saying that
he hoped the Mexicans would welcome tl.e Amrerican
army "with bloody hands to hospitable graves." Mr. I
Corwin never said any such thing. WVhat lie did say
was that if lie were a Mexican as he was ain Armericanl
he would welcomer etc.
The Dred Scott decision is bad enough without seek-

fing, by falsifying tile record, to make it and its author
more odious in the estimation of the civilised world, I
and especially of a nation who have so lately paid so
dearly for that decision.

But allow me, through friendship, to advise you, my
colored friends, for your good, both young and old.
Avail yonrrelres of all occasions to learn to read the
word of God, and then study it close{ and practice its
holy precepts. In all your intercourse in life, be mild
andl prutient, and give no offense to your former own-
ers by either words or deeds. To you wh$ are teach-
ers-white teachers from the north-male and female,
be prudetlt, and give no unnecessary offense to even
rdbers, for they already hate you with a perfect ha-
tred. And if Gen. Thomas were to withdraw his
hl) onets from this city, this colored school could not
ec.it one week; nay, more, if the federal bayonets
were all withdrawn from this State, a rebel mob would
drive me and this legislature out of Nashville in one
wet k. Our civil and military functionaries, and secret
agents, may make their flying vinits through the south,
acid return and report the south all right, and recon-
structed, and all accepting the results of the war.
Thoise of you who are green enough to believe it, may
do so, but pardon tme for saying I don't believe one
wo-rd of it. The south is still rebellious, and the peo-
ple of this State, to a great extent, are displeased with
wit, t you are doing now. Why, if the Saviour of
mrnl were to descend from the clouds, with the shoul-
dter straps of a lieutenant general, and bring with him,
at a military staff the old apostles, they could not
Ie:,.se these reconstructed rebels and galvanised Union

tien, provided they held the principles we have all
aittounced here to-day.

Despatch that the supreme court of Tennessee has
lately pronounced a decision which will touch the vitrals
of many transactions entered into during the war. Tilhe
case was as follows: It was in the case of 0. B. Wright
and ii. Cantrell, plaintiffs in error, against Wesley
Overall. The cause camne up from the circuit court ofDeK ilb county. Plaintiffs in error had executed their
note to Samson Yergan for the sum of 80:). The note
had been assigned by Yergan to Reuben Scott, and by
Scott to Overall. On the 9th day of Decemhpr, 1862,
Wright and Cantrell had paid Overall $300 in Confed-
erate money, and had taken his receipt for the sae.,
The t redit was not entered on the note, though it is a
mattr of record, lie promised to make such credit. In
the circuit court, Overall sued for the full face of thenote, and the court gave judgment for that amount,
;,::iche A :rIgght and Cantrell came up by writ of error.
The cuprerne court affirm the judgment below, in an
opinion regarded by the leading members of the bar as
ain able one. The cardinal points assumed by their
honors are: 1. That the courts cannot recognise as a
power capable of issuing money that which is not and
never has been so recognised by the legislature and
executive branches of the government; 2. That theso-catled Confederate States are not recognised by those
branuihes, and never itere; 3. Therefore any paperissued by the said Confederate States, purporting to be
money, cannot be recognised as such by the courts.
