The Speech of the President to the Soldiers
AND SAILORS.

WASHINGTON, April 18.-In reply to the crowd of i
soldiers and sailors assembled at the white house this
evening to pay their respects to the president, presi-
dent Johnson said: I confess that in the present pos- 1
ture of public affairs your presence and address give
encouragement and confidence to me in.my efforts to
discharge the duties incumbent on me as chief magis-
trate of the republic, and in what I have to say I shall
address you in the character of citizens, sailors and
soldiers. [Applause.] We are to-day involved in
one of the most critical and trying situations that has
occurred since the government cime into existence.
A nation hIas another test still to undeigo, and that is,
to give evidence to the nations of the edrth and to its
own citizens that it has the power to restore internal
peace; that it has strength enough to pitt doien treach-
ery and treason within its own borderi. [Cheers.] s
We have commenced an ordeal, and I trust in God we tj
will pass through it successfully. [Cheers.] I feel
complimented by the allusion of one present to the
fact that in the senate, in 1860 and 1861, when the
nation Was entering on this ordeal, I raised my hands
against treason; treachery and traitors. [Cheers, and f
cries of "good."] I stand here to-day holding to and p
maintaining the same position which I then occupied. er
[Cheers.] I stand here to-day opposing traitors and
treason wherever they may be, in the sduth or in the
north. [Loud cheers.] I stand here to-day as I then
stood-using all my powers, mental and phbsical, to hb
preserve the nation in going through the third phase h
of its existence. The organised forces and dombined
powers that recently stood arrayed against us are dis- al
banded and driven from the field, but it does not fol-
low that there are still no enemies against our present al
form of government and our free institutions. [Ap- Pt
plause.] I then stood in the senate of the United W

States, denying the doctrine of separation and feces- -

sion. I denied then, as I do now, that any State has w
the right of its own will to separate itself from the A
other States, and the right to destroy the Union and a
break up the government; and I think I have given ur
some evidence that I have been sincere and in earnest.
And now I want to know why it is that the whole ed
train of slanderers and calumniators have been bark-
ing and snapping at my heels? [Cheers.] Why is it
they have arrayed themselves against me? Is it be- th
cause I stand on the side of the people ? And when I fo
say people, I include sailors and soldiers. [Cheers.]
Why is it that they are arrayed in traducing and falsi- p
fying and calumniating me ? Where were they during '
the rebellion just ended? Ever at home in bed. P'
[Laughter.] In the Senate I raised my voice against
it; and when it was believed that it would be to the
interest of the nation thlat I should assist in putting
down the rebellion, did I not leave my place in the sen-
ate, a place of emolument, ease and distinction; and take
my position where the enemy otild be reached, and
where men's lives were in danger? [Cheets, and cries
of "that's so."] While I was thus exposed personally a
and publicly, some of my present traducers and calum- n
niators were far removed from the foe, and were enjoy- o
ing ease and comfort. [Cheers and laughter.] But I
care not for them; I care not what slander the foul m
whelp has turned against me; I care not for all that
they may tell you to-day. Although pretty well ad- pr
vanced in life, I feel that I shall live long enough to a
live down the whole pack of traducers and slanderers. e
[Applause.] They have turned the whole pack loose (
to lower me in your estimation. Verily they can't do sa
it. Tray, Blanche and Sweetheart; little dogs and all,
conice along snapping and snarling at my heels, but 1 a
heed them not. [Cheers.] The American people--
citizens, soldiers and sailors-know that from my ad-
vent into public life to the present moment I have b
always stood unwaveringly the advocate and defender I
of their rights and interests. [Cheers.] We are now th
in the nations third ordeal--we are not yet through. se
We denied that States could go out of the Union.
We denied the doctrine of secession, and we have Ig
demonstrated that we were right. We demonatrated e
it by the strong arm. Yes, thb soldiers and the gi
sailors, God bless them ! hare demonstrated by their ti
patriotism and strong arms that States have tlot power t
to leave the Union: [Applause.] What followed?
The Confederate armies were overpowered aid dis- I
banded, and there was a willingness on the part of the i at
people of those States to come back in obedience to as
the law and acknow ledge the supremacy of the con-
stitution of our fathers. For what have we passed
through this third ordeal? It was to prove the princi- fd
pie that no State had the power to break up the go-
ernment. It was to put down rebellion. The rebell-
ion has been put down, and for what? Was it to m
destroy the States? Verily, nefer. For what have ot
all these lives been sacrificed, and i!! this treasure to
exp•nuded? Was it for the purpdie of destroying the tr
States? No. It was for the purpdse of preserving to
tilhe union of the States. That is what we have been w:

cointendir.g for, and to establish the fact that the in
n ttion can liflt i:s own head above and beyond internal
wars and treason and traitors at home. When the b
rebellion in Massachusetts was put down, did that put a
Massachusetts out of the Union and destroy the State ? h
When the rebellion in Pennsylvania was put dowr, ct
did that destroy the State and put it out of the Union ? ! t
So when the great rebellion was put down, and the m
constitution and laws of the country restored, the hi
States engaged in the rebellion being crtished, the law o
restored and the constitution acknowledged in them, tc
stood in the U:.ion anld constitution, a portion of this V
glorious bright galaxy of States. In passing through fr
this ordeal, lwhich has been done in them under the fI
direction of nmy lamented predecessor, we commenced th
the work of reform. We succeeded, bufore I came
here, in restoring the relations which had existed be-h i t
tween Tennessee and the rest of the Union, with one th
exception-the relation of representation. I came to St

Washington, and i under extraordinary circumstances, el
succeeded to the presidential chair. The congress of 1"
the United States had adjourned, without prescribing al
any plan. !1 then proceeded, as I had done in my own 'l
State in reconstructing the government, to restore the i
other States. And how did we begin? We found:
that the people had no courts, and we said to the l
judges, district attorneys, and marshals, go down there t Cl
and hold your courts-the people need the tribunals th
of justice to be opened. V as there anythiIlg wres'ug u
in that? The courts were opened. What else? We '
looked out and saw that the people had r:o mails. TI
They had been interrupted and cut off by the ope.a- n
lions of thile rebellion. We said to the postmaster c

general, let the people have facilities for mails, and let
tlhens again begin to understand what we all fee ,nd
think. We are one people. We looked out :gain, s,
and saw that owing to a blockade the custom hOeats -
were all closed. We said, open the doors of the cus-
tom houses and remove the blockade; let the pureuits
of peace go onil, and it was done. We thus traveled Ite
on step by step, opening the customi houses, appoint- Is)

ing collectors, establishing the ma•t facilities, and
restoirng all the railroads that had been interrupted
by the rebellion. Was there anything undertaken to ar
be done here that waS not authlorised by the constitu- Ith
tion ? that was not justified by the great necessity of
the case, and that has not been clearly consistent with te
the constitution and with the generous spirit of our ha
glovernmelnt? [Cheers.] W'has remained to be done? Ih
SOine other trling remained to show the Civilized world

that we had passed successfully through the tryillg
ordeal of our national existetlce, and prove that our al
Igovernment was popular. A great principle was to da
be resolved, which was established in our revolution, ra
when our fathers were contending against the power er
of Great Britain. What was one of the principal th
causes of their complaint? It was that they were th
denied representation. They complained of taxation hi
Swithout representation. [Cheers.] One of the great fo
principles laid down by our fathers, and whlich fired It
their hearts, was that there should be no taxation t
without representation. How now does the imatter
stand? Who has been usurping power? Who has m
been defeating the operation of the constitution? t•l•
What now remains to be done to complete the resto-.
ration of these States to all their former relations!
under the federal government, and to finish the great
ordeal through which we have been passing?

firbid. Your president now, is the tribuneof the peo-
ple, I thank God I am, and I intend to assert the pow-
er shich the people have placed in me. [Cheers.]
You, president standing here day after day, discharg-

it g iris duty, is like a horse on a treadmill and because
he dares differ in oplniot in regard to publicnieasuree,
he qiust be denounced as a usurper and a tyrant. Can
he orig:•ate anything under the veto power? I think
veto, power conservative in its character, and affirm that
all that can be done dnder the veto power is to say
whet legislation is hasty and unwise, and constitution-
ally stop action and wait till it can be sutbnii'ed to the
people, and let them consider whether it is right or
wroig. [Applause.] That is all there is in it. Henco
I si• that tyranny and power can be exercised some-
whete else than by the executive. He is powerless,
All that he can do is to check legislatioti-to hold it in
a state of abeyance-until the people can consider and
unddrstand what is being done. Then what has been
dont? I have done what conscience, I believed, requir-
ed nie to do. [Applause.]

So believing; I intend to stick to my pbsition, relying
on tlie judgmen

t and the intelligence of the people,
the soldiers and the sailors especially. [Cheers.] Then
for ,ny life, I cannot see where there is any.tyrangy.
It is' very easy to impugn motives, and suspect the
purest antl best acts of a man's life. If you come for-
ward and propose a certain thing, your motives are sesa-
pettid rnd condet•ned, and if you withhold your.opiu-
ion, rot are regirded as being opposed to the matter.
So, that it is very hard to move one way or the other,
so far as certain persons are concerned. In the Amer-
ic•n apeople is mny hope for the salvation of the country.
I am with yon, soldiers and sailors, and citizens. . Who
has s•acrificed or periled more? Has not my all been
put cn it? My life, my property-everything sacred
and dear to manu-has been staked upon it, aqd can I
now be :,upccted of faltering at the close of this third
ordetl of the nation? Where is he, in public or in pi-
v:ate life who has sacrificed more, or who has devoted
moi'e of his time and energies to the accomplishment
of the great end than I, and have done it from the
promptings of my den heart. I believe it was right,
and Lith your hearts and your countenances and your
encoyragements; I shall go through on that line.
(Cheers and laughter ) And when I cothe to talk about
sailors and soldiers, about this to be done. and that to
be dai'e, all I want is for you to wait and see. So,
as fai' as you are concerned, wait and see if I don't
stand by you, although every other man may falter and
fail. ' (Clhccs.) I want to see measures of policy
brought forward that will adeanhe the interests of the
people and of that portiod df the people who constitute
the gallant, brave Imen; who, in both branches of the
service, have t:pheld the National flag and sustained
the .onuatry in the iecent struggle. I thank yott
gentlemen for the encouragement; I thank you for your
countlenoce oun this oc.aidrt. It cheers me on and
gives ne strength to perform the work before me. If
we are true to ourselves, if we are true to the constitu-
tion, the day is net far distant when this government
will le restored. Let us go on and restore the com-
merce and trade, and let us not only inspire confidence
it bhyne, but respect abroad, by letting the nation re-

assutte its course of greatness. I know that some will
find fault with mte, and say that I am too lenient, and
too kind; and all that. If we were all to be put to
dehtii

, 
or punished and thrown away, for one offenso or

for the :-tidndt offense, or were to be lost and excluded
from toc.cty and communion with our fellow.men, how
man, of uis wculd be left? We must reason with each
other antd tuiderstand our nature and what is necessary
to restore peace and harmony and concord to a dis-
tracted and divided people. In tinie of war it is right
to bubn villages, sack cities and deviistate fields, to lay
waste a countty and cripple and reduce the enemy; but
in tine cf peace the converse of that cdurseis precisely
the right onc, and the true policy df a nation is to re-
build its cities, restore its villages antd renew its field of
agrictlt-re. I know there ate sotie seho have been at
heone cultivating during the war, and who bring to the
consi.lerations of the questions of peace, harmony, and
the .avocation of civil life, all the feelings of resent-
ment which ar•mated is when the war was running
high. But take the brave men who sustained the flag
on th'; field -nd oil the wave, and you will find better
feelings and better judgment on these questions than
you ill! fuid with those who have been sitting in the
closet and never smelledgunpowder. [Cheers.] Yes,
from the pri atet to thte general, they know how to treat
the I resent circumstances better than any of those
clos:t, pctriot and humanitarians. Then, niy country-
men, •ielow-citizens, soldiers and sailors, let as rejoice
that peacelhas come; let us rejoice that the relations of
State:, are about being restored. Let Os make every
effort we can on proper principles to restore the re-
lationrs which existed between the federal government
and tlhe states. I thank God that peace is restored; I
thalnk God that our brave men can return to their fam-
ilies mant homes and resume their peaceful avocations.
I thank God that the baleful planet of fire and blood
whlel a shoa t time ago was in the ascendant, has been
ehaseid atay by the benignant star of peace. Now
that t;he star of peace is suspended in the heavens, let
us cultivate ite earth and the relations of peace, and
all thbse associa

t
ions which appertain to men in peace.

The limeir i iot disttnt whed we Can. have a political
millutni:um, a political jubilee, and Wheii we can pro-
cltairn to all the uttions of the earth that we are again
a united peorle, and tat we have triumphantly passed
thrtou;h our third ordeal-have peace at home, and
pboweec to bid def.ance toall the world. [Cheers.] Re.
iemlv'er, one thing, gentlemen, that in my past life,
tbhougoh sitndeirers mtay misrepresent, none can say that
I ever dccivud or betrayed him. It will be for you to
see in, the frture who will redeem all his promises, ansd
who -fill be mtost faithful. I thank, you, gentlemen,
fo5 tise compilment you have paid me.

I.NTERESTIN• DECISION IN ADosIRALTY'.--judge Rich.
ard •tusteed, of the United States district court for
the squtehern district of Alabama, has rendered an in-
tericting decsiron in a case involving the dutiee of a
master of a vessel. A minor son of Mary A. Smith,
havin'g received a thousatnd dollars in this city from'
the agernts of his mother, took passage on a steamer
for Mobile, on the 22d of February last. On the ir'p
you'ng Gnrith eris enticed into a game by professed
anid nown gamblers, and lost seven hundred and fifty
dollars. Whereupon his mother brought suit in admi-
ralty 1 gninst thie master of the steamer, for the recor.
ery Gtf tie money so lost. Judge Busteed, viewing
the injury c,:mplained, of as a marine test,, decided
that the case came within the proper jurisdiction of
his court, and rendered judgment against the captain
for tle amount lo.t by young Smith, with interest.
It wac proved that the captain, though cognisant of
the transactir,n and of the character of the gamblers,
made no effiot to compel them to restore what they
had von fromn their victim. The court took the view
that 'passengers, and more especially women and
minors, are under the protection of shipmasters, and
that, the latter are responsible for injuries to passenu
gers ~ihelt, in their power to prevent them.
