It contains not a word
of the war; no chapter or line on the avowed theme
It is, in great part, the history of the events, measure!w
and doctrines, in southern politics, that preceded and
led to the war, presented by the author from the fals4,
and new stand-point that he now so treacherouslyed occupies.

ill But in the main it is written to glorify H. S. Foote.
P He is the hero of the tale. The industry with which
he has gathered up, from newspapers, from stumpt
speeches, from private conversations, from friend acd

I foe, every notice of himself that would tend to ma",)
nify and make him important in public regard, is tritly
wonderful. Not one crumb of praise escapes him ; hbe
gathers all these tender tokens with the zeal of a lover,

";, and hordes them with the care of a miser.
And when the text gives out, he crowds the notes

d with new anttd freshly discovered compliments to iH. S.nd Foote. The book begins and ends with him, and we

he venture to say the personal pronoun "I " occurs in it
of oftener than in any book of its size ever publi-hed, or

that ever will be, unless the author continues his his-
tory, "so-called," in another volume, which ihe merci-
lessly threatens to do.

We did not take the pains to count the number of
times that thie author, by his o;wn tuickness, sag:,acIiy
and patriotic zeal, saved the Union; but wve lnow,
without counting, that it was more than rine i Once
it was by getting into a baroucnhe and rushing tip to
the white house to tell the president of some d;lt I
machinations of Benton. (This, we think, was before
breakfast.) Once by grasping Webster by the hanl,
in the ante-room of the senate, and showing him a
newspaper from Boston, containing "alarmitng'" intel-eI ligence. Once by writing a letter to Calhouu. Again

l, by tender of his coSperation to AMr. Clay.
Id I, fact, he was for two years, in 1850-1, rushing up
andd down Pennsylvania aveinue-sometimes on fiot,
but when the exigency was too great, in a etrriagear saving the Union. ills activity and agility on these
"momenitous" occasions, and the entire frisklnes of
his patriotism, could be equalled only by the like dis-
play of like qualities by a squirrel in a tree-top.

But to treat the book seriously, whether becoming
or not, it is a gross and malignant misrepresentation of
the civil policy of the war oil tie part of the south.
It is a mean bird that befouls its own test. He falseiv
represents that the south was governed by a heartless
military despotism ; that the rights of the citizen.
rthat his personal liberty was, for four years, in the
name of State lights, crushed out by the irons heel of
domestic military tyrants.

Is there one word of truth in this? In all the perils
and temptations of our positioni, was there an hour
when the president of the Confederacy assumed to
take uponl himself the suspension of the writ of halbc-
as costrpts? And how does this tenderness to the prin-
ciples of the constitution compare with the history of
northern events? And but for ninety days, in all the
long years of the war, was the writ suspended by the

1 act of congress, and then only in special cases.
But for this brief period, there never was a tinme

n when a resident of the Confederacy, citizen or soldier,
int camp or out of it, could not obtain the privileges of'
this writ. And there was not a day but somewhere,
Sbefore some Confederate judge, soldiers were released

. from service, under the provisions of this "most gra-
cious writ." Where, in all the broad Confederacy,
was a citizen tried before a military commrission or
court-marti al? The citizen was as securely protected
in his personal liberty as in the days of the profoutnd-
Set peace.

WVe fought in thle war on the principles for whlich it
was fought--the rights of States and citizens under the
constitution. If we failed, it was not because we were
not true to them. To be sure, there were ment who
said, "Let us, for a season, roll up the constitution

i and stow it away in dusty pigeon-holes, as they did at
the north, and let tus 'light the devil with fire'-let us
do evil that good may come." But such counsel,
treacherous to principle, had few friends, and was
scorned by the Confederate government.
We fought the war, determined, however it ended,

to hang up our armor on thie unviolated principles of
the constitntiion. And Foote, the mean traitor to
every cause lie damns with his service, cannot make
his-tory of his malignalnt filsehoods.

t With the views of our cause presented in this book,
whiat right had lie to seek high place it the govern-
meCnt?

lint eC was a tmelrnor or tOoe Ionledrate congrtss
, by his own seekini; anrd he whines and moans and

makes pitifil coiisrfc.'sions to the north, for htaving been
so associated. We do not think there is enough quite
of the spaniel, even in Foote, to make his humility
and eo.rfession satisfactory to those to whom it is so
ignobly litered.

There is nothing more despicable in this book of
fulsome flattery and mean fal-chood than this halting
cor/ission, unless it be the constantly occurring malig-
alunt attacks upon Jeflersou Davis. Foote is his erie-
my, ansd he would like to be considered his rival; but
there is none so mean as to do Foote the risonor of
isue an association.

Sl'isiorr bound as lie is, his word would stard s against
the world. Reverence and love are now paid himi out
of all hearts, more fully than in the day of lietore
and power. Upon the lpublie heart and judgment, all
such attacks strike as harmless as do the tings of the
bats upon his sacred prison walls.

JEFF. )DaVIS IN PntsoS.-Fromt Richmond I went
down the James river to fortress Monroe. On the
way objects of interest were pointed out-fort D.r-
ling, Butler's Dutch gap canal, Harrison's landing,
city point, Jamestown--the first white settlement iin
the new world, Newport News, etc. Upon i:rtrodue-
tion, I obtained a pass to enter the fortress, ahere I
had not been manyu hours when I met the great rebel
chief Jeff. Davis face to face, while he was takling his
usual daily walk on the ramparts under the escort of
an officer by his side and two armed soldiers behind
him ; and I had a good view of him as he passed me.i.
IHe was well dressed, rhad a light-colored lelt hat, and
new boots. His eye was clear and bright, his step
firm, and his bearing as proud as ii Roman conquerer.

I lie is indulged in this recreation every day, and is ap-
parently cheerful and free front care. DI)uring these
walkus he frequently recites scraps of Latin and Greek
poetry. lie is privileged aithl the use of the fine
library of the fortress, and is permitted to write, of
course tinder inspection of the commanding officer.

iHe is a great smoker, and when in ihis apartment
employs his time in writing, reading and praying.
Alternately he is very quiet and pious, and restive and
boisterous. He freely expresses his opinions aborut
the generals and lreaders on both sides.

the Confederacy, and that he "gave orders to let him
go, and not to stop lhim," adding, "I was glad to get
rid of such a nuisance."

" The duke of Marlborough," Jeffl says, "deserted
his sovereign-fought successively under the banners
of another prince, and his name has come down in
history as one of the noblest men, and greatest gen-
erals of his time.
