With railroads stretching still further iino Texas, and
draining the region between the lied and Ouachita
rivers, this business would be doubled at once.

The people of St. Louis-a city as entirely identi-
fied in feeling and interest with the southwest as with
the northwest-suflers an immense drawback annu ally
by reason of the freezing up the Mtssiasippi. To ob-
viate thli, the leading men of that city have proposed
an air-line road from St. Louis to Galveston, which
would t.ke Little Rock and Shreveport on its course
with the slightest deflection. That such a road will
be built is beyond doubt, because it is a coniereial
i,,.qi,ite. The connection of Shreveport and Vicks-
burg by railroad can redound to no great good to
either city; indeed, that measure is detrimental to our
local and sectional interests, as we should seek to find
an outlet for all our surplus products to the southward.
The St. Louis and Galveston air-line road would he
mutually advantageous; byis means Galveston would
become the largest cotton exporting city in the Union,
as it would drain a large extent of virgin fields, while
St. Louis would supply our people with agricultural
imichinery, iron, etc., of which tihe is fast becoming
celebrated. W\ith her inexhaustible slupplies of iron
ard coal-the prime requisites for successful manufac-
turing-she mnut nt not ol seek to extend her home
omarkets, but to find, via Gatlveston or Sabine City, a
readier and unintetrupted access to West Indian anid
South American ports. With such an air-line road,
Galvestoin would out;trip New Orleans in twenty yvea:s,
and it behooves that slowijogging city to " look to its
laurels." We, as at city, miust tot stickle oni State
pride while the cup of solid aind endless prospe'ity is
being passed by una. If New Oileanu fails to stretch
out its iron ariims to reach the commeIiirce of Tolas a:nd
