The Amendatory Tax Bill.
(CONTtNUEt.]

(PuBLIC-No. Ill.]
AN ACT to reduce internal taxation and to amend an

act entitled " Au act to provide internal revenue to
support the government, to pay interest on the public
debt, and for other purposes," approved June thirti-
eth, eighteen hundred and sixty-tour, and acts amen-
datory thereof.

set forth have been substantially in accordance with
the provisions of law, shall be considered and operateI as a conveyance of all the right, title, and interest the

party delinquent had in and to the real estate thus sold
at the time the lein of the United States attached there-
to. Any person, whose estate may be proceeded against
as aforesaid, shall have the right to pay the amount
due, together with the costs and charges thereon, to
the collector or deputy collector at any time prior to
the sale thereof, and all further proceedings shall cease
from the time of such payment. The owners of any
real estate sold as aforesaid, their heirs, executors, or
administrators, or any person having any interest
therein, or a lien thereon, or any person in their behalf,
shall be permitted to redeem the land sold as aforesaid,
or any particular tract thereof, at any time within one
year after the sale thereof, upon payment to the pur-
chaser, or in case he cannot be found in the county in
which the land to be redeemed is situate, then to the
collector of the district in which the land is situated, for
the use of the purchaser, his heirs or assigns, the amount
paid by the said purchaser, and interest thereon, at the
rate of twenty per centum per annum. And any collec-
tor or depurty collector may, for the collection of taxes
imposed upon any person, or for which any person may
be liable, and committed to him for collection, seize anti
sell the lands of such persons situated in any other col-
lection district within the State in which said officer re-
sides; and his proceedings in elation thereto shall
have the same effect as if th•l me were had in his
proper collection district. And it shall be the duty of :
every collector to keep a record of all sales of land
made in his collection district, whether by himself or
his deputies, or by any other collector, in which shall
be set forth the tax for which any such sale was made,
the dates of seizure and sale, the nanme of the party as- (
sessed, and all proceedings in making said sale, the
amount of fees and expenses, the name of the purchaser I
and the date of tile deed; which record shall be certi-
tied by the oflicer making the sale. And it shall be the
duty of any deputy making sale, as aforesaid, to return
a statement of all his proceedings to the collector, and I
to certify the record thereof. And in case of the death
or removal of the collector or the expiration of his ter: i
of office from any other canse, said record shall be de- I
livered to his successor in ollice ; and ia copy of every '
sulch record, certilied by the collector, shall be evidence 1
ill any court of the truthll of the facts therein stated.--
And when any lands sold, as atforesaid, shall be re-
deemed as herein-before provided, the collector shall t
lmake an entry of the fact upon the record aforesaid, i

and the said entry shall be evidence of such redemption. 1
And when any property, personal or real, seized and t
sold by virtue of the foregoing provisions, shall not be l
sufftlicient to satisfy the claim of the United States for
which distraint or seizure may be made against a ry per-
son whose property Inay be so seized and sold, the col- t
lector may, thereafter, and so often as tie same may c
be necessary, proceed to seize and sell, in like manner,
:any other property liable to seizure of such person un- r
til the amount de trom hui, together with all expenses 1
shall be truly paid : I'roid, d. That the word " coun-
ty," wherever the same occurs in this act, or the acts of r
which this is amendatory, shall be construed to mean, r
also a parish or any other equivalent subdivision of a
State or Territory. t
That section thirty-four be ameutded by striking out t

all after the enacting clause and inserting the fulluwing :
That each collector shall be charged with the whole ,
amlount of taxes, whether contained in lists delivered t
to him by the assessors, respectively, or delivered or i
transmitted to him by assistant assessors from time to I
time, or by other collectors, or by his predecessor in t
oflice, and with tile additions thereto, with the par val-
ue of all stamps deposited with him, and with all mon-
evy collected for passports, penalties, forfeitures, fees,
or costs, and he shall be credited with all payments r
into the treasury miade as provided by law, wiith all
stamps returned I)y him uncancelled to the treasury,i (
and with the amount of taxes contained in the lists
transmitted in the manIer above provided to other col-
lectors, and by them receipted as aforesaid ; and also
with the anount of the taxes of such person s as may
have absconded, or become insolvent, plior to the day r
when tie tax ought, according to the provisions of law,
to have been collected, and with all uncollected taxes 1
transferred by himi or his deputy acting as collector o
his successor in otffice: P'rorid,i, That it shall be
proved to the satisfaction of the cnmmissiioner of nluter-nIl Rtevenue that due diligence was used by the collec-i
tor, who stall ccttilv the tfacts to the first cmnptlrillr c
of the treasury. And each collector shall also be credi- t
ted with the amount of all propelrty purchased tby him i
for the use of tile United States, provided ihe dshll falh- I
fully account for and pay over the proceeds thcreol f
upon the resale of the samle as required by law. In -p
case of the death, resignation, or removal of tihe collec- t
tor, all lists and accounts of taxes uncollected shall be '
trrtansferred to his successor il office as soron as such i
siucceessor shall be appointed and qualitieid, and it shall
be the duty of such successor to collect the samnie. c

That section forty-ltour be amcend-d by striking out
all after the enactinot clause and ionserting in lieu there-
of the follosing: That the comm1issioner of r ternal
revenue, subject to regola•',cus prescrcibed by the sec-
retary of the treasure, shall be, and is hereby, author-
ised, on appeal to him made, to remit, refund, and pay
back all taxes erroneously or illegaIll ascssessed or col
lected, all penalties collected without authority, and all
taxes that shall appear to be u:.iustly assessed or ex-
cessive in amount or in any manner wrongfully collect-
ed, and also repay to coll.ectors or deputy collectors the
full amount of such suns of mloney as shall or nmay be
recovered all:linst themn, or any of thorl, in anyi court,
for any internal taxes or licenses collected by them,
with the costs and expenses of suit, and all tamages
and costs recovrced against assessCrs, assi.tant asses-
sors, collectors, deputy collectors, rand inspectors, in
any suit whilch shall be broughlt against thetm, or any of
them, by reason of ani thing that shall or may be done
in the due performance of their official dutie•; and all
judgments and Lmoneys recovered or receiv ed for taxes,
costs, forfeitures, alnd penalties, shall be paid to the
collector as internal taxes, are required to be paid:
Ic'ocidccd, Thalt where second assessment may have
been made in ccase of a list, statement, or return which
in tile opinion of the aesessor or assistant assessor was c
fase or fraudulent, or contained any understatement or
undervaluation, such assessment shall not be remitted,
nor shall taxes collected under such assessment be re-
covered, refunded or paid back, unless it is p:oved that
said list, statement, or return was not false or fraudu-n
lent, and not containl any understatement or underval-'
nation.

That section forty-eight be amended by striking out
all after the enacting clause and inserting the following :
That all goods, wares, merchandise, articles, or objects,
on which taxes are imposed by the provisions of law,
which shall be found in the possession, or custodv, or
within thie control of any person or persons, for the pur-
po-e of being sold or removed by such person or per-
socns in fraud of the internal revenue laws, or with die-
sign to avoid payment of said taxes, may be seize.l by
the collector or deputy collector of the proper district,
or by such other collector or deputy collector as may
be specially authorised by the commissiorner of internal
revenue for that purpose, and the same shall be fIr-feit-
ed to tie United States; and also all raw materials
found in the possession of any person or persons intend-
irg to manufacture the same into articles of a kind su- '
ject to tax for the putrpose of fracldulent[lv ] selling such
manufactured articles, or with design to erade the pay-
ment of said tax; and also all tools, implements. in-
strumients, and personal property whatsoever, in the
place or buildinlg or within any yard or enclosure
where such articles or such raw materials shall be found,
may also be seized by any collector or deputy collector,
as aforesaid, and the same shall be forfeited as afore-
s:aid; and the proceedings to enforce said forfeiture
shall be in thle lnature of a proceeding in rein in the cir-
cuit or district court of the Uncited States for the dis-
trict where such seizure is made, or inl any other court
of competent jurisdiction. And ancy person who shall
have in his custody or possession any sluch goods, wares,
merchandise, articles, or obiects, subject to tax as afore-
said, for the purpose of selling the same with the de-
sign of avoiding (Ipament of the taxes imposed thereon,
shall be liable to a penalty of five hundred dollars, or
not less than double the amoicuotof taxes fraudulently-
attempted to he evaded, to be recovered in ainy court of
rompetent jurisdiction ; and the goods, wares, merchan-
dise, articles, or objects, which shall be so seized by any
collectoror deputy collector, may, at the option of the
collector, be delivered to the m;larshal f said district,
and remain in the care and custody of said marshal, and
under his control until he shall obtain possession of
by process of law, and the cost of seizure made before
process issues shall be taxable by the court : Prc-vided,
That when the property so seizedl may be liable to per-
ish or become greatly reduced in price or value by
keeping. or when it cannot be kept without great ex-
pense, the owner thereof, the collector, or the marshal
of the district, may apply to the assessor of the district
to examine said property ; and if, in the opinion of said
assessor, it shall be necessary that the said property
should be sold to prevent such waste or expense, he
shall appraise the same; and the owner thereupon shall
have said property returned to hint upon ;giing bond

in such form as may be prescribed by the Commissioner
of Internal Revenue, and in an amournt equal to the ap-
praised value, with such sureties as the said assessor
