The Failing Sealth of the Emperor Napoleon.
It is a little odd that the Moniteur, which, during

the past fortnight, has taken particular pains to men-
tion daily that the emperor took a ride or a walk, neg-
lected to publish the report given in the other journals
that on Friday last his majesty went shooting in the
forest of St. Germain, and killed no less than one hun-
dred and eighty head of game. Not that this feat is
of itself very remarkable, considering the manner in
which the birds, after being carefully preserved, are
driven up before the emperor's gun by a whole army
of men. Still, as the evident object of the Moniteur,
in its daily bulletin, is to make it appear that the em- I
peror is in his usual health, it is a little strange that
this, as one of the evidences of it, was omitted to be
mentioned.

Now, without giving credence to all the alarmning
reports in circulation about the emperor's health, I amn
well satislied that in spite of all the efforts to keep up
appearances and keep down excitement, alarm and
speculation upon the subject, it is really in a very bad
condition. For years he has been suffering more or
less with catarrh of the bladder, and is said now to
void daily a considerable quantity of blood. Diabetes
is also reported to have set in. In addition to his per-
sonal friend and physician, Dr. Conneau, the emperpr
now has constantly and attending him the three;most
eminent men in the profession in P'aris-Drs: Riayor,
Nelaton and Iticord.

Dr. Rayor is the doyen or president of the faculty of
medicine of Paris, and in that capacity may perhaps
be supposed to represent all the medical learning of
the city. His opinion, indeed, bears great weight"
Swith it, and he is much employed in consultation by
those who can afford to pay his large fees. ielaton is,
everything considered, the most distinguished surgeon
in Paris. HIe it wuas who went to Italy, and found and
extracted the ball from Garibaldi's foot, and saved him
from an amputation, after the Italian surgreons hadi
declared that the ball was not there, but that amput.a-
tion must take place. Ricord's reputation in his '"pe-
ciality" is world wide. His income from his plofts-

lion is said to amount to about 500,000 franis, or
a;100,000 a year. lie receives his ;i tieits every af-
ternoon, after 5 o'clock, and it is said frequently con-
tinues his receptions till three or four in the morning,
and so great is the rush upon hint that in order to se
hinl at ill, it is i.necesary to procure a number, each
patient awaiting his turn, as he does at an omnibus uI-
reau. Ricord, in spite of his immense income--like
Alexander Dumas, LamIartine, ianliel Webster, and
other great men, living and dead-is said to be con-
tinually embarras-ed and in debt, anid a few years
since, his creditors incarcerated him for a few days in
the debtor's prisons ;t Clichy. Ricord is ant Amnerican
by birth, a native of Baltimore, but cahme to Paris
wh n lie was 1•1 years old. lie is now about 6o, and
wears in his button hole thie tibbon of the legion of
honor.

Such are the emperor's medical advisers ; and tie
fact of its being cot sidered tnecessary, il addlitiin to
his regular physician, who is a very skillful mal;l and
in whom the emperor has great confidence, to call in
euch eminent men is perhaps in itself a strong evi-
dence of the emperor's had condition. Still, it is not
probable that there is tiny immediate danger, as there
is no doubt that he doies ride out every day, and at-
tends to his usual routine of business. This, however,
is perhaps only an evidence of a strong and determined
will combatting and overcoming physical disabiliiy.

I saw the emperor coming out from the Tuil'eries on
Sunday morning with the inevitable cigar in his lmotih,
anl lie certainly looked paler, and to use a vulgar but
expressive word, more generally "shaky" than I have
ever before seen hinm. It is said that his medic.l men
have advised hitm to stop smnoking, but that his runi:jety
not only pays no attention to this advice, but smokies
now more than ever. It is certainly not to be won-
dered at that lie is "shaky," ii hllat I have heard stated
upon the best autlhority about one of his habits is tie.

A friend of ruine called a fetw weeks since at the es-
tablinihment of the tobacconist wnho furnished the em-
peror with cigarettes, and, as he was in the habit of:
purchasing his cigars there, the tobacconist as a great
favor gave him ai bunch of the cigarettes which ihe fur-
nished the emperor. My friend, upoi smokingtitl one oSf
thtso, discovered a very peculiar l tivor about it, and
upin making inquiries of t' th tobaccoist was informled
that the paper of the cigar:ttes tmade for his uInajesty
wais all satturated it a deetcotion tof ell.O green tea.

_Pit-ssl As A MA ltrrtiTI Powx.--The first need of
Prussia nlow is a navv. Her territorial acquiisitions in
the north have opened up before her high prospects
as a commercial power, and given her opportuinitie of
distinction and greatness as a naval power. But she
has no ships of war, and mulst at once set about ob-
taing them, in order that shl may be able to cope
with Fr;,nce or Russia, or any of her rivals on the
seas. Iler army is such ta., to give her no fear of anyr
enemy otn the land, not even France ; but her newly
acquired maritime frontier lays her open to darniging
assault by any power possessed of a fleet. She begins
the formation of her navy at a most opportune mo-
ment, when site can take advantage of all the latest
discoveries in naval science, without beiig put to any
loss or trouble of experimentation. For the defence
of her harbors and coast, a small fleet of monitors, and
for offensive warfare, a few first-class iron-clads, sail-
ing vessels anIraris, armed w ith guns of the largestcalibre and best construation, are all that Prussia will

require to ,ake her a very respectable naval power.
It was reported by the cable a short time ago that the
Prussian government had made an attempt to pur-
chase fromt our government the Dunderberg, the great
iron-clad ramr which has just been completed in thiscity; but there is no likelihood whatever of our gov-

ernment disposintg of that tremendous engine of waron any terms. It might be possible, however, for

Prussia to open up negotiations for some of our moni-
tors which are now laid up. If she fail to procure
them, site can get first-class articles of that or anyother kind constructed for her service at Americant

shipyards, as the governments of Russia and Ita•ly

have done before her. Prussia owes so much of her
military success to an ingenious military invention inthe shape of a needle-gu', that shite will, doubtless, in

forming her navy, show a proper appreciation of thenew developments in the means of naval warfare.

The Mexican Empire.

The year 1866, which has been so fatal to Ger-
manic thrones, will witness also the collapse of a more
modern monarchy in the new world. It is not to be
dissembled that the Mexican enterprise is a hopeless
failure, and that the empire founded in the capital of
the Aztecs by Napoleon III, has withered away with-
Sont so much as taking root in the soil. The empress
arrived in Europe a short time ago, and the emperor,
it is expected must soon follow his spouse. The coun-
try, in fact, must be abandoned by its imperial occu-

I pants, like a worthless settlement or an untenable col-
ony, and Mexico will once more be left at the dispo-
Ssal of a population which has hitherto exhibited an
absolute incapacity for any form of self-government.

If these Mexicans have learned during a period of
foreign occupation any of the duties of civilized men,
or have qualified themselves for becoming the citizens
of an organized and respon-ble State, we shall be
ready to hail the phenomenon of a native government
with all satisfaction; but in the absence or obscurity
of any such prospect we cannot but record our regret
at the failure of an enterprise which was calculated to
do good to many, and which assuredly did wrong to
none. Four years ago the emperor of the I ench
commenced the adventure which is now drawing to a
close. lie did not stand alone in his opinion that
Mexico was a scandal to the civilized world, and that
the deeds of its rulers, if such they could be called,
had provoked` the intervention of European arms in
the suppression of so inveterate a nuisance. E igland
and Spain were entirely agreed with France in their
estimation of Mexican deserts, and'both powers ac-
tually joined in the original expedition against the
country, but England discerned at an early period of
the operations that no. comulnensuriate profit was to be
expected ftrom their continuance, while ipain, thoughl
willing to do all that France did if left to herself, was
unwiiiing to act as a share holder in the undertaking.
So the emperor of the French alone sand single

hanided carried out the scheme to what canniot be de-
nied was its logical and natural conclusion. If the on-
ly intention entertained by the combined powers was
that of exacting from the Mexican cutthroats a prom-
is of better behavior, the expedilion was useless, for
it single sloop-of-wart at Vera trluz or Acapulco could
a-iily have obtained the required pledges, which I:ha
ahiead been it hundred times give ntl an a lhndr:ed
times forfeited. But the outrages committed by the
Mexicans had been so incessant, and their diefiltee of
all international law so intolerable, that it was resolved
to makie an end of the business once and for all, and
to substitute a responsible gov\ernment of some kindl
or other for what, during a long pecriod of years, ,ad
been nothing but a sanguinary ansd hopeless annrchy.
The emperor Napoleon, therefore, after the Enghiosh
and Spanish contingents had been withdrawn, mainl-
tained his occupation of the country and took poses-
sion of the capital.

At that petiod a native leader, named Juairtz, of
pure Indian blood, had got the upper thand amioni th!e
tections contending incessantly for power. Ile styled
hiimtselfolonstitutional president of the Mexican rt pub-
lie ; but the designation must not be unletrstoodl as
really expressing any regular or urganiz-:d govern-
menit. The institutions of Mexico, no doubt, were
nominally republican; but, except in theory, there
was no president, nor constitution, nor republisc at all.
Two or more chiefs, representing what had, perhaps,
been originally two political parties,l mustered andl
maintained on their own respective sides as lmaniy bri-
gands and cut-throats as c~:ll be kept togeti er ly
ipro pects of rapine and pillage, and Ibetween these two
t.,ctio:ns, while all real authority wase in abegjSce, the
coulntry was left a prey to the ravages of a strife for
which cif ii war would be too digntifyintg title. In no
pait of the MexicanIl territorye wns there afiy s,-eoity i
for life or property.
