t is thought that the reason why the governor refused
o call the legislature together was, that the first act '

ronld be to impeach him :

Whereas, The present condition of the finances of t
lie board does not warrant the belief that we shall be
Lble to construct the levees necessary for the protec-

ion of the State from overflow, and
Whereas, It seems impossible to sell our bonds, ormass the State notes except at a discount; therefore

,Resolved, That the board of levee commissioners
to hereby earnestly request his excellency, the gov-ernor of the State of Louisiana, to convene the legis-

ature at the earliest possible moment, that they may
take immediate measures to relieve the State from the
prevent condition of its finances, and the danger that
awaits us, unless the levees can be rebuilt ; that the sec-
retary of the board be instructed to present a copy of
this preamble and resolution to his excellency the

governor.
THE GOVERNOR'S REPLY.

SrATE OF LocISIANA, EXECUTIVE DEP'T.,
New Orleans, Aug. 25, 1866.

Genttemen-I have received, at the hands of your
secretary, a copy of resolutions adopted by you, set-

ting forth the necessity of further appropriation of

money by the State to rebuild the levees, and in order

to provide for the same, yon. ask me to convene the

legislature in extra session.
In the matter of protecting the State from overilow,

I think my past acts show that I have and do appreci-
ate the importance thereof. I took the responsibility
last year of letting out contracts for the building of
the smost iinmortant levees, appointed your present
board to direct and manage the satme, trusting to the
legislature to ratify my acts, and to provide the ways
and means to pay for the work. For that purpose I
called it together es early as November, that provi-

sions might be made by them to ieet the first pay-
ments due contractors. The iegislature met, approved
the levee contracts, and passed a bill authorizing the
issue of one million of dollars in bonds for levee pur-
poses, but the effect of an amendmlent introduced in
the house, implying that the bo:ls were not to be sold
under par, rendered the act wholly nugatory, so far as
disposing of them by sale. However, the form of ad-
verti-ing was gone through with ; thirty days was lost
in waiting for bids, whichi it might have been foreseen
woutll never come under the restriction referred to,
and the consequence was, the first payments to con-
tractors becaisme due without one dollar in the hands

of the boaid to meet them. I need not describe the
condition of the contractors inl failing to receive their
money, and the scrious delay to the work occasioned
thereby.

The responsibility for this state of things does not
rest with you, gentlemen, nor with me-it must be
charged where it belongs.

To the failure on the part of the State to meet the
first payments due contractors is, in my opinion, to be
ascribed the non-completion of the levees in time to
resist the high water, though I also believe the board
coimmitted an error in not adhering to the terms of
my advertisement, which restricted contractors to one
section of levees.

At the regular session of the legislature that body
refi-ed to adopt a permanent State levee system, as
I recotmmended by your board, alin e•en fiurther appro-
piations for the completion of the levees was obtained
by great exertion, the nmeas;re encou!ntering strenu-
ous oppositioni from repracenitalives frtom the hig
lands and a number of the city delegation.

I•n view of this opposition, andi the failure of the
board to prevent a general inundation osf the best lands
of the State, with two millions of dollars under their
control, I have serious doubts if any further aid and
assistance can be expected from the legislature to-
wards reconstructing the levees. Their constituents
will say that two millions of dollars have been spent,
with no benefit to the country. So far as preventing
the disastrous crevasses of the current year, this alle-

g:,tion is true; but at the same time I do not admit
that the expeldiitures of the board have been useless.
The levees built will be a permanent protection ; and
it the funds of the hoard are sulcient to complete
the Grand, Morganzit and (Chinn levees, I consider,
with ordinary vigilance on the part of the local au.
thoritie., a general inundation of the country call bt
avoided at the next rise of the river.
1 Entertaining these views, I must, gentlemen, re
spectlully diller from you as regards the expediency
of convesning the legislature for the ipurposes you ask.
and therefore decline acceding to your requsst.

IMPtro TANT TO UI)OT AND StHi: MAKERn.-The coin-
tmisioiner of internal revetne has just made the hol-
loo ing iraportant decision respectiig boot and shoe
mna!kers who mlianl factlure custoiUm work:

T'Ia:ns'. I)EPT., OFFICE INTERNAL. REViNraE.
Washington,, Sept. 28, 18it;.

Sir-Your letter of the ftlh in-t.. inclosing a state-
ment from your 'a i-tant, Wein, relative to custom
bout and shoe akers, was duly receiv red. In answer,
I have to say that the recent law of congress exempts
any boot or shoe maker nmaking boots or shoes to or-
der, as custom work only, whose work, exclusive of
materials, does not exceed annually in value $1000.-
You will perceive that this is a conditional exemption
of boot and shoe makers from taxation. The condi-
tions are two. First, they must manufacture custom
work only; and, second, the work exclusive of theI
materials, must not exceed annually in value $1000.
In order to determine the amount or value of work,
exclusive of materials, the value or cost of materials
is to be deducted from the sales' value of the hoots or
shoes mnnufactuied. If the difirence between these
two sums is less thin or (nily equal to $1000, the boot
or shoe maker is ex,'mpt : tbut it it is more than $10,)O ,
he is taxable, and the extent of his liability is to be
deternmined in the s tme manner as anyl other nanllu-
facturier, under the provisions of sectio nirnety-three.
A boot or sfhoe maker claniting ex-mption under this
provision of law. as being engaged exclusively in the I
manufacture of customn worlk, must ba required to
make monthly returns of products, sales and value or
cost of materials used or consumed, if, in the opinion
of the asses-or, there is a probability that he will ex-
ceed the limit of exception ; but no assessment is to
be made until the limit of $16t00 has been reached,
even should the monthly rate of work. exclusive of I
materials, exceed eighty-three and one-third When
the limit of $10:iii has been passed, then an assess-
meat on nback returns is to be mad,, subject to the
limitationi and exemptions of section ninety-three.

14.- Theichief engineer of the lost Evening Star, hat
ar ivnd Ihre, saes a correspondent of the Cincinnati
iCom nercial, and makes the following statement:

W'-on iast leaving port the engines anl hoilers were
in good w,rl.ing order, and continued so until the
night of the 2d of October. On this evening a severs

l gle tiei i f'rom eost to east southeast, which incre-ICed
to a uricane ,at ttidniight, then carrying away with
the heavy sea both wheel houses, leasing nothiing biut
the .,races and. guards. The steamer was cuintinuiit!y
ehipping i avs} sals, partially fBooding the egiuie
roor, but C t :uff-c-ting at that hour the Ptres.

At 8 o'chlick A. M., on the 3d of October, the strain-
ring of the ship ip the hetavy seas caused the matir
steanpilpe to break, which drove my tnen from the fire
room, but I -till continued to work the engine, and so
continued until 5 o'clock, within one hour of the sink.
ing :of the hip. As soon as the steampipe broke, I
started a file in the donkey engine, and set the steam-
puop in operation, which worked most elfficiently.
