The local editor of the Louisville Courier

So in an evil moment we consented to take
hem to the park, assuring them at the same
ime that we couldn't slikte a step, and all that
ae could do would be to go there and look on.
5o they soon procured their skates, ian.d one
.nder each arm, we took them to the cars and
out to the park.

Once inside, a dazzling picture met our eye.
The large pond was covered with merry ska-
ters, cutting', like wild ire, in all directions,
and looking almost like performers in some
grand opera, a weird, unearthly liglht being
thrown on the scene from about a dozen large
lamps, that peered into the darkness like the
headlights of a locomotive. Our girls squeezed
our arm in excited admiration and anxiety to
get on the slippery play-ground, as we led
them to the ladies' room of the hall, where
they tripped in to fasien on their skating appa-
ratus.

ghtly broke the shock, anl kneeling, sawle dry doods, fluttering above us, and then

marks; such as "that fellow has sat down to
cool off," "wonder if he wont catch a cold,"
etc., and finally one merry couple passed, one
of them remarking, "Jenny, look at that gen-
tleman sitting on his pocket handkerchief."

We felt very cool where we were sitting,
about this time, and soon ascertaining the
cause, arose, and very much damaged all over
and exceedingly stiff and sore, crawled on our
hands and knees to the mother earth; took off
the skates, the source of all our troubles, and
pinned up all the numerous rents in our attire.
Our girls came flying up pretty soon after-
wards; and one of them slipped and fell, but
falling backwards struck her head against the
ice, but the waterfall broke the blow and saved
her a headache. We then started off home,
they rallying us on the route over our misfor-
tune, which we detailed to them in a heart-
rending manner.

After we had left them with their ancestors
we returned to our room, and, after first set-
tling our nerves with a few cocktails, footed
up our damages as follows:

This is enough for us for one day, and we
have sworn and registered an oath, that if we
ever go skating again may our conscience
freeze up, and may we never have a friend to
stand treat for.

Curious Discoveries in Minnesota.
From the New York tterald.]

ST. ASTIoNy, MINs., Dec. 3, 1366.
The monotony of our quiet little town has

been considerably disturbed of late, by discov-
eries of a most curious and remarkable nature,
which have been made within a few days past
in our midst. They are of so singular a char-
acter as to be beyond the pale of credence in
the minds of almost every one who has not
been a witness to the facts in the case; but they
are vouched for by citizens of such known re-
spectability and veracity, that the genuineness
of the statements in regard to them is placed
beyond a doubt.

A Mr. Reuben Nesmith, who lives in a small
house near the German Catholic church, had
occasion to go down in the cellar on the even-
ing of the first instant, to arrange a place for
I,is winter stock of potatoes, which he had
been hauling that day from his farm. about
two miles beyond Manomin. While engaged
in puttingi together a temporary bin, and
while digging to make room for the timber
used in constructing it, his shovel came in
contact with a plate of iron, which after being
cleared (.)f earth proved to be a trap door,
which was secured by a curiously wrought
lock, with heavy bolts running into a stone
beneath. It was so much corroded by rust
that a little pressure with a crowbar caused a
plate to give way, and upon taking it up an
opening was discovered beneath which a spiral
stone staircase led down into the earth. Be-
fore venturing down this staircase Mlr. Ne-
smith communicated the fact of its discovery
to his brother-in-law, Mr.Luther Cithanmberlain,
and having procured a lantern the two pro-
ceeded to descend, and after going down one
hundred and twenty-three steps, they found
themselves in a narrow, horizontal passage,
dug in the white sand, which as every one
familiar with the geological formation of the
banks of the Upper Mississippi knows, under-
lies a strata of limestone. Proceeding along
the passage a distance of seventy-five feet,
they emerged into a spacious artificial cave,
also excavated in this white sand. This cave
was of an oblong form, and leading out of it
were several smaller ante-chambers, all of
which gave signs of having been at some for-
mer day occupied as depositories of some kind.
Iron and copper implements, of a rough kind
of workmanship, were found scattered about,
some of them evidently having been used for
excavating purposes, others for cooking uten-
sils, the marks of fire being observable on the
latter. On entering one of the smaller ante-
chambers, a number of rude seats were found,
and upon one side of the room an elevated
platform, upon which stood a roughly hewn
stone, something like the reading desk of an
Episcopal church. On the wall behind this
desk, on either side of a colossal human figure,
in basrelief, very curious hieroglyphics were
found traced in the white sand, and an orna-
mental tracery of peculiar design coveled the
other three sides of the chamber. In the next
apartment a sort of stone sarcophagus was
found, upon the top of which was laid an im-
mense rock, firmly cemented to the burial
case, and which required the united exertions
of four men to remove. This being done, a
human skeleton was found underneath, the
bones of which crumbled to powder immedi-
ately on exposure to the air. Several copper
and iron rings were found in the sarcophagus,
as also a curious silver ornament, octagonal in
shape, and carved in unintelligible characters,
some of which corresponded with those upon
the wall of the apartment above referred to.

A third chamber was much larger in extent
than the others, and the ceiling was very much
like an inverted funnel in shape, directly under
the apex of which was a large cube-shaped
stone, which was stained with marks of fire
and some other dark substance, and a deposit
of hardened ashes lay around it upon the
ground. It was evidently used as a sacrificialI
altar, and this theory seems to be coifirmed
by the fact that an aperture large enough to
admit the body of a man opens from this'
apartment to a smaller one, the floor of which
is below that of the other rooms, and which is
covered with a limy powder, apparently the
ashes of bones; whether human or otherwise,
cannot be ascertained. On continuing their,
explorations, the party found an iron plate
dour, which easily gave way upon a little pres-
sure, and a passage way of about three feet in
lhiight, and large enough for one person to pass
in a stooping posture, was discovered. Mr.
Nesmith and his brother-in-law followed the
passage way, which led in a somewhat circu-
itous direetion to the vicinity of the river.
This is proved by the sound of water washing
upon the shore, which may be distinctly heard

Fast Life in New York.
It is really a wonder to know how people

exist in New York. It is perfectly astonishing
to think that that.highly respectable middle-
aged gentleman, who has for twelve months
past been looking for a situation, can still af-
ford to pay his five dollars per diem at the
New York Hotel, with occasional extras for
chatRpagne and cocktails. It is more than ex-
traordinary that that young gentleman, who
went up with the last downward turn in gold,
can sit down nightly, with cool deliberation,
at the Manhattan Club, to play short whist,
without honors at twenty dollars a game; a
game at wlich, by the way, nothing but the
blindest luck can save him, unless he cut in,
as he is quite apt to do, with other players,
who have about as little conception of the
game as he has himself. Still, these men do
live at the best hotels and will play high whist.
They move in the fastest circles, and they keep
up the best they can, with a pace that is sure
to exhaust them, unless they are pulled
throuh by some wonderful turn of luck. This,
in truth, is what fast men in New York live
for. They squander the present and discount
the future, living on, in the hope of some un-
foreseen chance which may put them all right
again. Life is a lottery, and the tickets can
be had for as little ready cash as is demanded
of the silly negro for a lottery policy, or of a
servant girl in Vienna for a chance in a gov-
ernment loan scheme. So they invest freely
and wait for the turn of the wheel.

It is this spirit which gives to New York
life a recklessness and an extravagance such
as is known nowhere else. Wealth will assert
itself, doubtless, all the world over, but in the
old countries it is at least apt to be character-
ised by magnificence and elegance. Wealth
there is lavished with a certain air of luxury
and sybaritism which is unknown in New York,
Entertainments are sumptuous and costly,
courses are various and apeensive, wines are
delicious, flowers are beautiful, and strains o1
exquisite music come floating to your ear from
some distant apartment. All this is mucl
simplified in New York. The dinners, to be
sure, are made as elegant as your imported
chef and your confidential confectioner, tc
whom you entrust the whole affair, can make
them, but you give them yourself the finishing
touch of New Yorkism by a dash of splendor
which, while it vies with the splendid magniti-
cence of the days of Cleopatra, has a practi-
cal air of Americanism, which reflects pecu-
liar credit on this continent. Then people dis-
solved their pearls to make dinners superbly
expensive. Now, they simply provide them,
for their guests. There are stories of two or
three such dinners, but one in particular has
made no little talk, on account of the costly
diamuonds and valuabe jewels that were found
by each lady in her napkin. Two innocent
and unfortunate young virgins, who, of course,
knew no better-in New York there are a
! great many who never know any better-were
made to return these little trifles next morn-
ing, which they doubtless did very reluctantly.
They were very indignant-perhaps, indeed,
horrified-at the idea suggested by one more
accustomed aux usages du monde, that they
had compromised themselves by the accept-
ance of any such gifts.

Salmon Fishing.
From the London Field, November 10, 1866.]

Last week we quoted from the Dunder
Courier one of the most remarkable struggle:
with a salmon upon record, which want o
space alone prevented us commenting on. Or
Wednesday, the 24th, Mr. Colin Wood, while
fishing on the North Fisk, hooked an enormouw
salmon. The time at which the fish wa:
hooked is stated to have been 5:35. At thi:
time of the year it soon becomes dark afte:
that hour, and for some time the struggle wa:
carried on in the dark; but Mr. Wood's tackh
was good, and he was an experienced angler
so he contrived to keep up the connection til
the moon rose. Several persons appear t<
have been with him at the time, but as houn
after hour stole away they left him, having fa
to go, until the party was reduced to three
Mr. Wood's two companions at length grey
weary, and lay down under a bush to obtain
few hours' nap; and now, Mr. Wood, lef
to himself, continued the struggle alone fo:
hours through the silent night, and by thr
light of the moon. It must have been a grant
fight, under these circumstances. At letgth
when the fish had been about ten hours on thi
hook, one of Mr. Wood's friends came to hi,
assistance and relieved him of the rod, anc
worn out, as he well might be, indeed, witl
the fatigue of such an encounter, Mr. Wooc
fell soundly asleep. The moon waned, anc
still t!he struggle went on. Morn came, anc
Mr. Wood was awakened, and having taker
some refreshment he was ready to renew thl
contest, and resumed the rod. Other fisher
men began to arrive on the river's bank, anc
there found Mr. Wood still fast in the salmon
which had resisted all his efforts to land hib:
throughout the livelong night. Up and dowr
went the anxious group, following the fish tc
and fro until the day advanced, the mornin 1
passed, and noon arrived, when it was though
that the fish began to show signs of distress
but Mr. Wood was again compelled, from utter
exhaustion, to relinquish the rod, which war
taken by Sergeant Milne, a skillful fisherman
and shortly after this the hook parted from itt
hold, and the line came home, leaving thi
gallant fish to his well-earned liberty, aftel
having tired out three foes and been on the
hook for nineteen hours and a half !

Such is the story related by the Dundee
Courier, and if it is substantially accurate it
its main details, as we have no reason whatever
to doubt, it is the most extraordinary battle
with a salmon on record. There is a story o
a grand encounte,r 'between a young High.
lander and a huge salmon in the Awe, whicl
some years since was rife in our fishing books
This fish was hooked late in the afternoon,
and after shliowing some fine sport, sank to the
bottom of a pool and sulked. The fisherman,
finding that tle salmon had taken up hiii
quarters for the night, laid down on the heath.
er, and placed the line between his teeth-so
that if the fish moved in the night it would
instantly awake him-and went to sleep; but
the fish did not move, and in the morning the
fishermen came to work with their nets. The
pool was swept, and the noble fish came to an
inglorious end. It is said that it weighed 72
pounds.
Some three or four years since Mr. Denison,

tie speaker's brother, hooked a very large
fish in the Home pools, rented by him on the
Ness. The fish fought well, keeping the
anglers on the move up and down the bank
from evening until about four in the morning,
when, by some accident, the reel caught in
Mr. Denison's watch-guard and the fish broke
away; as they had seen him several times, he
was estimated at hard upon fifty pounds. Prob-
ably ten or eleven hours would have been the
actual extent of the time consumed in the con-
test; but it is evident that both these incidents
fell short in point of endurance to that whichoccurred to Mr. Wood, who must be held to

have fought the stoutest fight with a salmonever known. The weight of the fish is sup-
posed to have been at least sixty pounds; he
was never seen, only broke the water twice

during the night. It would be very interest-
ing to the lovers of salmon angling if Mr.

Wood would favor the angling public with adetailed and more intimate account of the
affair than has yet been given, as it must
henceforth (until it is excelled, which is not

[ikely) be our pattern incident in salmon-fish-
ng; our battle of Troy, which would need a
iscatory Homer to do justice to its relation.
