3ut her father objected to fixing the demon lI

to that tree, and accordingly the exorcist ad-

dressed his patient in a tone of sternness to

rise and go on further. She did so. and with

a running dance to the sound of the tonitom i

and the 1'ujari's handdrum, shie rushied along,
seemingly unconscious of all around her.

They halted then under a P'almvra tree, in
a desert place, near the foot of a hillock,,
where the poor girl was desired to balance

herself gracefully to the music of the priest's

handdrum, and approach the tree. Sithe did t
so, and then embraced it with a tremor, the

effect of conmpul.ion rather than free will. The

Affecting Story.

On dc 2th of Augist, 1865, plaintiff,

Clara H. Sprigg, widow,of Charles H. Flower, -

till with her husband began in the month of

August, 1862, a period about two years before
their marriage. Hie, with other officers of the

Confederate army, frequented her house and

enjoyed the hospitalities of her abode. From

the attachment and devotion exhibited by Col.
Surget toward her during all that time, she
became so satisfied both of the sincerity and

permanency of his affection, that she returned

his love, and consented to the marriage. They
were married, and the wedding knot was tied.

Col. Surget, now her husband; being under

orders to join his command at Meridian, left
his newly married wife on the second day
after their marriage, and proceeded to their

destination. Some months after he left he

continued to write to her letters of devoted
tenderness and affection.

lHe sent to her congratulatory letters from
his relatives, and his young wife received them

with great pleasure and gratification. Sud-

denly the wife ceased to receive letters. Ru-
mors, vague and dark, reached her ear of a
change in his affections. Unable to account
for tnis painful silence, the young woman re-
fused to believe the injurious and, to her, pain-
ful rumors. But at length a letter was re- A
ceived from her absent husband that to her
was a cruel confirmation of these tidings. The 31
letter contained the cruel confession of the loss,
of his affection for her. It stated that he had•

long loved a lady who reciprocated his affec-

tion so fervently that his marriage with his
'

wife was briinging this lady to the grave. at
Nothing the letter said, could restore her to ii
life but a final separation from his spouse.! -

Notwithstanding her agonised and outraged
feelings at this insult upon her affections, her i
att:chment to him was such that she fondly

hoped he might be under some temporary hal-
lucination. Supipressing her humiliation at his

conduct. so unfeeling ant cruel, she implored
him by letter not to abandon her whom lie had
promised and sworn at the altar to love, cher- a

ish and protect, and with her to abandon his r

unborn child. She portrayed her loneliness
and misery should he persist in his abandon-
mnient. She pictured the disgrace which, with-

out the slightest fault on her part, would at-
tach to her proud nanme, the name of her chil-

dren, the honored name of her family. To

this earnest and affectionate appeal, on the
success of which hung the last hope of her'

crushed heart, Cul. Surget responded: lie
acknowledged the deep guilt of his conduct to

her, the depth of misery to which it reducedi
her, [without any fault of her own,] but said
that fate had fixed his woe so unalterably else-
where that, come what would, his separation
from his spouse was final and forever. The
shock that the wife received at this last cruel
ttreatment was so wounding to her feelings as
r a woman, so hurtful to her affection as a wite

i iand hoping mother, that she pined iunder the
