\'.'c _oit o_ .. ,0 tire lho' s rer of t . new
system of territorialising the Southern States, which
the Radicals in Congress propose, but may reasonably
infer that their invention is equal to all new demands
as they arise.. T'ney are well aware of the unconsti-
tutionality of their proposition, and cannot but dread,
if moments of reflection ever come to them, the con-
sequences to the peace and welfare of the country.
And if the scheme be persisted in, it will disclose a
recklessness which could have no parentage but fa-
naticism, Who is to appoint Territorial Governors
and other officials, and what process is to be followed
in breaking down the State Governments already es-
tablished, are questions vital to the plan that so far
have been neither raised nor answered.

Every department of the Government has already
recognised the existing State governments of the
South. They were appealed to by Congress itself to
adopt the constitutional amendment abolishing slavery;
and when the institution was swept away by their act,
its destruction was officially proclaimed by the Exec-
utive. Here, then, are the legislative and executive
branches openly recognising the governments of the
Southern States. The Suprsme Court of the United
States is regularly hearing cases from the South, which
fare lienu coannned Irom a period just previous to
the rebellion; which is a recognition by the judicial
ba:,nth of the Government also. More than this ; if
these State governments are worthless, they were so
when originally set up, but not having then been dis-
turbed, it is a maxim in jurisprudence that they may
become established by mere custom and consent. At
any rate, they have acquired an authority by the
Ispse of tine which in discussing a matter of the
kind would hiare to be allowed much additional weight
and force.
