other countries and.conce.ttrating thrtt oat his own

soil, arming ant, eu hipping thet anew. This has

aroused the suopiciatos ot Ilirmarcb, who is not slow

to act, and moves in the matter at ones, and probzbly
a little sooner than Napoleon anticipated.
r The evident cause of this rupture between these

two great nations is the gradual absorption of the
0 smaller German Duchies by Prussia, and the violation

of the treaty of 1815, culminating in the occupation
of Luxembourg by a Prutsian garrison, which France

t also has an eye to.

hiTh New Orleans Bee, in an article on the subject,

says "1'ru'sta's present policy is uttetly inexplicable,
and we can imagine no other explanation beyond that
already in:plied-that she desires the conquest of Ger-

many, and intends to violate tte treaty of 115, even

though she is forced to cross swords with the half of
Eutope. At the present time the strong fortress of
Luxembourg is held by a Prussian garrison, and the

people of the Ditchy are divided in sentiotetot, though

the reigning Duke and a toajority of the people are

evidently in ftror of the French alliance.

The cactture of Louis XVI calling to a

brood of chickens and asking them to decide whether
they will be roated or boiled pcents a fair picture of

its condition to-day."

In order for us to stom the tide of popular opinion

and check its blasting influences, we court phiat our-

But there are other elements which must be devel-
oped within ourselves that will be necessary for our

-progress in the various relations and stages of life.
Educational development must be combined with other
elements no less requisite in order to form a grand
self-redeeming power. We must cultivate that self-
respect and self-reliance which characterises true man-
hood and give nobility to manly character aid bear-
ing. It is true, our past condition was very unfavora-
ble to the cultivation of these vital social elements.
We have not held any position of sufhicient dignity
and honor to encourage their cultivation; and so long
has been our preelusion from the higher walks of life,
that we had nearly lost all hopes of ever reaching
them. Now that our pathway is being cleared of all
the rubbish which silly prejudices have thrown therein,
we niust begin life anew, and apply ourselves to all
those sources of improvement and prosperity which
have made other men and nations great and powerful.

We must remain united and go to work as one man
in the discharge of our new duties, and in maintaining
and guarding our rights and privileges. We have one
common interest at stake, and our efforts and ener-
gies must be kept in one channel in order to protect
it. We are too weak to divide ard suldivide on po-
litical issues. Our political existence is yet too new
to admit any local dissensions among us. Our future
success depends entirely on the nature of our first
more. If we begin disunited we will surely end in
chaos and ruiti. Wherever we have sufficient pouer
we should niake our mark by electing to responsible
and honorable positions men of our own race. This
will be our surest safeguard against those political re-
trogressions which have entailed-so much misery and
corruption in this country. There will be a reaction
after the reorganisation of our State which will send
confusion in our ranks unless we are fully prepared to
meet it. Much will depend upon the character of
those men who will be called to put the new State
machinery into operation.

IPOiRTANT LEGAL DEctsIox-Uold not Money but
alercha/uniise.-In the Supreme Court of New York,
Mr. Justice Sutherland has decided an important ques-
tion between currency and gold. The issue turned on
ali agreement made to pay a certain stim ot tinte
when gold was the ruling currency. The sum was
tendered, but in legal tenders; hence the litigation.
Mr. Justice Sutherland holds that an agreement to pay

iiin gold cannot be legally enforced, though, treating

gold as a commodity, a contract for its purchase or
sale is perfectly safe and proper. He declares that the
result of the Legal Tender act is that gold has practi-
cally ceased to be a currency, and become exclusively
a cotmmodity. The decision appears to be identical in
principle with one recently delivered by the Supreme
Court of Massachusetts, by which, upon a contract for
the payment of a specified sum in gold, a tender of the
amount in greenbacks was held good.

Letter from Wendell Phillips.
From the Anti-Slavery Standard, Boston, Mass.]

MUSCATINE, IowA,
Friday, April 5, 1867.

tDear Standard-It is of course needless for me to
t tell you of my interest in your labors; yet I do not

know that I have anything else to tell you. Thus far
distant from the centre of public afftirs, I hardly dare
to risk any conjectures before your readers. It seems
to us off here that the Fortieth Congress dares not
impeach the President. The patronage of the Execu-
tive has been too strong a temptation for Congrese ional
vtttte to resist. How gratefully the members pick up
e every little crumb of comfort that can be got front
any slght show of deference to their opinion on the
part of Johnson ! Again and again have I trembled

8 lest the two parties should fraternise; they yielding
1 nine-tenths and he yielding nothing except gracious

a phrases.
Still, I think we may have great trust in the stolid

obstinacy of Johnson. That is a reliance which has
never yet failed us, and the stock seems inexhaustible.

Were lie on ordinary man, simply mulish, I should be
tempted to despair. A little complaisance with the
temper of the people, and a seceuing submission to
Ithe military law, would largely reinstate him in public
respect and sympathy. But with his sublime self-
conceit, and his entire belief that the North is really
with him, I think we may trust him so to astound the
public and exasperate Congress that in due time he
will either be impeached or wholly crippled in his ex-
ecutive power.
