Cotton in England.
The following extract from the circular of W. C.

W.tts & Co., Liverpool, under. the date of the bth
ult., is not without interest to our commercial men :

We have now to note a recent and very perceptible
clange in the currrent of opinion as to the immediate
future of prices. A few weeks ago the opinion seemed
almost universal that if we could see'such a falling off
in the receipts at the American port: as to point to an
out-turn of not exceeding one and three-fourths to two
million bales, that spinners here and on the Continent,
who are known to be excessively short of stock, would
it once stock titemoselves freely and check the down-

ward tendency, if not give an upward turn to prices.
Now, however, there seems no longer any reason to
-suppose that the receipts at the American ports will
but little, if at all, exceed the smaller eetimate. VWe
nave advices also of an almost unprecedented flood in
the Valley of the Mississippi river, which wtill, without
doubt, greatly delay the planting of the crop this sea-
eon, and thus add much to its uncertainty, and perhaps
materially curtail its extent. Statistically, too, the
position of the market appears mitch stronger than at
this time last: ear. By reference to our tables below
it ~ill be seen that the present stuck, though large, is
only 4140 bales in excess of last year, whilst the re-
ported supply at sea is now 260,000 bales less than
last year. Money, too, is tnow abundant at 3 per cent,
whir ais last year it was strirgtrgnt 4 ;i per cent., and
so on after this dite rapidly advanced to 10 per cent.;
and a et, during the enitire panic which followed, al-
thougli the stock of cotton here increased to over onle
milbon bales, and a giant war was in progress oil the
Continent, prices were at no time forced below those
now current. We have space only to briefly recapit-
utate the apparent reasons for this anomalous position
of the market. The immiense production of goods
last year seems to have freely supplied all-anid to
have overstocked some-of the markets of the world.
The high prices of hreadstulfs and provisions have thi•s
year caused a largely diminished horme demand for
goods. flantfaeturers, in the absence of ai legiimunte
dem:and for their goods, ratLiter than let their stocks
accumulate. have shipped largely on their own ne-
count, particularly in India and C'.,iLa. Those mar-
kets ale thus overstocked with goods, and, the raw
material lhaving declined here in the meantime, the
result is heavy losses. These, ii connection with the
enorumois losies that iresulted from the panic of last
Syear, and the contihllltd prostratio: or deipression of
most descriptions of railway and other securities., ,.,c
,r*atly curtailed the ability of the trade to purchase,
,f importers to hold their stocks, and of speculato's
to operate. Fromn America we also learn of t simtil:r
prostration in nearly everyv departm ent of trade, and i
it now app.iears that we nill receive a inuch 1-tger pro-
portion of the cropl thn was supposed it few ,onthiis
:ago. Added to ill this the catlamtities attendlant ont
the trade flior tie past telve months seemnt to have
ugien rise to a very general impression that prices

have been too high, considering the many new sources
of -upply that have resulted froth the high prices cur-
rent for so:me years epast.

NiEw lYor DaY Goons MAlKET.--1eOa York, Fri-
day, April 12.--The state of trade during the \Winter
and S loing months has been anything but satisfactory.
S;l.gishless, or at lea-t inertia and depression have
Iben t!het characteri-tic features of the market. The
supply has outrun the demand, and inl order to relieve
the markets and avoid greater losses it hais been deemed
a atiter of expediency to curtail production sensibly.

eSome iof the woolnc mills have been obliged to cease
productiotn, while many others are working three-
tqu:iarters and half-tiime, and all are more or less running
their machinlery at a loss. As a general thing, trade
cOntinues exceedingly languid throughout tihe land,
and no one is making pty profit commensurate with
ihe interest involved, unless it be merchant tailors.
The wholesale clotlting trade continues somewhat de-
mioralised, and is almost as dull as ever, and the cloth

jobjbing houses are but little better off. And yet is is
conceded that, in no event, can goods be replaced.
Most of the tmaiufacturing agents would at present
hail with joy the stoppage of all the mills for a period
of thirty days at least, so as to enable them to dispose
of any surplusstock they may have the more readily,
to hbrtter advantage. Past experience, however, has
taught umaniihcturers the imipolicy of stopping the
mills, :s it injures them in more ways than one. Con-
.qt(!uentlyt, while the faintest hope is entertained of
di-slosing of goods at cost or even at a slight lose,
im:nu facturers wounid rather prefer to keep their hands,
:r:d tlun their works even at a lose sometimes, rather
than permit skilled operatives to go away and seek for
employment elsewhere. [U. S. Econromirist.
