CHARLES SUMNER'S VIEWS.

From the New York Independent.]
SEaNATE CIIAMRCR, April 20, 1967.

.My Dear Sir-You wish to have the North "re-i
constructed," so at least that it shall cease to deny the
elective franchise on account of color. But you poet-
pone the day by insisting on the preliminary of a con-
stitutional amendment. I know your vows to the
good cause; but I ask.you to make haste. We can
not wait.

Of course ce can always wait for the needful pro-
crsaes; but there are at present reasons why we should
allow no time to be lost. This question must be set-
tied without delay. In other words it must be settled
before the Presidential election which is at hand.
Our colored fellow-citizens at the South: are already
voters. They will vote at the Presidential election.
But why should they vote at the South, and not at the
North? The rule of justice is the same for both.

Their votes are needed at the North as well as at
the South. There are Northern States where their
rotes will be like the last preponderant weight in the
nicely balanced scales. Let our colored fellow-citizens
vote in Maryland, and that State, now so severely
tried, will be fixed for human rights forever. Let
them vote in Penusylvania, and you will give more
than twenty thoasand votes to the Republican cause.
Let them vote in New York, and the scales, which
hang so doubtful, will incline to the Republican cause.
It will he the same in Connecticut. I mention these
by way of example. But everywhere the old pro-
slavery party will kick the beam. Let all this be done,
I say, before the next Presidential election.

Among the ways proposed of doing it is by a new
constitutional amendment. But this is too dilatory.
It cannot become operative until after the Presidential
election. Besides, it is neecdless. Instead of amend-
ieig the constitution, read it.

Another way is by moving each State, and obtain-
ing through local legislation what is essentially a right
of citizenship. lBut this again is too dilatory, while
it turns each State into a political mnelstrom, and sub-
suits a question of national interest to tthe chances of t
local controversy and the timidity of local politicians.
This will not do. Emancipi-tion was a Iational act,
and applicable to all the States. Enfrarchisement,
which is the corollary and complement of emancipa-
tion, must be a national act also, pIoceeding from the
national Government, and applicable to all the States. j
If it be left to the States individually, the result, be- t
sides being tardy, will be uncertain and fragmentary.

There is another way, n hich is at once prompt, en-ergetic and comprehensive. It is by act of Congress,
adopted by a majority of two-thirds, in spite of Pres-
idential veto. The time has passed whet this power
can be questioned. Congress has already exercised it
in the rebel States. I do not forget its hesitations.
Only a year ago, when I insisted that it must do so, a
:and introduced a bill to this effect, I was answered h
that a constitutional amendment was needed, and It
was voted down. A change came, and in a happy t
moment Congress exercised the power. What patriot t
questions it now ? But the power is unquestionable
in the other States also. It concerns the right of citi-
zenship, and this subject is as essentially national as
the army or the inavy.

Mr. Sumner has our vote. lie has always
had it; he is always likely to have it. " How did
Rodger Sherman vote?" asked our forefathers. They
believed it was safe to vote with Rodger Sherman. It
is just as safe to vote with Charles Sumner. During
the last fifteen years no American senator has been so
uniformly right, none so conspicuously single-minded,
none so stubbornly uncompromising, as the author of
this letter. Therefore, let heed be given to what he
a:1ys.

Long ago iwe proposed, and at various times since
hare urged an amendment to the federal constitution
establishing equal civil and political rights in all,the
States-both for whites and blacks; both for North
and South. Mr. Sumner, seeking the same- end, pro-
poses different means. Instead of an amendment to
the constitution, he urges a law of Congress. "How
any person," lie says, " can doubt the power of Con-
gress, I can not understand." Mr. Sumner knows that
we do not doubt the power of Congress; not at all.
Our doubt is, not of its power, but of its courage. Its
power is undeniable. Both civil and political rights
flow from one and the same fount. If Congress had
any power to enact civil,.it has equal power to enact
political rights. It has, thus tfar, established-civil, but
neglected to- establish political rights. MMr. Samner
properly asks it to complete its duty by establishing
lioth.

What need, then, of an amendment of the consti-
tution ?

Suppose both civil and political rights to be duly
decreed by act of Congress. We shall still ask for the
amendment. We cannot help considering that all the
rights of American citizens, whether civil or political,
are on a stronger foundation when written in plain and
direct terms in an amended constitution, than when,
as now, theyi are inferentially deduced from the more
vague statements of the present constitution by ex-
planatory atsdsupplemental acts of Congress. It is
to make assurance doubly sure that we have asked,
and shall continue to-ask, for such an amendment.
Moreover, we do not agree with our distinguished
friend that such an amendment could not be triumph-
antly and speedily adopted,•. On the contrary, we be-
lieve the country i am.pply-ready 'or it. This opinion
ete-share-with Mr. Greeley.

But, whether an amendment is needed or not--sand
whetherit can be passed, or not--we go heartily for
Mr. Sumner's bill.

Now, therefore,

"Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Represen-
tatives of the United States of America in. Congress
assembled, That every citizen of the United States, al-
though he may have been a slave, or is the descendant
of a slave, or by reason of race or color is deprived of
equal rights, shall, in every State and Territory, have
the right to vote at all elections for members of Con-
gress, for Presidential electors, for Representatives
and Senators to State or Territorial Legislatures for
all State, county, city, town, and other offices of every
kind, upon the same terms and conditions, and no
others, as white citizens are and may be allowed to
vote; and every provisioneof every State and Terri-
torial constitution, statute, and ordinance which is now
or hereafter may be enacted, and every custom and
principle of law heretofore recognised in any State or
Territory, contrary to the foregoing provisions, are
hereby declared null and void."

Now, whether the above be a constitutional amend-
ment or an act of Congress, or one or both, it is just,
expedient and indisputable. It is equal in its opera-
tion North, as well as South. It provides one end the
same beneficent law for the whole land. Shall it be
adopted ? If we could speak with a hundred tongues,
0.y should all cry Amen. A negro person has less

wau on his side in Connecticut than in Mississippi.
Congress, reassembling in July, ought to provide for
his immediate relief. There was an outcry against
giving the negro his civil rights, but when the deed
was done, the whole land acquiesced. There is a sim-
ilar outcry against giving him his political rights, but,
Sonce given, there will be a general approbation of the
gift. If negroes who have ueen brought up iu slave-
i ry are allowed to vote in the South, why shall not ne-
groes wilo have been brought up in freedom be allowed
to vote in the North ?

Not only is Mr..Sumner right as to the power of
Congress in the present case, but long ago he was right e
as to the power of Congress to govern the recon-
structed States as conquered provinces. lie then 9
stood almost alone in the Senate in an opinion which
lie has since seen adopted by his brother Senators.
We tru't his compeers will agree to his present bill.
We happen to kinow that Thaddeus Stevens-who,
even when sick, is more well than most men-is pre-

i paring, on his sick bed, an argument in support of
Mr. Sumner's bill. We happen to know, also, that
Chief Justice Chase agrees with Mr. Sumner's view. I
Let the midsummer Congress adopt the bill as a Fourth
of July measure.

due influence exercised by Mrs. Tyler. According to
the will the bulk of the property is given to Mrs. Gar-
t (diner and Mrs. Tyler, but the use of it is given to Mrs.
:Tyler during her life, sulject, however, to that use
being discontinued in case she is indemtnified to thes extent of injury done to her own property in Virginia.

The case was opened in favor of thle will by Judge
it Pierrepont, who claimed that tile will was madfe bysi Mrs. Gardiner, on the 4th of October, 1864; that soon

d been suffering at the time with hernia and bronchitis:
that by the will she left to her son David, her daugh-
