WAsHIoNON, August 7.-Fisher's charge to the
jury in the Surratt trial covers four and a half columns.
Its general tone is regarded unfavorable to the pris
oier. The following is a summing up : "From the
observations which 1.4iave adduced to you, you will it-
fcr, first, that the conspiracy in the time of war tp
take the life of the President and Vice-President of
the republic, and the heads of the executive depart-
ments, for the purpose of aiding the enemies of the
Federal Government by throwing it into anarchy and
confusion, is treason, as heinous and as hurtful to the
people of this country as the death of the King and
Queen of Great Britain is td the shijects of that realm.
Second; that every person enigaged in such conspiracy,
as long as lie continiues a member of it1 is responsible,
not only for acts of treason, but for any murder or
other crime which may flow from it. Third, that the
Government may waive contspirators and ptdceed against
them for the smaller, crime of muirder, included in the
greater crime of treason. Fourth, that under an indict-
meit for murder resulting from the prosecution of such
conspiracy, evidence of the entire scope of the con-
spiracy may be considered in estimating the heiious
character of the offense laid in the indictment. Fifth,
that it was tiot necessary to aver in the indictment the
fact that Abraham tincoln, the victim of the murder,
was at the time of its commission, President of the
United States, or to prove it in order to allow the jury
to take that fact into account in determining the hei-
nous character of the crime, it being a fact of which
the courts will take judicial cognisance. Sixth1 thlit
he who does ai act by another does it by himself, and
is responsible for its consequences, in criminal as well
as in civil cases. Seventh, that although alibi, when
clearly established, forms a complete and ilnanswera-
ble defeuse, mere absence from the immediate scene
of a crime resulting from conspiracy, unrepented of
and unabandoned by the party charged with it,
will not avail him if he were at some other place, as-
signed him; performing his part in conspiracy. Eighth,
that this plea is not clearly made out, is always re-
garded with suispicion, and is a circumstance against
him who attempts it, because it implies an admission
of the truth of the facts alleged against him, and the
correctness of the inference drawn from them. Ninth,
that flight from the scene of crime, the fabrication of
false accounts, the concealment of ai instrument of
violence, are circumiistances indicating guilt. Tenth,
although a confession in thh slightest degree tainted
with the promise of favor, or by duress, or from fear,
is not admitted as evidence against hini who nuakes it,
yet, if made freely and voluntarily, is one of the surest
proofs of guilt.

The foreman of the jury has requested a Copy of the
recorded evidence. Judge Fisher said it was unusual.
The defense was willing, but the prosecution objected;

The following extract from the
congressional proceedings, pending the passage of the
tenure of office bill, is quoted as applicable in the
case : "Senator Sherman says he will agree to the re-
port of the conference committee with a good deal of
reluctance. The Senate had, by two deliberate votes,
declared its purpose not to make the duration of the
Cabinet officers fixed by any time, but that they
should hold their offices at the pleasure of the' Presi-
dent, and that was the original design in the creation
of their offices; but the general purpose of this bill
is so very important, it is so salutary a reform, that I
thought it would not be endangered by disputes on
collateral questions. The House c ference, by two
votes, were very tenacious upon the subject, and there
seesied to be a probability that the bill would be lost
on a question that was collateral and unimportant. I
take it that no case can arise where a Cabinet minis-
ter will attempt to hold on to his office after the chief
desires his removal. I can scarcely conceive of such
a case, and think that no gentleman, nor man with
any sense of honor, would hold a position as Cabinet
officer after his chief desired his removal; and there-
fore the slightest inaction on the part of the President
would always secure the resignation of a Cabinet offi-
cer. For this reason I do not wish to jeopard this bill
by an unimportant and collateral question."

" I have now a very unpleasant duty to discharge, but
one which I cannot forget. Ca the second day of July
last, during the progress of the trial of John H. Sur-
ratt for the murder of Abraham Lincoln, immediately
after the Court had taken a recess until the following
morning, as the presiding Justice was descending from
the bench, James 11. Bradley, Esq , accosted him int a
rude and insulting manner, charging the Judge with
having offered him a series of insults from the bench
from the commencement of the trial. The Judge die-
claimed any intention whatever of passing any insult,
and assured Mr. Bradley that he entertained for him
no other feelings but those of resepect. Mr. Bradley,
so far from accepting this explanation, threatened the
Judge with personal chasti.ement, as he understood
him. No court can administer justice or live if its
judges are to be threatened with personal violence on
occasions whenever the counsel ntuty bI excited by an
imaginary insult. The offense of Mr. Bradley is one
which even his years will not palliate. It cannot bh
overlooked nor go unpunished, as a contempt of Court.
It is therefore ordered that his mtte be stricken
front the rolls of attorneys practising in this court.

Bradley immediately rose to his feet and asked if
the court had adjourned.

Fisher-" Itl has not, sir."
Bradley-" In the presence of the Court ,ad this

assembly, I hereby pronounce the statement just made
by the Judge as utterly false in every particular."

Fisher-(interrupting)-" Crier, adjourn the Court."
Mullen, the crier-" This Court is now adjourned."
Bradley-" Well, then, I will say now-
Fisher-rising to leave the bench-" You can say

what you please, sir, and make a speech to the crowd
if you like."

Bradley-" You have no authority to dismiss me
from the bar. That must be the act of the judge of
the Supreme Court."

Fisher made it reply, which was inaudible to our
reporter, and then left the room, followed by a great
crowd of persons. Immediately after leaving the
court room, Fisher proceeded to the street and en-
tered the car. He was followed closely by Bradley,
who entered the car, and stepping up to Fisher,
handed him a note. Fisher took the note, rose tohis
feet, opened it, and began to read it, and Mr. Bradley
turned and left the cir, around which an excited
crowd had gathered. It is understood that the note
was a challege. Several of the police sprang into the
ear, and officer McHenry stepped to the side'of Mr.
Bradley and remained in the position vhi'e he re.
mained in the car. Leaving the car, Bradley passed
through the crowd and entered his office, and was fol-
lowred by several of his friends belonging to the bar.
A large crowd immediately gathered on the corner in
front of his office. After remaining in his office a few
minutes, Bradley came out, arm in artm with hisbroth-
er, Chas. Bradley, of the National Bank of the Re-
public, and proceeded down Louisiana avenue, fol-
ye, tanS. asrautev, ot inn SSLIO0iRI Danrr ot sue ue-
public, and proceeded down Louisiana avenue, fo!-
lowed by a crowd of friends and curious persons, who
excitedly diecussed the proceedings which had just
transpired.

In the meantime Fisher resumed his seat in the car,
and continued his perusal of the note whlle the car
moved off. A number of his personal friends had en-
tered the car, and a great deal of apprehension was
manifested of a personal encounter between the Judge
and the deposed lawyer.

WVASHINGTON, August 10.-A movement is on foot
to indict Bradley for sending Judge Fisher a challenge,
but it appears Bradley simply accepted Fisher's verbal
challenge offered during the difliculty which led to
Bradley's disbarment. As the dilemma is, if Bradley
is punishable for accepting, Fisher is liable for send -
ing. The penalty is ine and imprisonment for live
yearn.

To the Editor of the Herald

I thank yoi for your manly announcement in this
morning's Herald, in the article headed " The Few
Crisis." Your views in that article are so wholesome
that I cannot leave the city this morning, being tran-
siently here, without expressing *y gratitude. I as-
sure you, sir, that the present attempt of party leaders
to secure political power by making tre Southern
States negro States, is most alarming, and the people
of the North must not allow its success, if they value
their own freedom and prosperity. If the people stop
to think, they will spurn such an attempt with Indig-
nation. Nothing but false issues can possibly allow
such a ruinous project to succeed. To show the peo-
ple the advocates of this nefarious scheme will keep
before them tire idea of martyrdom and all that sort
of thing, but the true issue should be ever present to
our minds, and martyrs rewarded at less expense than
the overthrow of our institutions.
